TACOMA, July 6—A saff correspond.
ent of the Evenlng News telegraphs from
Sehttle that he has absolutely verified
the taformation that Trscy, the Oregon
outlaw, spent jast uight rowing for dear
lUfe toward Vancouver Isiand or some

poiot in British territory. The mecard of
Tracy's movements since his second battle
Thursday night at the Van Horn resl-
dence, in which two officers were killed
reads like a chapter from a blood-curd-
fing dime novel,

After that battle be slept in a graveyard
in the outskirts of Beattle. He prooeeded
to the ranchk’'of & Mr. Fisher Friday morn-
Ing, where he secured food. He alept and
rested In the woods all that day and
night. Early Saturday moming he ap-
peared at Meadow Polot. on the water
front, Lhree miles north of Seattie. There
ke obmpelied a Japanese fOsher boy to
row him to Port Madison, 12 miles across
and down Puget Sound from Seattle. He
dismissed the Japanese, declaring that the
iantter womld be killed by Tracy's pals If
he ever-goid of the trip. The Japanese is
stil] keeping quiet.

Tracy landed near the home of a ranch-
er named Johnson, and watched the house
for an bour to make sure of the number
of men there. Finding but two. he en-
tered the house He ammounced that he
had Intended to kill every one on the
ranch and take charge of the place for a
few days. He added:

“But after seelng your peetty little girl
I will kill po one if you ali mind me. I
will be here all day.”

The family prepared breakfast for
Tracy, and put one plate on a table
against the wall,

“This fsn't right,”* declared the convict,
“Fut the table in the middie of the room,
god all sit down with me”™ This was
done.

Tracy then read Friday's evening papers,
and after learning how Mrs Van Hom
had betrayed his presstice In her house
to the butcher boy., said that he had
been careless In not Keepiug every one
In that houss constantly under his eye.

"My carclessness In this respect made
it necessary to kill two afficers.” -

After this conversation he made every
one at the Johnson ranch go in a bunch
where he wanted to go. He made them
glve him a large bundie of men's cloth-
Ing and hats, and had six days’ supply of
food cooked for him, put on [Farmer
Johnson's sult of Sunday black., and had
food. clothing and blankets made !nto
bundlen. At B o'clock he bound and
tightly gagged the Johnson family, mnade
their hired man, Anderson, carry the bun-
dles to Johnaon's whits rowbont, put An-
derson in the boat at the oars and start.
od down Puge! Sound.

Reason for Belief of Bothell People
That He Did.

SEATTLE, July & — That Tracy has
relatjves near Bothell who alded him to
esonpe toom the posse at that place s
the oplnlon of nearly every resident of
the Nttle town. They state that the
murderer’s  brother-in-law Hves some-
where In the woods about 16 miles north
of the town, and that to reach Mm has
been Tracy's chief object since he Jell
Thurston County in the gasoline launch.
The mysterions buggy seen on the county
road near- Wayne Friday night was
driven, In the opinlon of Bothell people,
by the brother-in-law. The convict left
thls side of the SBound at Meadow Point,
From Bothell the county road runs wvia
Fremont and Ballard to Richmond Beach.
Another road, however, leaves the county
road several miles above Bothell and runs
to the vieinity of Meadow Point, It ke
used but marely. Along this second road,
if the thesry of the Bothell peopls 2
correct, Tracy was driven in the buggy.
Once he had passed through the posse’s
lines on the north of Bothell he would
meet no opposition whatever.

The buggy was driven south from
Bothell beyond Wayne, It passed s point
guarded by Deputy Sherit Frank P.
Brewer and Deputy Shetiff James Wool-
ery, and stopped at the cabln where Tracy
killed Raymond. It then turned and sped
townrd Bothell, passing the depyuties
again. No trace whatever hss bheen found
of the wehlele since then. No one In
Bothell drove out along the ecounty road
that might. The general bellef s that it
passed on through the town. The night
wis plich dark and a regular rain storm
falling., It l» belleved that the midnight
travelers drove past the deputies at Green.
leaf bridge unnoticed,

The finding of Tracy's outfit in the
cabin is cited In support of the contention
that Tracy escaped In the mysterious
buggy. The loft of the cahin was searched
Friday afternoon by a party Im chargd
of Al Rogers, Constable of Bothell. It
contained nothing belonging to the mur-
derer, Deputy Sheriff John MeClellan, of
Thurston Counly, went over |t the next
day and found the outfit. At first it was

| believed that the original searchers bad

been afrald to examine the cabia thor-
oughly. Evidence war found by Sheriff
Cudihee that the loft, which Is well Jight-
ed, was searched by the Bothell men.

As a result of these develnpmants, It s
heid at Bothell that Tracy went to the
cabin Friday night and thers walted for
the buggsy.

Nothing deflnite can be learmed of
Tracy’s brother-in-law near Bothell. The
farmers do not know his name, but many
of them mtate positively that he lHyes
dhout 15 miles north of Bothell in the
wooda, Bomé of them say they have
known of the reistive's existence for a
long tirme, but never pald any attention
to him until the comvict's escape. The
place where he Is sald to live is In the
henrt of the forest.

BUFFALO, N. T. July £—A terrific
wind and rain storm swept over Western
New York at an early hour today. Rivers
and creels rose rapkdly, overflowing their
banks and sweeplng away houses and
barns and Myvestock. The loss will reach |
inte the hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars. Telegraph and telephone wires are
down and communication with small
towns is dificult. Thia city was mot In
the path of the storm. At Arcade the
food esused the loss of one life and did
§200.000 damage to property. Minnie Loper,
who kept a bakery on the bank of the
creek, was drowned.

There wers Joany DATTOW eacapes. At |
Yorkshire, near Arcade, the approaches of |
the bridge were wanhed away and miles of
rmadway were po gullied or burled In de-
bris that they will have to be rebuilt. At
Bandreky two bouses were washed away,
and from every direction come reports of
lUvestock killed. The loss to Individuals
will be wvery high, and the loss to the |
towns from the destruction of bridges and
roads will aiso be very heavy.

Snch Flood Never Known Before.

BATAVIA, N. Y., July &—The heavy
ralns of the last six days have wwollen
Tonawanda Creek to a degree never be-
fore known, even !n the worst Speing
freshets.
