The Fall Carnival project Is up to the
citizens of Portland, as the Elks have de-

cided to start tho subscription list today
in order to learn the nature and extent
of public sentiment on the. question. If
the people want a fair this year, it will
be necessary for them to make up their
minds Immediately, as no1 time Is to be
lost If $12,000 can be raised by popular
subscription, the E4ks promise to give a
show, the equal of which has never been
seen in Portland. A comfalttee consist-
ing of D. B. Rich and George H. "Wemple
has been appointed to interview the bus-
iness men. and report at the regular meet
ing of the lodge next Thursday, when
final action will be taken on the project.
The general matter of the carnival is in
tho hands of a committee consisting of
Governor-ele- ct George E. Chamberlain,
Judge Alex Sweek and J. Bolls Cohen.
The committee has held several meetings,
at which plans and prospects have been
discussed, and partial arrangements made
for the undertaking. Members of the
committee are enthusiastic over the out-
look, and during the present week will
bend their energies toward projecting an
organization and devising a general work-
ing scheme for the big enterprise.

"When seen yesterday, Mr. Chamberlain
isald: "It will be absolutely necessary for
us to know the amount of popular sub-
scription beforo next Thursday night, as
no time is to be lost. "We have only seven

London's Legendary Chimes ot St.
Mary's, Cheapiide.

Up In the steeple of St Mary-le-Bo- w the

bell founders are at work upon the legend-
ary chimes which have kept time with
tho "music of humanity" since London be-
came famous among the cities of the
earth. For more than 20 generatlpns they
have commented like a Greek chorus upon
all the drama of life and fate packed
within the walls of the old capital or
acted in the modern arena that concen-
trates in its seething existence of every-da-s

more Intense and innumerable con-
trasts of fortune than any other environ-
ment of the world.

"Turn again, Whlttlngton, thrice Lord
Mas'or of London" what child does not
know that it was the faraway rhythm of
Bow bells which spoke sooth to the ear of
the poor apprentice In doublet and hose,
recalled him within the gates of the pic-
turesque medieval city, with its pitched
roofs and gables, and made him the civic
ancestor ot Sir Joseph Dimsdalc? There is
no single episode in English folk-tal-

more profoundly characteristic of the
spirit of the nation, or more expressive of
the unique place which the typical church
of Cheapslde has alwas's held In popular
imagination.

Westminster and St Paul's have been
the shrines of the realm associated with
all the pomps and vicissitudes of the
state. But St Mars'-le-Bo- w alone has
been regarded as the symbol associated
with the Joy and grief, the mirth and
care of private men. The 'lives of centuries
of citizens have been accompanied by the
dancing peals or tho Iron sorrow of its
bells. Thes have rung the generations
Into being. They have rung them away.
They have been glad for births and wed-
dings. They have been mournful for
deaths and partings. And ever thes have
seemed like the disciples to speak to
every roan after his own tongue. In a
word, the city and Bow bells "have tri-
umphed and have saddened" together,
and the changes in the steeple havo made
equal measure with the changes of life.

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MORE FICTION OR LESS?

QUESTIOX IS CONSIDERED BY LI-

BRARY AUTHORITIES.

Tendency of Patrons to Absorb Fic-

tion Only Is Decreasing-- , and
Stnndard "Works' Are Read.

What is the object of a public library
and what should be the guide in the se-

lection of new books, is the question that
is now presenting Itself to the officers of
the Portland Free Librars. Shall the
aim be to give to as large a number as
possible the sort of reading they like, or
shall it be to stock the library with more
serious works, and to Ignore the tastes
of those who only read for the pleasure
and excitement of perusing the latest
works of fiction? Every library must
face this question, owing to the tendency
of many to drift Into the habit of read-
ing fiction only, and the increased demand
for these books as this tendency grows
on the people. .The officers of the Port-
land Library state that they hive guard-
ed against this tendency, and that thes
have endeavored to fill their shelves with
books of permanent value, getting only
such fiction as has become standard, or
the late works of onls such authors as
have an established reputation. They sas
also that the tendency of their patrons
to read fiction Is decreasing rather than
Increasing, and that there are a large
number who seek the standard works.
Notwithstanding their efforts, the con-
dition has become" such as to call forth
the following letter from one of the citi-
zens of Portland who has become in-

terested in the promotion of the best in-
terests of tho librars:

Miss M. F. Ieom, Librarian. Library Associa-
tion, City My Dear Miss Isom. Ever since
the Portland Free Library has been opened It
has been apparent to me that you are trying: to
furnish 4000 patrons with free reading, while
tho money at sour command is barely enough
to well supply 2000 people. Thla naturally
brings before sou the problem which sou must
solve, as to tho best means of giving the
greatest good to the greatest number.

I trust I may not be considered critical when
I state that in my opinion the patrons ot the
library that have been lately added are largely
those who are readers of fiction, and but little
else. It esems to me clear that the Portland
Free Library is now entirely too popular. Its
mission In our community Is to educate, rather
than to please the fancy. Consequently, If by
a Judicious step sou can reduce Its popularity,
and. thereby the number of this class of pat-
rons, and retain as Its members those who
wish to learn as well as be amused, no better
step could be taken than that outlined In the
Inclosed article from the Literary Digest, en-

titled. "Influence of Librarians Upon Public
Ecadlnr." The Idea is well pet forth in this
article that "librarians ot the countrj' are the
main hope of stfclety In restricting public de-

votion to ephemeral books." It well eays:
"The free librars cannot supply the demand
for current novels 'hot from the press.' In
professing to supply It, the librarian deludes
tho public and reduces its apaclt for services
really serviceable, and the solution of the
problem Is the determination "to bu no cur-
rent work of fiction until at least one year
from the date of publication."

Of course, sour patrons should be notified
some time in advance, and publicity should be
sought through the columns of The Orego-nja-n,

If you care to take this step, which I
believe to be decidedly for the benefit of the
Librars Association.

I trust that you will not look upon this letter
as gratuitous, but belle e that I have the well-bei-

of the library In mind, as well as the
good of the community, It sou care to do so,
sou are at liberty to lay this letter before
Sour board of directors, or lo give It to The
Oregonktn with the request that the matter be
discussed by the public "With highest regards.

The paper of which Mr. Mears speaks
in the Literars Digest Is a treatment of
this question, in which a number of val-

uable authorities express their views.
Tho New York Times Saturdas review
says:

It has always seemed to us that tho librari-
ans of the countrj. in this matter of restrict-
ing public devotion to ephemeral books, were
the main hope ot society. Thsy, la & measure.
can control their output not perhaps, as auto-

crats, but through silent ahd tactful influ-

ences. It Is hopeless for critical Journals to
denounce this class of literature. The results
most commonly are to promote Its circulation
by calling attention to It At best they can
become Influential only by the exercise of si-

lence. They may select from the enormous
flood hooks which Beem best and Ignore the oth-
ers. It Is usually besond their province to take
up old books, since critical Journals exist in
the world for the purpose of dealing with new
ones. But the librarian has within his walls
til irnriiVii store of Kre&t and good books. He
likes nothing better than to see his readers
take them home, and In numberless Rajs he
can Induce them to do so.

Herbert Putnam, Librarian of Congress,
gave the following statement:

We all read novels; we all profit by them.
To supply them Is a legitimate function of tho
public library, which Is In part to furnish In-

struction through. recreation and to' cultivate
the tasto as well as the understanding.

There is, howcr. a demand for fiction which
I do not bellee'can legitimately bo met by
the public library. That Is the demand for the
latest new no el merely because It la the lat-
est new novel! . . ,. The free library
cannot supply the demand for current novels
"hot from the press." In professing to supply
It the library deludes the public and reduces
its capacity for services reallj serviceable. I
believe that free libraries would gain in re-

sources and In the end in popular esteem if
thej would agree to buy no current work of
fiction until at least one J car after the date of
publication.

They should at the same tlmo make obvious
their intention to buy the latest work In tho
arts and sciences as nearly as possible on the
day of Its publication.

In response to Mr. Mears' letter, the
librarian wrote the following reply, which
outlines the method pursued bs the li-

brary In this matter, and shows that due
care has been shown so far in tho se-
lection of books for the librars:

(To the Editor.) My library committee per-
mits me to send the induced letter to you. If
you see fit to publish It It may provoke a
discussion which would be profitable both for
the library and the people. Wo feel that we
are not overstocking the library with fiction
at present Only 11 per cent of the books
added have been new fiction, and that by well-kno-

authors. In filling the gaps in the
fiction we bad the one catalogued class we
have brought the per cent up to 24. but theso
were such books as George Eliot's novels, the
Erckmann Chatrlan noels. a half-doze- n of
Hawthorne, a number of Stevenson, etc, books
that no library could arTord to be without.
This unusual amount purchased will probably
not occur again. Our present readers are not
fiction readers onlj, by any means. The fiction
per cent for the two months our doors have
been .open Is C7. It neer fell below 7J Jn the
former Subscription library. The experience
here parallels the experience elsewhere, the
treeing of the library has brought the real
books within the reach of tho people who
need them, people whose modest Incomes da
not go far bejond food and clothing, the
actual necessaries of life, but who are eager
for Information and as ambitious for their
children as their more fortunate brethren.

MART FRANCES ISOM.
Several of the library directors, when

seen regarding the matter, confirmed the
statements made by the librarian, but differ
in their views as to the exact policy that
should be outlined in the purchase of new
books George H. Williams, president of
the former free llbrarj'. said:

"A public library should accommodate
the greatest number of people with the
sort of reading that they desire. The only
books that I think shoufd be excluded
from its shelves are those that might
have a demoralizing effect upon the mlnd3
of the people. All books are educational
to a certain extent, and all have an in-

fluence upon the mind of th reader. I
believe that the librarian should exercise
care In the selection of new books, but
should exclude only the ones of a per-
nicious character, which are very few.
Thero should be no difficulty as to the
choice of books, as nearly all are written
by writers who have a reputation, either
good or bad, and it is easy to Judgo of
fha hnok bv the renutation of the writer.

JJL do not think that an attempt should bo

made to exclude fiction, poetry, or any
books that will contribute to the pleasure
of the readers. The' people support the
library by taxes, and I believe that every
class of people has a right to expect to
find the sort of books that they like to
read there. I would not aprove of the
rule not to nurchase anr books of fiction
until they had been published for at least
a year, only in cases where the writer
was not known by reputation. In such
cases I should say It was all right to wait
until the book had stood the test

"I am as much opposed to the develop-
ing of the tendency to read fiction and
slighting other more valuable works as
any one," said W. L. Brewster, one of
the library directors, "but I think that an
inspection of the library and its books
would show that such criticism was un-

called for. It has been the aim of tho
directors to get such books as are lasting
in their value, and not current fiction that
would bo sought after today and in a

ear from now would not be taken from
the shelves. Although there may be a
considerable amount of fiction In the
librars. it accumulated there when it was
run bj subscriptions, and the directors
had to get that sort of reading In order
to please the patrons and enlarge weir
list of members. We would like now to be
able to please all, but the money that
we have to buy hooks with Is limited and
we have to bus books that will please the
most people. While there Is a very large
demand for fiction, especially late fic-

tion, tho people who demand It are few
but demand a great deal of It. The people
who take out three or four books of fic-

tion and read them In a week are the
people that bring the demand for the
works ot fiction Into such prominence,
and, too, tho peopfe that read In this
was are mostly people who can afford to
buy their own books. It Is a noticeable
fact that the majority of working people
and people of small Incomes use their
time to a better advantage and read
books that are more Instructive. While I
think that we should guard against tho
tendency to bus too much fiction, I think
that the rule not to buy any books of
fiction until thes aro a year old is not a
good rule lo go by. There is no use to
wait a year before buying the new books
of any of our standard authors."

"While the directors must take steps to
strengthen the library in certain weak de-
partments," said a patron of the librars
S'estcrday, "they should not do so at the
expense of curtailing the supply of mod
ern fiction. The first duty of tho library
Is to supply the wants of its patrons. A
great majorits of these are fiction-reader- s.

Because a work of fiction has not
been out a year Is no reason that it
should not be found on the library
shelves. It Is probable that even If a
book were purchased on the day of Its
Issue, It would not reach all the read-
ers who desired to make Its acquaint-
ance before the end of a sear, especlalls
If it proved popular. Mans of the patrons
of the library cxnnot afford to spend their
librars raonev on works of fiction. Mans
are doing hard brain work, and seeking
relaxation and recreation bs reading light
works by modern authors. To this class
the question would arise If the pollcs sug-
gested should be carried out Why should
we as library readers be compelled to
wait ono sear for the new works of rec-
ognized authors like Kipling. Barrie,
Crockett Howells, Mark Twain, Stock-
ton, F. Hopklnson Smith, and others?
True, a reader will often fall back to his
Dickens or Thackeray, reread his Scott
or pumas, or refresh himself with Steven-
son, but he should be given the oppor-
tunity to measure if he will the work of
the modern authors with the masters.
With his light reading he will' mix the
serious without deliberate connivance on
tho part of the librars authorities. Yod
can drive a man to the library, but sou
can't make him read. Better let his own
sweet will sas whether he will step out
of the building with Kant's 'Critique of
Pure Reason' in one hand and Gilbert's
'Bab Ballads'" In the other."

Sir: Since the King, on his accession,
assumed to the surprise of all and the
regret of mans the title "Edward VII,"
he ha's been appealed to again and
again to delete the false numeral which
unwarrantably claims the British throne
as the throne of the English Edwards,
and does injustice, therefore, to all parts
of tho United Kingdom and the empire
which are British but not English, and
ls specifically Insulting to Scotland as
violating the fundamental condition on
which Scotland agreed to enter into
union with England. The losalty of Scot-
land and the conspicuous part which
'Scottish people have taken In building up
the British Empire merited different
treatment. To all appeals, however, the
King has remained obdurate, and the false
and offensive numeral Is to be taken with
him this month to the throne. ,

It now remains for Scottish people,
both at home and abroad. to make It
clear that this affront to fhelr countrs
has not been submitted to without In-

dignant protest. Last sear such a pro-

test was publicly made bs the Scottish
Patrfotic Association at a.'great gathering
on the field of Bannodkburn in June.
This protest, along with the innumerable
signatures which have since been affixed
to it bs Scottish people In all parts of
tho United Kingdom .and of the world.
Is now to be bound "up and preserved,
probably In the Wallace monument at
Stirling, as a testlmons to all coming
generations. It is a monumental testi-
mony to which Scottish people who have
regard to the rights and honor of their
countrs should all have their names at-

tached. I take the liberty, therefore,
as president of the association, to ask
S'our Scottish readers who have charge
of the protest sheets to forward
them with such signatures as they havo
or can at once obtain, and to ask those
who have no official sheets, but who wish
to add their names, to take an ordinary
large-siz- e sheet of writing paper and
write near the top,. "Scottish protest
against tho title Edward VII." and
then add their signature and address. If
.these sheets aro sent to mo by post, I
shall forward then to tho secretaries, who
will sec that thes are bound up along
with the rest. Yours slncerels.

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TROUBLE" FOR MRS. GREEN1

DID. NOT REPORT IMPORTS FROM

THE ORIENT. ,

Revenue Inspector Suspected, and
Made Invc-tI(catIo- n That Brought

Much to Light Will Cost More.

SAN FRANCISCO. July 6. Mrs. H. D.
Green, of Portland, Or., suffered the In-

convenience and humiliation of having a
lot of valuable personal properts seized
bs the customs authorities yesterday
afternoon, and had a narrow escape from
being arrested on the charge of smug-

gling. The trouble all grew out of an ot

on the part of Mrs. Green to avoid
payment of duties on a valuable Importa- - i

tlon of silks, embroideries and other wares
which she had collected In the Orient.

When the passengers and baggage from
the Doric were landed at the Mall dock
the customs Inspectors found that Mrs.
Green had not declared any property In

her possession as dutiable, and as she
was to all outward appearances a woman
of wealth. Judging from the lavish display
of diamond rings on her fingerc. Inspector
Xiorenzen determined "to make careful
search of her baggage to determine If
she had secreted ans'thlng dutiable. Mrs.
Green nervousls watched the Inspection
of her trunks, and nearls fainted when
Inspector Lorenzen brought to light a
large quantlis of Chinese silk, embroid-
eries, silk crape and other articles of
value she had purchased during an ex
tended Oriental tour. To avoid pasment
of -- duties she had secreted them in a
manner which she believed would defy the
most careful scrutlns. Yards and yards
of rich Oriental silks and embroideries of
great worth were found sewed within the
linings of dresses. They were promptly
seized bj tho customs Inspector.

Deputs "Surves'or of the Port St. John
had an Interview with Mrs. Green after
the seizure of her silken effects, and she
professed to be greatls surprised that an
innocent attempt to evade tho payment
of customs duties should be regarded as
a serious Infraction of the law.

"Madam," said St. John, "why didn't
3ou declare sour dutiable effects?"

"None of. the other passengers on the
steamer seemed disposed to declare ans'
thlng," said Mrs. Green, "so I thought I
wouldn't."

"Well, why did you endeavor to conceal
them? Didn't s'ou know thero was pen-

alty for such practices?' asked the Dep
uts Surveyor.

"I hid them," explained Mrs. Green,
quite convincingly, "because I thought if
they were not found I would not have to
pay ans duty."

St. John then Informed her that as pen-

alty for her thoughtlessness she would be
required, according to customs regula-
tions, to pas duts on three .times the
value of the goods seized If she cared to
recover them.

Ifcw Jersey the Mother of Trusts.

There Is no" longer an doubt that trusts
are a good thing for New Jerses. The
rest of the country may groan under the
fancied burdens of corporate combines.
but New Jersey cares not who makes the
steel, the glas3 and the woolens, nor how
much thes cost the dear people so long as
she can mate the combines.

Other states may grumble and growl
over the absorption of the smaller manu-
facturing plants bs the larger ones, but
this does not worry New Jersey so long as
she can issue the charters and absorb the
fees.

For tho fiscal jear ending June 20 New
Jersey's treasury will show a balance of
$2,S9S,2Q2, an Increase of nearls half a mil-

lion dollars over last year. It Is claimed
that this Increase Is largely due to the
heavy taxes that the trusts, chartered dur-
ing the S'ears 1000 and 1901, are pajlng In.
These charter taxes alone foot up consid-
erably more than $2,000,000 annually.

Mr. Havemeyec--wa- s in error when he
stated that "the tariff Is the mother of
trusts." The tariff may be the godfather
of certain favored combines, but New Jer-
sey Is the "mother of trusts."
