It has always been considered the prop-
er thing for the prople Interested, say, In
farming and fruitgrowing. in A new and
promising country where the known hin-
dranee to itz growth and prosperity was
the want of population to make a special
offort to csll the attention of the world at
large to the wondarful productiveness of
thelr new settlement. If the story is well
told and the new garden spot will stand
the test of personnl investigation, the re-
sult s dlways satisfactory.

It is eald that
If his improvement proceeds at the present
rate he will probabiy by the end of the
month be well enough to be transferred
to the roya! yacht in Southampton waters,
A bulletin posted at § o'ciock this moming
eald: -

“The King's progress continues to be In
every way satisfactory.”

Boon after the bulletln was lssued, Queen
Alexandra and Princess Vietoria visited
Mariborough House, where they attended
divine service with the Prince and FPrin-
cess of Wales. The Queen remalned with-
in Buckingham Palace for the rest of Lhe
dny. Most of the churches in the United
Kingdom' celebrated today the anpounce-
ment that King Edward was out of dan-
ger with informal thankagiving services,
special music and the singing of the Na-
tional snthem.

The Government haa lssued oniers that
the Indian and colonial troops now In
London shall postpone their departure in-
definitely.

$10,000 UP IN SMOKE!

HOTEL AT THE DALLES BURNED;
COURTHOUSE DAMAGED,

Fire Started From Coalell Lamp
Left In Hotel Hall—County
Records Are Safe.

—

THE DALLES, Or., July §.—As the re-
sult of & fire which destroyed the Euro-
pean Hotel at an sarly hour this moming
Wasco County's hand Courth is
o water-sonked and seriously wrecked
bullding. About 1 o'clock flames were din-
coverod imsulng from the roof of the hotel,
the rear of the buliding being a roaring
mas= of fire before the fire department
reached the scene. Two coltages In the
rear of the main bullding quickly ignited
the whole, burning so fercely as (0 menace
the surrounding blocks on ail edes. A
parrow alley separated the hotel from the
Courthouses, which was continually
drenchod by the firemen, Although a brick
structure, the Intense heat from the burn-
ing hotel communicated the fire through
the north carnices, the flames creeplng the
entire jength of the roof and through the
ciock tower before they could be ocon-
trolled. In order to reach the hlaze holes
were ripped through the roof and cellings
in the upper story, where its spread was
confined to the upper portion of the bulld-
ing and clock towen

The European Hotel, which was operated
by Mr. and Mre. Hugh Fraser, is a total
ioss. Little or none of the cohlents were
saved. The houss was filled with lodg-
ers, who saved a portion of thelr belong-
ings. The bullding was owned by W. H.
Wilson, and was valued at 5300, Insured
for T80, There was also somme amall in-
surance on the contentw

The Courthouse was bullt In the esrly
‘Wr, at 0 cost of about ES00. It was a
well-equipped, commodious bullding. Every
portion of it is more or less injured. the
Bheriff's office and jall suffering least.
No damage ocourted to the county rec-
ords, which were placed In the steel fire-
proof vault of the Clerk's office at the cut-
break of the fire. The prisoners In the
County Jall were removed to the City Jall
The second mtory and roof of the bullding
are badly wrecked. It W estimated that
7000 will repalr the damage. The Court-
house was Insured In vasious companles
for about ¥18.000.

PROGRESS OF POLITIOS.

Fulton Claims Sapporters in Marion
Delegation.

BALEM, Or., July $—Preparations for
the celobration of the Fourth took prece-
dence over mearly all other public mat-
ters during the last two weeks, and little
bas been heard im the world of state
politics. Ten days ago Senator Fulton
was in Marion County in the interesi of
his Benatorial campalgn, and oaused for
the time some discussion of the Senatorial
fight that is to coms off next Winter.
Fuiton calied upon several members of
the Legisisture from this county, and It
15 suld that he feels encoumged 0 be-
Heve that he will get several votes In the
delogation from this county. Friends of
Governor Oeer, however, say that al-
most the entire delegation will be for the
Governor in the first instance, and will
change to some other ocandidate as the
fight wexes warm. Governor Geer has
made two trips to Eastern Oregon since
election, and spent eeveral days on each
trip. While the principal purpose of his
viaits was personal, It iz generully be-
lUeved that he found occasion whils In
that sectlon to talk over political pros-
pects with his friends,

With the excepilon of & few men whose
afMliations nre well known, there Is little
mengion of members of the Lagislature
af elther “‘Geer men” or “Fulton men™
As the campaign for the organization of
ths Lagisiature beginas to take on activ-
ity, It may be expected that members of
the Legisiature will iine up on one side
or another. Bemator Fulton has sald that
ho will make no effort whatever to In-
fiuence the organizstion of the Houss,
but as he s & member of the Benate, he
mAy be expacted to take a4 prominent past
in the selection of efMicers for that body,
No mention is heard of any candldates
for Legislative offices other than Presi-
dent of the Benate and Bpeaker of the
House, and no new names have been
heard in connection with these offices.

Contest Before the Senate.

Many are of the opinlon that the con-
test over the Benatorship from Linn
County will take place in the courts, as
do most election contests. Buch s not
the case. The constitution provides Rhat
each house shall judge the election, quall-
floations and returns of Its own members.
M. A. Miller, Democrat, thus far appears
to have been elected In Linn County by
a plurality of two votes, The friends of
Benator Kelly say that errors were made
in the count by which Milller was given
more votes than should have been count-
ed for him. If Kelly, Republican, con™
tests the election, the matter will go first
befare the Senate committes on creden-
tials and finally before the Senate itwelf,
when the report of the commities comes
up for adoption. In every election many
ballots are marked In such a manner that
it in & gquestion how they should be count-
o4 and whether they should be counted at
all, Since the margin Is too close, Kelly's
friends expect to be sble to 8nd more
than enough votes counted improperiy to
show that Millesr was in the minority.
What the voter Intended by his gnuarke on
the ballot is often so uncerisin that
judges may easlly Aiffer,

Canadian Paclifics
were bought for New York account, ad-
vancing 250, Money mtes have been Te-
coding since the settlement. The unusu.
ally hepry Alscounts -of the Reichrbank
are nol connected with the trade or de-
mands of the bourse, but are due to mort-
gige payments and the requirements of
the government. It is expected that din-
counts will recover rapidly. Bank stocks
wero neglected Iast week, but shares of
the Deutsche Bank were higher upon the
disbundment of the syndlcate which iIs
handling the Burlington deal

The London Exchange.

LONDON, July &§—While money was
easier last week, the stock exchange was
not very cheerful, The relesss of July
dividends and large government dis-
bursements cnabled the market to repRy
about £80M0,000 of the sum It had bor-
rowed from the bank, but L£6000.000 are
still owing. Large shipments of gold are
now due from South Africa, but they are
jargely offset by the withdrawal of sov-
ereigna for South Africa last week, There
ls every prospect for cheap money for the
next two months,

The encouraging news concerning King
Edward d)d not Improve business on the
exchange. Prices generally were marked
up, but this was the result mostly of
jobbers bldding against themselves. 1In-
vestment stocks will probably continue tg
k#ep up, dut the South African depart-
ment la getting woree instead of betier,
There is a falr prospect for A revival in
Americans, but home rails were dull snd
there was little action in Industrials,

To Inveatigate Panama Canal Title.

WASHINGTON, July 8 —Assistant At-
torney-General Charles W, Russell L& com-
pieting his preparations, and within a
week will start for Puris to Investigate
the ablllty of the mew Papama Canal
Company to give the United Btates a sat-
jafactory titie to concessions and property
on the lsthmus. When this prellminary
work shall have proceeded to @ certain
point, the Attorney-General, according to
the Prealdent' s expressed wish, will prob.

Mr. Mitchell may also
meet the officlals of ruilway unlona or
other organizstions that can asaist his
people by other than finapcial means.
He will, it la expected, return here tomor-
row. He Is booked to address the delo-
gates of District L st their annual con-
vention at Nanticoke, which begins to-
morTow.

Tomorrow will begin the third month of
the great coal strike. There have besn
many rumors and opinions published that
certain coal compunies would within a
few daye attempt (o start certain colller-
fea. Officials of the blg companies who ara
willlug to talk deny all knowledge of any
attempt of thelr respective companiea to
start work. They say, however, that the
number of men applying for work Ia grow-
ing larger each weel. Many of theéem are
given employment, and the names of the
others are placed on the walting Ust. The
number of miners among the applicants
who are applylng for work Is very
and so Jong as the minérs thomselves re-
frain from going to the colileries no coal
can be mined. The correspondent of the
Associated Press today sought the opinion
of strikers’ officials as to how long they
expected the strike to last, and those of
mining superintendents as to whether the
price of coai will go up or down during the
coming Fail, The labor leaders wers unan-
imous in the bellef that the strike will
still be on Beptember 1 If the operators
make no concessions. The company offi-
clals were of the opinion that the price
of coal during the remainder of this year
will not go below presant figures, and moy
g0 higher.
