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DEATH OF PIONEER WOMAN

MRS. J. "W. MILLER. SUCCUMBS TO
LINGERING ILLNESS.

Well Known Throughout the State-Moveme- nt

to Widen Vancouver
Avenue East Side Affairs.

Mrs. Susan E. Miller, vrlfe of Rev. J.
IV. Miller, the well-know- n pioneer Meth-
odist minister of the Northwest, died yes-

terday afternoon at 3:40 at her home on
East Ankeny, near East Sixteenth street.
after a, lingering illness of many years.
She was a pioneer of 1852, and with her
husband lived at many of the towns In
Oregon and California while he was on
charges In the early days.

Mrs. Miller was born in Athens, Tenn.,
August 23, 1S35, and came across the
plains to Oregon in 1852. Her maiden
name was Gordon. July 4, 1854, she was
united In marriage to Rev. J. M. Miller,

.who came to Oregon In 1850. Rev. John
Fllnn, a pioneer Methodist minister of
1850, performed the marriage ceremony.
She was an ideal minister's wife. Oregon
was sparsely settled when she and her
husband were married, and the churches
to which they were sent were poorly pro-

vided. She shared with Mr. Miller what-
ever hardships he was called on to face
on the frontier nearly half a century ago
with cheerfulness.

Fourteen years ago in Southern Ore-

gon she contracted rheumatism, and ever
6ince had been an invalid. It had been
nine years sine she was able to walk.
For several years past, since the retire-
ment of her husband from the active
duties of a Methodist preacher, she has
lived on the East Side, and received Mr.
Miller's constant care and attention. She
was seriously ill for the past month, and
for several days was hardly conscious.
She is survived by three children and her
husband. The former are: Oscar Miller,
of the Cltv Treasurer's office; Mrs.

Seattle; Cloe Miller. Portland.
All were present at the end. There is
also a large circle of friends in Portland
and In other portions of the state who
will deeply mourn her death. The funer-
al has not been arranged.

TO WIDEN VANCOUVER 'AVENUE.

Alblna Board of Trade Will Bring
--'Condemnation Proceedings.

The Alblna Board of Trade will take up
the matter of the widening of Vancouver
avenue, between Stanton and Alberta
streets, next Friday night. M. E. Thomp-
son, chairman of the committee, who un-

dertook to accomplish the widening of
the street by securing donations from the
property-owne- rs along each side, said
yesterday that this had to be given up
as impossible. While a considerable num-
ber did sign the agreement to donate the
required amount of land, more than two-thir-

did not sign. These said they were
willing to have the street widened, but
preferred some, other way. Mr. Thomp-
son says he has no doubt that proceed-
ings to condemn will go through, although
it will take a little" longer to reach the
end to be accomplished than If all had
donated enough land. There will be no
delay In pushing the proceedings through
the City Council.

It is desired to get this portion of Van-
couver avenue in shape for improvement
so that it will correspond with the por-

tion between Russell and Wheeler streets,
which Is to be improved in a short time.
The outcome will be that there will be
an entirely new street extending from
the steel bridge through Alblna, divid-
ing up the travel that now goes by way
of Williams avenue. The travel through
Alblna on the way to the, Columbia River
is very large, and the need of a street
extending directly from the steel bridge
and avoiding the hill on McMillan street
has been felt for a long time.

AGAINST SELLWOOD RESORT.

Residents Petition That the License
of the. Plnce Be Revoked.

The petition of the people of Sellwood
for the revoking of the license of the beer
resort on the corner of Mllwaukie road
and Umatilla avenue will come before the
City Council at Its meeting tomorrow.
This resort has been a source of Irrita-
tion to Sellwood for some time on the al-
leged grounds that It is disorderly and
demoralizing to the community. The
committee on health and police has
already heard the evidence of both sides,
and it has been referred to the City Coun-
cil. The proprietor asserts that he runs
an orderly place, and never tolerates the
presence of minors or rough characters.
He has employed counsel, and will make
a fight to retain his license. However,
residents make some severe charges
against him. There will probably be a
hot contest. j

He is able to be qut, but is still
unable to use his right arm and left
hand. He still suffers from pain In his
back. He received a severe shaklng-u- p.

Steps have been taken for the repairs
of the Sellwood cycle path along the
Mllwaukie road. Near Midway, where it
has settled down toward the river, fills
are being made. Dirt from the street
has been dumped in these low places,
which will be spread out and leveled.
Those who use this path will have to be
careful at night, as these dirt piles make
it Impassable in places.

Dr. George E. Tyler.

DENVER, July 7. Dr. George E. Tyler,
secretary of the State Board of Health,
and one of the most prominent young phy-
sicians in the state, died tonight of
id-pneumonia, after two weeks illness.
Dr. Tyler was a son-in-la- w of United
States Senator Teller, and the Senator Jeft
Washington before the adjournment of
Congress on account of the former's ill-

ness. Dr. Tyler was 33 years of age. He
was a native of Washington, D. C, where
he studied medicine at Howard Univer-
sity. Shortly after his graduation in 1S9S

he was married to the daughter of Senator
Teller, and at once came to Denver to re-
side, 'being appointed secretary of the
State Health Board the following year.
He left a wife and a son 2 j'ears .of aee.

Edward Sell.
NEW YORK. July 7. Ex-Pa- rk Commis-

sioner Edward Bell died early today from
typhoid fever. He had been ill three
weeks. Mr. Bell, although only 43 years
old, took an Important part In the life

of the city. His father. Isaac Bell, was
Commissioner of Charities and Correc-
tion. Edward Bell served as a member
of the Board of Education and as a Park
Commissioner. He was a member of the
Stock Exchange until recently, in part-
nership with Louis V. Bell, his brother.
Both :etlred and sold their exchange seats
recently and decided to rest.

Wllllnxn Clark.
NEWARK, N. J., July 7. William Clark,

the thread manufacturer, died today In
England. Mr. Clark was one of the larg-
est manufacturers of thread in the world.
He was born at Paisley, Scotland, in 1841.
He came to this country in 1S54 with his
brother George and In a small way began
the manufacture of cotton thread in a
little building on the banks of the Passaic
River, In the upper p$rt of this city. From
that beginning there grew the great works,

A SENTENCE

Favorable Report Adopted by .trie Executive
Committee of the

To the Executive Committee Sirs: Your subcommittee on scope and site of our
1005 fair begs leave to report as follows:

As the beginning of tbe 19th century marked the discover' b Lewis tad
Clark of the Columbia River and this gTeat Northwestern country, so the begin-

ning of the 20th century marks the development and opening up of vast territories
to the west of us, trade with which Is as yet In, Its merest Infancy, and the pro-

portions to which It may grow cannot be conceived at this time.
That the whole Pacific Coast will benefit greatly by the events of the pas few

years; that the next few years will see a very larae Increase of our population and
wealth; that the attention of the entire United States, aye, of the world, will be
fixed on the Pacific Slope as offering the best opportunities for the Investment of
capital and labor and make this a fitting time for us to hold a gTeat fair at Port-
land, and to call attention to the resources, developed and undeveloped of our,
great Northwestern country.

"To celebrate the past and to exploit the future." your committee believes to
be the purpose of the proposed fair.

Tour committee has given much thought to the size and scope of the fair, and
has attempted to profit by the experiences of other enterprises of like character.
It believes that the country at largo Is surfeited with fairs, and that to expect
any large attendance from the far East, or even from- the Middle 'West, seems to
us a mistake, that may cost ns dear should we base our.calculatlons too much on
any such hopes. , .

We must rely for support mainly upon the people of Oregon, Washington, Ida- -
ho, Montana, British Columbia and California, with some help from other near-
by Western States.

With this Jdea, any plan of a huge fair, covering hundreds of acres of ground,
requiring large sums of money for preparation and maintenance, should be aban-
doned, since fair grounds on magnificent proportions, but poorly equipped with
buildings and attractions and beggarly attendance, would lead us lrto a quagmire
of debt and disgrace an outcome of our efforts that no member of this board cares
to contemplate, or be a party to.

Tour committee, therefore, believes that we should haye a compact fair of mod-
erate size only, with attractions of the best, and that we should cut our garments
According to our cloth, and. above all, see that wc keep within our means.

Such a fair should have no less than 45, nor more than CO, acres of ground.
In that space we can easily accommodate every foreign exhibit that we may pro-
cure, and have ample room for the display of our native resources, as well as Mid-
way attractions. The chief resources of our country are Its agricultural products.
Its fisheries. Its lumber interests and its mineral wealth, and your subcommittee
believes that as Incidental to the fair, money could not be better spent during the
time of the fair than In subsidizing excursions to our wheat fields, to our canneries,
to our lumber camps, and to our placer and quartz mines. In order thaf those who
may come from a distance may see for themselves at little expense that we may
make no idle boast In claiming that the Pacific Northwest will be the greatest
and richest part of the United States, and that, across the Pacific to the west. Ha
countries that will consume all we can produce, and that the Northwest Is the
gateway to the wealth of the Orient.

Tour committee believes that to be a success the fair must be located near the
center of population, in order that the attendance of our own people shall be as
great as possible, and that it should be easy and quick of access from the hotels
and boarding-house- s.

Facilities for reaching the grounds must be ample, and the fewer obstacles to
surmount In transportation to and reaching the grounds the better for the attend-
ance.

Tour committee, therefore, concludes that the choice of sites Is narrowed down
to two locations the Hawthorne-Avenu- e and the City .Park.

That, as there should not be expended a great deal of money in improving the
property of individuals, and as tbe cost of the Hawthorne tract would absorb a
large sum of money which might be used to better advantage for the ultimate
good of the city and our country, and as the bulk of travel to and from the fair
would have-t- cross our bridges already much congested with travel not to speaic
of any possible accident to the bridges, your committee concludes to recommend as
a site the City Park.

Granting that the Postoffice is the center of the city, the park is within easy
access. What money may be spent upon improvements remains permanently the
property of the city, and there should be no difficulty in arranging for further
additional street-ca- r facilities for the transportation of the public

In conclusion, it Is the opinion of your committee that the park, especially that
section south and west of the upper reservoir, admits of the arranging of a fair 'ot
the most unique character, different entirely from anything ever attempted in any
of the similar enterprises ot the East. '

Its unsurpassed natural scenic beauties can be utilized to the most excellent
advantage. The buildings can be so arranged that they be seen from almost any-
where In the city at daylight giving the helphts the most picturesque appear-
ance, and when they are lighted up at night and the electrical displays are In
operation, they will look like an enchanted city, built upon the heights above the
town, and yet within the reach of every one.

Those within the grounds will be able to look down upon our fair city, with
Its background of snow-cla-d mountains, with our magnificent river, with Its prom-
inent buildings, and with Its houses large and small, as within a beautiful garden
rich with green and full ot fragrant roses.

Tour subcommittee has not endeavored at this time to enter into any detailed
computation of possible earnings and expenses, but has tried as briefly as possi-
ble to report Its opinion upon the si to and general scope of the fair.

WILLIAMS GIVEN THREE TEARS
FOR SLAYING HICKS.

Recommendation of Mercy Heeded
by Court Walter Wyland Re-

leased on Recognisance.

James Williams, alias Tom McDonald,
who shot and killed George Hicks, com-
monly known as "Cockney George," was
yesterday sentenced to three years In the
penitentiary by Judge George. Williams
was convicted of manslaughter. . His at-

torney at the trial made a strong effort
to establish a case of and to

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show that Hicks was a very quarrelsome
and dangerous man. The jury remained
out for a long time, but finally reached
a verdict and recommended the defendant
to the mercy of the court.

Befcre sentence was pronounced, John
Ditchburn, attorney for Williams, made a
speech In his behalf to th court- - The
attorney said: "The court heard the case
only a short time ago, and the evidence
adduced at the trial Is still fresh In the
mind of the court. In arriving at a ver-
dict, the jury petitioned the court to ex-
tend mercy, which, tends to show that, in
tho minds of the Jury, there must have
existed reasonable doubt of guilt. The
court will remember the testimony that
the tlrst words from the mouth of the
defendant after the occurrence, were: 'I
am sorry, but I could not help It.' If the
court takes the same view I do, a very
light sentence will meet the requirements.
The intent of the law Is that punishment
should be meted out for the purpose of
reformation. The reputation or the de-
fendant for 15 years past for peace and
quiet is undisputed. The peculiar cir-
cumstances of the crime sribuld be con-
sidered. I only ask the court to be as
lenient as possible."

Deputy District Attorney Spencer ad-
dressed the court and took Issue with Mr.
Ditchburn, that punishment is merely im-
posed as a reformatory measure. He said
punishment was administered also to deter
persons from the commission of crime.
The nltomey said Juries too often on slight
pretense of are influenced and
recommend defendants to tho mercy of
the court. Williams should receive ade-
quate punishment for killing Hicks.

Judge George, In passing sentence, said:
"The jury found you guilty of manslaugh-
ter. The punishment provided by the stat
ute is from one to 15 years In the peni
tentiary, and a fine qot to exceed $5000.

FELL SIXTY FEET

AND ESCAPED WITHOUXEVEN
A BROKEN BONE.

John noRer.i Tumbles From the Roof
of a. Three-Stor- y Building to the

Pavement A Ladder Breaks
His Fnll.

While working on the roof of a three-stor- y

building on Detroit tstreet, John
Rogers, of No. 165"" Alabama street.
Cleveland. O., lost his balance and fell
sixty feet to the ground.

He was drawing up gravel, and while
leaning over pulling en the guy rope It
broke and he fell. About 36 feet from
the sidewalk he struck a ladder which
stood against the building. This broke
the force of his fall. But he fell upon
the pavement head foremost, and his
fellow-workm- picked him jup uncon-slou- s.

The ambulance was summoned and' he
was taken to St. John's Hospital, where
It was fully 10 hours before he regained
consciousness. No bones were broken,
nor did he sustain any Internal injuries
as wa3 first feared. To a reporter he
said:
