AFFECTS MAXY HOMESTEADERS.

New Ruling Regardiag Payments on
Silets Land Entries.

ORBGON CITY, July 8.—Assistant Com-
missioner W. A. Richards, of the United
Biates General Land Office, hes made an
fmportant rellng that affects many home-
steaders who have entered upon land In
the Hiletz Reservation. In all other por-
tions of the Oregon City land district
homesteaders are required to pay 8 0 an
pcre for ull excesses on land embraced
within the limits of & raliroad grant, and
$1 5 nn acre on excetsés oulfide of this
Hmit. This payment must be made at the
time the land is entered upon, and the
commisstons on 0 acres must also be
pald =t that time. Under the ruling of the
General Land Office homesteaders In the
Slletz Reservation will not be required to
pay for excesses or commisszions on the
same unices the homestead is commuted,
which i# very often done. On Commuted
entries 2 per ¢ent commission must be pald
ofi the purchase price of the Jand, and this
amount must be pald at the time tre
entry Is commauted

PLANNED OUTBREAK IN ‘99

TRACY AND MERRILL HAD FIFTY
MEN IN PLOT AT THAT TIME.

Emuggling Arms Into Penltenfiary
Not Difficult—Some of Weak
Polnts of Frisom,

SBALEM, July 9.—The attempt, although
unsuccesafnl, of some unksown man to
enter the Oregon Penltenlsry at mid-
night Monday shows once more the weak-
ness of the Institution Oregon has
vided for Ha felona + While the
Is sufficlently secure agalmst outbreaka
by prisoners, unalded, the ease with
over the walls
at night J& almost beyond belief. Tt Is
rurprising that an sttempt to free the

was not successful before Tra-
=y and Merrill escaped a month ago. It
was learned today that Tracy and Mer-
riil pianned an escape three yoars ago,
and that 5 prisoners were In the plot.
Had the scheme been kept secreét, prob-
ably @ or more prisoners would have
jeft the Penltentisry at that time, loay
behind them more than three dea
guards. One of the prisoners gave the
Penltentiary officlals & word of warmning,
snd while the detalls of the plan were not
learned, the escipe was prevented. Tra-
cy and Merril! were the ring leaders and
were kept In restralnt for somé time af-
terward. Profiting by experience, they
took no one inte their confidence in this
adventure, but made their flight alone.

The Prisom Yard,

The prison yard & enclosed by a brick
wall 16 to 1§ feet high. The prison Itself
forms & part of tha wall on the west
sile. The lawn is Inclosed with a
steel paling 16 feet high, the steel rods
being bent over at the top and barbed in
Mahhook fashion. The gate through the
paling fence |s open nearly all day, but no
entrance to the rear prison yard is ever
open except when a steel door on the
Southern Pacific sidetrack i opened to
admit & car, When vialtors or prisoners
are admitted from the [ront yard 1o the
rear yird, they are first jocked In a
swall room and then ths Ioner doog s
opened, po that locked stee]l bars alwaya
present & barrier against af  sscapes
through the gates of doors,

But the precavtion used In arranging
the gates has not been employed In
guarding against such intrusions as re-
milted in the death of three guarda and
the escape of Tracy and Merrili.

Everything In Eascapes’ F-v“.

To one who visits the prison yard pow
and examises all the conditions shich
were in favor of rebellious convicts, it
would seem that Tracy and Merrill could
not have had things more to thelr liking
If they had ordered all the arrangements
themselvea. The prison yard s pentag-
onal in shape, with a guardhouse at each
of the five corners. The longest wall s
about 400 feet In length. The gusrds
pace back and forith along a walk buiit
on the outaide of the wall about 3§ to
four feet from the top. Thus a guard's
body la unprotected down to the walst
By crouching down on the walk he can
protect his whole body, or all but his
head and shoulders, while firing over the
wall, The guardhouses hive wide win-
dows and furnish lHttle more protection
than the open wall. .

The Way te Get Inte ¥Tard.

On the north side of the wall is bullt n
wagon shed, the roof of which extends
up agiinst the wall, reaching nearly to
the walk on which the gusrds pace thelr
beats. The lower edge of the roof comes
just above the top of the wooden gate In
the barn yard. A man c¢an theréfors
c¢iimb on top of the gate, step up on the
shed roof and run up the easy siant of
the roof to the top of the wall. With a
himsell
down into the prison ysrd, Just Inside
the wall, not far from the shed, Is &
huge plia of molding boxes about § to 10
feet high, & pile of pig lron, and a bulld-
ing ueed for storing coke. A few feet
further from the wall 18 the nearest of
the stone foumdry ahopa where the con-
viets made their break. A man entering
over the porth wall would have the pro-
tection of the pile of bazes almost as
sisor. &% he touched the ground.

Abhout 20 feet from the prison wall on
the fust is an old barn not now In gen-
eral use. In this men conid secrete thom-
pelves while arrancing an ascent of thes
wrll oo that wide, and by means of & lad-
der or rope key conld ascend to the top
of the wall, dropping down on the inside
I the rear of the alepe. A run of about
w feet would bring then, into the shelter
pfsanothee plic of molding boxes, ptacked
up a¥out 0 feot from the shops.

On the rutslde of the south wall, where
the strange man appeared last Monday
night, there 18 no means of temporary
vaticea)ment except p freight ear stand-
ing n few feet away on the slde track,
and the brick butiresses which extend
ot two fent from the wall at intervals
of about 3 feet. A man dropping down
into the yarl from the south wall would
fArd lis fArst place of concealment in a
row aof wiackberry vines about 75 feet
froee the wall

Not a Masurdous Undertaking.

A4 there arc oo goards on the walls at
night, ard as there was prior o the
esctipn only cpe gesrd ia the shop yard,
it Is apparent that scaling the wall and
hliing a ritte n the shops would be g not
very hossrdovs urslertaking. Unloss dis-
coveral when proending or descending the
wail, the intruder woitld have almost
constant chnccalment and could Intrench
himself behind a plle of boxes, one of
the builéings, or u plle of logs, In but a
single beund, Thetd can be no doubt
that some ex-convict sealed the wall and
se reted the ritles {n the foundry, whers
Tracy and Merrill were accustomed to
work, and that they were expecting the
assistance,

Bianding in tha northwest corner of the
shop where they worked, Tracy and Mer-
rill could craw & bsad on any of three
of 1he My wall guArds, and were protect-
ed from a retvrn fire. After killing Bhop
Guurd Ferreil they fired at the guards
st the west ana northwest posts and
itken rushed out the rear door of the
shop. Here they were partly protected by
o pile of boxes and began firing at two
guards on the east wall When tLhese
gunrds jumped from the wall Tracy and
Merrill went inside the shop and brought
out 4 ladder used by the foundry em-
ployes when ofling the bhigh shafting.
When they emerged with the ladder they
came in range of the guard on the south-
eaat corper and were cxpated to a fire
for The first time. A few shols from this
guard made them turn thelr course to
tie north wall, where Tracy set up the
adder. While doing this they wers out
of range of all the guards except the one
on the northwest corner, and Merrill,
protédetad by a plis of boxes, kept firing
st this guard. As soon %5 he reached
the top of the wall, Tracy rhot Jones,
the guard at the post mentlonad, and
then they had no opposition to thelr es-
eape. By running te the north wall they
hid put the shope between themaelves
and the guard who had Ared at them
from the southenat post. They were un-
der cover nearly all the time, while the
guntda were exposed. By a few rapld
shots they drove two guards from the
wall and kept the others guessing where
they were. The rapidity with which they
changed thelr positicns gave the Impress
sion that the outbreak was general and
that a considerable number of the con-
viva wern armed

After a run af about 10 yards, the con-
victs reached some Jow brush along the
sank of Mill Creek, and a half mile away
th#y struck heavier brush, which affard.
od concealment. Not knowing how ax-
t=nsive the uprising might be, the prison
officlils could not send any of thelr force
i anenediate pureuit of the two men who
had escapel.

Need of Changes Apparent,
