For the Scrip-
ture lesson Professor Hawley read the fa-
mous chapter on charity, I Corinthians,
Kill. After prayer by the Rev. E. S.
Bollinger and other familiar songs by the
choir Mr. McCIary preached till 3:30 P. M.

WANT RAILROAD TO PAY MORE.

Thurston County Taxpayers' League
Adopts Printed Resolutions.

OLYMPIA, July 13. The Taxpayers'
League of Thurston County assembled
yesterday afternoon, adopted a resolution
calling on all political parties in the coun-
ty to incorporate In their county plat-
forms and instruct their nominees on the
Legislative ticket to favor such amend-
ment to the revenue laws of the state as
will compel all railroads to pay their fair
and just proportion of taxes, and to in-

struct their delegates to the state conven-
tions to use all honorable means to have
Incorporated in their respective state plat-
forms a like provision; also to favor such
other legislation respecting all corpora-
tions "as will be Just and fair as between
the citizens and the corporation."

The preamble of the resolution makes
the assertion that the Northern Pacific
Railroad In this state Is paying less than
one-ten- th the amount of taxes It would
pay if Its property were assessed at the
same rate as that of private individuals.
The fault Is laid directly upon the law.
In part, the preamble to the resolution
says:

"Whereas, in 1901 the Northern Pacific
Railway Company had 5100 miles of road
in its entire system, which includes all
branch lines. It was bonded for $32,244
per mile; it was stocked for $28,902 per
mile, a total of $61,156 per mile.

"It paid 4 per cent Interest on its bonds
and 4 per cent dividend on Its Btock.
The stock was put into the Northern Se-

curities Company at JU5 per share, par
value of $100 per share. Its market value
was $115 per share.

"So the value of the road per mile for
the purposes of taxation was, In accord-
ance with the ruling approved by the
United States Court, at least $5,000 per
mile. It was assessed throughout this
county and state on an average of less
than $5600 per mile, or less than

of its actual value. To put the fact
correctly, In 1901 the ordinary citizen in
the county and city paid taxes on the full
market value of the property, while the
railroad paid on less than th of
the market value of the road.

"The County of Thurston has 74.8 miles
of the Northern Pacific Railroad, on which
the company paid $13,310.82 taxes. If they
paid taxes as you and I pay, on the actual
value of this property, they would have
paid $132,10S.20."

The resolution, then recites that the no-
torious fact that the railroads ore not
paying their Just portion of the taxes of
the state is. directly the fault of the
law, and indirectly the fault of the citizens
of the state, inasmuch as there is ample
power under the constitution of the state
to so frame the laws that these railroads
can be made to pay their Just portion of
the taxes.

The secretary of the league was In-

structed to send copies of the resolution
to the tax leagues of Walla Walla and
Spokane counties.

The sale of property for delinquent taxes
for JE95 and prior years was begun in
this county yesterday. Outside "boom"
lots and some acreage was gone over the
first dav but most of it was bid in by
the county. About $2000 was realized from
sales to private parties. The sale will
continue Monday.

A central committee was selected giving
every precinct where there are Socialists
a representative. Nearly every precinct
in the county was represented on the com-
mittee in this way.

The platform adopted is the regulation
platform of the National and state So-
cialists.

Before being allowed to participate In
the proceedings the Socialists present
were compelled to sign this pledge:

"I, the undersigned, recognizing the class
struggle between the capitalist class and
the working class, and the necessity of
the working class constituting themselves
Into a political party distinct from and op-
posed to all parties formed by the prop-
ertied classes, hereby declare that I have
severed my relations with all other par-
ties: that I Indorse the platform and con-
stitution of the Socialist party, and here-
by apply for admission to membership In
said party."

There were 34 signatures to this pledge
or application for membership. Most of
the applicants were formerly Populists,
and several county officials
were present. A few who had formerly
been Republicans were present and signed
the application for membership.

The first party
of mountain-climbe- rs to reach the top of
Mount Hood this Summer made the trip
Friday, July U. John Roberts, of Hood
River, acted as guide, and took up the
following party:

rope and attached a 1200-fo- cable to a
large bowlder near the top. This cable
has been placed there each Summer for
the past six years, and is of great assist-
ance to the mountain-climber- s.

Mr. Roberts reports considerable Ice and
snow on the mountaln-e!de- . and sajs he
was forced to cut 2000 steps in the Ice with
his ice hatchet. The record box on the
summit is still burled beneath a great
depth of snow.

DRANK ACID BY MISTAKE.

Killed Old Man at Wclscr in Fifteen
Minutes.

WEISER, Idaho. July 13. James S. Ded-roa- n,

for nearly 20 years a resident of this
county, died this morning at 6:50 o'clock
from 'drinking carbolic acid, mistaking It
for wine. He was not feeling well, and
stepped Into the kitchen to get the wine,
and as it had been in a bottle similar to
that containing the add, drank it Instead.
He lived about 15 minutes after drinking
it, dying in great agony. He spoke but
once, telling his wife that he was a dead
man, that he had drank carbolic acid.

Mr. Dcdman was nearly 84 years of age.
Ho came West in 1864 and located at
Bridge Creek, Oregon, where he resided
until removing to Idaho, nearly 20 years
ago. Mr. Dedman was a Freemason in
high standing. He joined the order when
but 21 years of age, and was a member
for 63 years. He said he was the oldest
member of the order on the Pacific Coast.

TO GET RID OF RABBITS

THEY IilKB SALT AND MAY BE POI-
SONED WHOLESALE.

Destructive Arrangement Devised by
Citizen of Hnystnclc, Croolz Coun-

ty Little Dancer With It.

PHINEVHiLEv Or July 12. For several
years past what are known as black-taile- d

rabbits have mado the life of the
farmer anything- but pleasant during the
season of growing crops throughout the
greater portion of this county. Many
schemes have been devised for their de-

struction, but all have failed. Last Win-
ter there were a number of drives made
near here, and a large number were de-

stroyed, but no diminution of the rabbit
forces was perceptible. Over In the Hay-
stack country, where they have been the
most destructive to crops, several hunt-
ing matches were pulled off this Spring
resulting in the death of more than 3000
of these pests, but there remain enough
of them to be a serious menace to the
ripening fields of grain in that section.

A largo number of the residents of tne
northern part of the county have been
seriously considering the advisability o
petitioning the County Court to place a
bounty on the little pests, but this would
not seriously retard the Increasing hordes
and would be a drain on the county
finances. Therefore, for reasons of pub-
lic economy, it is not to be thought of,
and the matter of their extermination
lies with the farmers themselves.

For some years past a number of tho
foremost farmers of the rabbit-Infeste- d

territory have been experimenting on dif-

ferent lines with the end in view of dis-
covering a poison which would be effect-
ual, but until quite recently they have
been unsuccessful. Among others who
have been prominent In this work Is R.
V. Jenkins, and from him Is learned some-
thing of the operations of the rabbit-poisoner- s.

It is not generally known that rabbits
are fond of salt, but such Is the case,
and therein lies the secret of their exter-
mination. Throughout this county are nu-
merous alkali "licks," where cattle and
horses are wont to go and lick up the dust
and incidentally get a quantity of alkali,
which answers the purpose of salt in other
countries. It was noticed that the rabbits
were accustomed to use these licks the
same as the horses and cattle, and from
th'a fact It was reasoned that they would
eat salt. An experiment was made with
a small quantity and found successful;
then the question arose as to what kind
of poison could be Infused into the salt
that would prove the most destructive to
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the rabbits, and which would be the least
liable to detection by them. Some havo
used strychnine, but the most effective
seems to be parts green, which la also
very cheap. The method by which the

L rabbits are caught with this bait 13 to
place a quantity near their runways, on
a board or rock. The poison must first
be pulverized very finely, and then thor-
oughly mixed with the salt, which must
bo of the flne3t obtainable. If tfie poison
Is placed out in the evening one can go
to the spot next morning and count tho
rabbits lying dead In all .directions, and
there is no end to them.

For the protection of domestic animal3
one may build a strong pen of barbed wire
and then place the poisoned salt on a low
platform of board3, or rocks, where It will
not be absorbed by the soil. Then the
danger of anything but a stray coyote, or
an occasional hungry dog, getting poi-
soned Is reduced to the minimum.

This method of exterminating these
pests Is so elmple that a great many or
tho settlers are inclined to ridicule the

f Idea, and it Is slow of being adopted, but
there is little doubt that it will come into
universal use In the near future, and will
bo a Godsend to all part3 of the "West
where rabbits abound.

If the tastes of the rabblt3 in Australia
and other of the English colonies are iden-
tical with those of local denizens. It will
be but a matter of time until they, too,
will become a prey to the Inventive genlu3
of the American mind, and Oregon will
score another victory in the battle o
life.

The Dalles Will Build the Sewar.
THE DALLES, July 13. At a meeting

of the City Council last evening. Mayor
Gunning was authorized to sign the con-
tract for the construction of a new eewer
on Union street-- This action has been
hanging Are for some weeks, during which
time effort hfjs been made to adjust tne
differences of dissatisfied property-holder- s

along the line of the proposed sewer,
a part of whom had enjoined the Coun-
cil's proceeding with the work. By resolu-
tion, the Recorder was directed to collect
from all persons originally assessed the
full amount of their assessment, except-
ing the plaintiffs in the Injunction suit,
from whom 82 per cent will be collected.

Bought Timber From Railroad.
OLYMPIA, July 13. The Mason County

Logging Company has Just completed the
purchase from the Northern Pacific Rail-
road Company of one of the best tracts
of timber in Thurston County. The tract
comprises 3000 acres, and the considera-
tion in the sale was J62.7S0. The timber la
adjoining the works of the logging com-
pany, in the Black Hills, in this county.
