Coaper was thereafter removed ns admin-
irirator end John F. Logan appointed, A
few days thereaflter an Information was
filed in the Circult Court, under Bection
nr, Hilte laws, for a decres escheat-
ing the property to the state. The in-
formation alleged that MceCann left no
heirs. Logan filed an answer setting up
the facts, and while this procerding was
pending In the Clrcgit Court, the County
Court procesded to a final sctilement of
the estate apd ordercd distribution to the
beire. The pruperty was dellvered to
O'Day and Tarpiey. attormneys for the
beirs, and the administrator was dis-
charged. An application was then made
in the escheat proceedings for the appoint-
ment of a recedver, and O'Day and Tarpley,
thoufh ot made parties to the proceed-
Ings,_ were cited 10 appear and show
csus# why a recelver rhould pot be ap-

This was an action to recover on a prom-
lssory note. Osn appeal to the Bupreme
Court the cant hinged upon the question
of the sufficlency of the evidence as to
the incorporation of thr plalntiff com-
pany. At the tria]l fn the lower court, a
subscribing witness testified that he was
present and saw & document purporting
to be plaintiffs sarticles of Incorporation,
execuled by persons thereln named &
Incorporators, and 1o which he sppended
bis name ax & witness whereupon sald
articles were regeived in evidence, over
the defendant’s objection. As to the prop-
er method of proving the existence of &
corporation, the Supreme Court says:

“"While the statute provides that the
articies of Ineorperation, or a certifed
copy of the one filed with the Becretary of
Biate or County Clerk. ir evidence of the
existence of such corporation (Hill's Laws,
eection 30%), this clause must neceseasily
be construed In pari materin with another
section which provides that upon filing
articles of incorporntion. the persons sub-
soribing the same are incorporators and
suthorized to earry Into effect the ohjects
specified In the articles (soction 2221, In
the methodical order of offering the
necesrary evidence, it would seem proper
to prove the egecution and acknowledyg-
ment of the articies of incorporation In
triplicate, and that one of such mrticles
had been filed In the office of the Becre-
tary of Biete, and &nother !n the office
of the Clerk of the County Court where
the busriness of the corporation Is pro-
posed to be conducted. . . . A corpora-
tion 8 created by miking and fillng artl-
tlea of incorporation (section 1), and s
organised by electing a bourd of direc-
tork, which can only be done when one-
half pf the capital stock has been sub-
scribed, . . . The neglect to show that
ane-half of the cagiltal stock had been
taken, or & board of directors clected,
was 3 faliure to prove that plaintiff had
ever been organited as a de jure corporm-
tion, and as it could transact no husiness
in that capeeity, untll thus constituted,

MANY HOPS GOAT20 CENTS|

SALEM

FIRM MAKES PURCHASES
AT TIIIS FIGURE.

News From Other States Is Encounr-
aging to Oregon Growers—Hop-
Dealer on Outlook.

SALEM, July 14.—Twenty cents for
eral 192 hop crops has been paid In
rion County, although the contracts have
not heen filed, Buyers have been working
encrgetically, btut quiet!ly. and it o known
that thousands of bales of hops have boen
contracted In the last few days. When
L L. Patterson predicted last Thursday
that hops would bring 20 cents on con-
tract before Saturday night, there were
man: who soouted the idea, but that
price has been pald to s¢veral growers by
Lillenthal Broa., of New York, and they
have kept on buying at that price.

Lilenthal Bros, through thelr repre-
sentative, H. J. Ottenhelmer, of Balem,
today aold a carload of the 181 crop to a
locai dealer at 20 cents per pound. ‘Thls
is the highest price at which hops have
sold in the bale pince 1592,

Lillenthal Bros. were the henvies: oper-
stars In the 1901 crop, as they are In the
growing crop, and they virtually own all
the 150 hops left In Oregon. Thelr 12
contracts at 20 centa per pound hold the
record g0 far this season; In fact, thin is
the highest price paid on contracts since
1230, at which tyme Oregon hops sold as
high as 4 cénts. The Oregonlan's corre-
#pondent in Informed that this firm has
pald 3 cents in the Yakima and Chehalls
districts In Washington as well as in the
Willamettse Valley sections. Growers In
both states are quite excited over the re-
cent advance, and a great many look for
stlll higher prices, and those growers who
have not already contracted all or a por-
tion of thelr crop will, in all probabllity,
hold their hops untt]l they are in the bale.

Hop-Denler on the Ountlook.

In an interview today, Mr. Ottenbeimer
stated that his firmn was buying the new
crop extensively at 20 cents per pound.
Asked ax to whether he belleved prices
would go higher. and as to the cause ol
the recent rapld advance in the hop mar-
ket, Mr, Ottenhelmer pald:

“It is problematical to wsiate whether
hors will go higher than 20 cents. This,
in itself, is & very high figure, and enables
ETowWers fo make a good profii. It means
a clean profit of 12 cents per pound, or at
lenst 1000 prunds to the acre, §130 per sere,

““The crop In England may !mprove, In
which event prices will drop, end leave
some of the growers In the lureh. 1 be-
lleve they shouid contract at least hailf
their crops at the present figure, which
will glve them a profit, and the other half
to speculate on, the proceeds of which will
be all proft.

“The advance In hops 1a but what could
be expected by one who has followed the
course of eventa. In the first place, the
conPumption of besr has Incrensed to such
an extent in this country, that after ship-
plng to England her usual guota of hops,
there 1= almest o complete exhaustion of
1801 hop crop, while the stock of olds and
old olds I1s completely wiped out. This
alone in suficient to canse gond prices,
but on top of this the New York Btate
crop is suffering from a freese, which
took plnce In May. It was generally sup-
poeed ut that time that the crop would
recover, but, owing to subsequent un-
favorabla westher, {2 dld not, and it Is
now estimated that New York BState's
erop will not.exceed 5000 balem, againat
A rormal crop of 00 to TO006 bales.

“The reporta from Engiand are any-
thing but encouraging, and recent cable
advices report ¢oel weather In that coun-
try, and that vermin are very thick. It
is estimated that the Engllsh erop will
now only be half as jJarge as In 191, when
she produced 3000 hundredwelght, thers-
by cauvsing the low prices that prevailled
Iast Fall™

Mr. Ottenhelmer furthermoare stated (Fat
if the Oregon grower would not bécome
careless and would let his hopa get tipe
and then take the best of care of them,
spraying now If nrcessary. there would
be no question nbout his belng amply re-
pald for the extra trouble.

Encourngement From New York.

Manager James \‘l‘.’n\t*&nlr)‘_ of the Hop-
growers’ Assoclation, has just recotved a
Jetter from a friend In New York, saying
that the hop crop in that stete will not
e more than one-fourth of the quantity
harvested last year. He adviees Orcgon
growers to hold their hops until ready for
market. and expresses the opinion that
the price will be at least 2 cents, and
may reach 5 centa, New York growsrs
are doing only so much cultivating as is
necesenry to keep thelr yards in condl-
tion for next aeason,

New Procesa of Hopdrying.

An English paper deseribes 2 new meth-
od of hopdrying as follows:

The means smployed for driing are a disk
fan 54 inches in dlameter. driven direct by
means of & ateam sngine, at from 49 to A0
revniutions per minute, capable of passing
through & layer of hops, 12 Inches thickh, abotut
4000 or 000 coble feet of atr per minute This
frach alr, taken from the outside, Is drivea
through or t=tween & butiery of about 40 feet
of steam plpes, which are Ineased In & ster]
chamber leading to bBrick-tullt hot-glr cham-
hers underneath tha drying ficor, rising through
the hopa, and escaplng through louvers ino the
roof i

The hot-alr fMues beitween the Dbattery of
eteam plpes and the drying fOoor are provided
with an iron door, = that the whala of the
heatod alr can he diverted to elther floor inde-
pendeetly. or ta the two fleors simultansousty
Owing ™ the rapld changs of alr, thers i an
abstnee of reck. labor Is econamised, the haps
are dried in bhalf the times, have a bright golden
eolor, and 1t is claimed that the nature or
quality of the hop o retained with no trace of
Arsenic of other polsom. wkile the cost of fuel
Is about one-half, because a cheaprr quality
caAn be uwied, and & glven Ooor space ls capable
of & much larger suthul.

There have been reports today of offers
of £ cents for contracts, but deaiers do
not confirm the reports.

Adolph Wolf, of Sliverton, reports the
purchase of 5 bales of hops of 190 at N
centa. This is probably the same sale re-
ported by Mr. Ottenhelmer.

All the growers will spray thoroughly to
kill the lice. Thiz they have done for
several years, but they will be more par-
ticular this year. The fact of lice belng
moré numerous than lnsl year has been
dlaputed by somé, but J. P. Gheshire, who
Is one of (he most experisnced men In
the business, and who raises 40,000 pounds
per year, says they are much more nu-
merous than last year. He sayw that there
& no greater danger of damage to the
erop, however, beeause the spraying will
kill them. Spmaying will bhe zeneral the
latter part of this month and In August.
