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YOUNGSTERS AT GLENVIEW

HAVE THE BETTER OF THE, VET-

ERANS XX OPEXIJCG STRUGGLE.

Sixty-fiv- e Qualify In jthe Medal Play
in the Amateur Golf Cham-

pionship Tournament.

GLENVIEW GOLF;. COURSE, I1L, July
16. The youngsters had the better of the
veterans in the opening struggle for the
amateur golf championship honors, which
took place over the Glenview course to-
day. Of the 64 who qualified in the medal
play at IS holes, a large proportion were
mere boys, lads who have learned the
game in the last three or four years, and
whose strength is not yet upon them.
Many of the veterans fell by the wayside,
while such rs .'as J. G. Thorp,
Massachusetts state champion, and a
prominent contestant In several National
championships, and Herbert J. Tweedle,
of Belmont turned In scores that barely
entitled them to contest In the match
play beginning tomorrow morning.

Scores well under qualifying figures
were made by many young players whoso
names are practically unknown to fol-
lowers of National champlonshlpa. The.
biggest surprise of tho day was furnished
by G. A. Ormlston, of Pittsburg, who
tied Champion Travis' medal score of 79
made earlier in the day. A feature of
the playing was the tleing at 94 of 13 men
for the last two places on the qualifying
list These will play off the tie at
A. M. tomorrow, when the first round at
18 holes' match-pla- y In the championship
struggle will be called. The second
round will be played off in the afternoon.

Two "rounds at 18 holes will also be
played Thursday. Friday, in the semi-
finals, the play will be at 36 holes, as will
the final struggle Saturday between the
survivors. The tie for the gold medal
given for the lowest qualifying score will
be played off by Travis and Ormlston at
their convenience, probably before Sat-
urday.

A num-
ber of toasts were responded to, and all
of the members expressed their determi-
nation to put forth their greatest efforts
in the w.ork of the order, and to attempt
to make the visit of the great incohonee
a red-lett- er day in the history of tho or-
ganization.

F. H. Saylor, past grand mlnewa of the
great council of the United States, acted
as toostmaater. Dr. S. Lewis King spoke
in behalf of the home organization, and
welcomed the great incohonee to their
wigwam. Dr. Wiley then replied, and-gaj-

that he was pleased with the great hunt-
ing grounds of the West, and that he be
lieved that the Red Men of this reserva-
tion had a great future before jthem.
"Slya clattawa, hlas skookum," said he,
and the braves all nodded their heads in
approval. "If I were a young man," said
Dr. Wiley, "and had my life before me, 1
would come to the Northwest and pitch
my tepee on the Oregon hunting grounds,
and if I ever have a chance to say a good
word for these hunting grounds I will pic-
ture to my brother chiefs and braves tho
glories of this country."

Council of Washington," T. J. Bell, repre-
sentative to the grand council of the
United States; "Fraternity," Past Grand
Sachem Otto Schumann; "Great Council
of the United States," Great Representa-
tive A. B. Cherry; "My Country, 'TIs of
Thee," Past Sachem Lewis Carstenson.
In all there was a ring of loyalty to the
order, and their great love of the flag and
the country of liberty was brought into
great prominence. After the programme
was completed, a number of eloquent
speakers were called upon, and later the
song, "My Country. 'TIs of Thee," was
sung with much expression. "She May
Have Seen Better Days" was sung by
Harry Gurr, and the company joined In
the chorus.

STEEL TRUST'S ANSWER

FILED IN SUIT TO PREVENT BOND
CONVERSION PLAN.

Schwab Says the Company Earns
Over One Hundred nnd Forty

Millions a Year,

NEWARK, N. J., July 15. The answer
of the UYjltcd States Steel Corporation to
the suit brought by J. Asplnwall Hodge,
William H. Curtis and Bernard Smith,
who asked for an Injunction to prevent
the company from carrying out Its bond
conversion plan, was filed today before

or Emery. When the case
came up before the it
was put over until July 23. The answer
is sworn to by Charles M. Schwab, as
president.

For the first time since tho organization
of the steel corporation, a detailed state-
ment of the assets of the properties of
the subsidiary companies Is furnished.
The total value of tho company's proo--

I erty, Including cash and cash assets, is
piacea at xi,4W,ooo,000 by Mr. Schwab in
an affidavit which is part of the corporation's

reply. The company's .earnings are
stated to be at the rato of moro than
$140,000,000 a year. A saving' of $40,000,000
a year is credited to 'tho ore properties,
and it Is estimated that the ownership
of transportation facilities saves tho com-
pany $10,000,000 annually. The earnings of
the coal and coke property aro stated to
be more than $1,000,000 a month. These
statements as to value and earnings were
presented to disprove a charge by the
plaintiffs that Mr. Schwab, the president,
and Mr. Trimble, the secretary, made a
falso certificate when they certified that
in their judgment the properties were
worth at least the par value of the pre-
ferred stock, after deducting all Indebted-
ness.

Tho corporation declares it has no
knowledge that Hodge la the owner of
100 shares of it3 preferred stock, but ad-
mits that In August 1901, 100 shares of
preferred stock were transferred to his
naxne on the company's books. It is de-
nied thatWilllam H. Curtis is the own-
er of anyof the company's stock, and it
is declared that Bernard Smith is the
holder of 200 shares of 'preferred stock,
which were transferred to him on June
26. 1902.

Tho conversion plan wa3 agreed upon
at a stockholders' meeting May 19. The
answer admits that the conversion plan
Includes a payment of $10,000,000 to J. P.
Morgan & Co. It denies that any of the
acta contemplated will work fraud or In-

jury to the complainants, but says, on
the contrary, such acts, when consum-
mated, will be greatly to the benefit of
the corporation and of the stockholders.
The answer says that some ot the direct-
ors are membera of the syndicate formed
by J. P. Morgan &: Co. to float bonds, and
that that fact "was communicated to
stockholders in a circular dated April 17,
1903. It Is further declared that tho di-

rectors so Interested constitute a minor-
ity of the board of directors; that they
were individually at the time of the
formation of such syndicate and now are
owners and holders of largo amounts of
stock of the defendant corporation, and
that they became parties to said syndi
cate and assumed their proportion of the
liability thereof In order to secure the
success of the plan for purchasing and
retiring the preferred stock, as they be-
lieved such plan to be of great value to
the defendant corporation and Its stock-
holders.

Mr. Schwab, in his affidavit main-
tains that his position Is such as
to give him knowledge of the actual
worth of the properties. He 'says among
other things that the earnings1 of the cor-
poration In the 15 months ot Its existence
have been in excess of 10 per cent of the
entire capital stock. Mr. Schwab's- - an-

swer contains the following statement or
the value of the corporatlon'3 property,
which estimate, he says, he regards as
Delow Its real value:

Mr. Schwab calls attention to tho value
of $320,000,000 placed on the Carnegie prop-
erties as a result of the Frlck litigation.
It Is set forth also that the present fixed
charges of the United States Steel Cor-
poration are 5 per cent per annum on
$303,557,000 of bonds, and an annual sink-
ing fund of $3,040,000, making an annual
charge of $18,227,850, and that when the
proposed issue of second mortgage bonds
Is outstanding, namely $250,000,000 at 5 per
cent, together with an annual sinking
fund of $1,010,000. the total fixed charges
of the United States Steel Corporation for
Interest and bond sinking funds will be
$31,737.S50, to provide which Mr. Schwab
says the corporation la now earning at the
rate of $140,000,000 per annum net.

"The profits of the United States Steel
Corporation." the affidavit continues,
"could be reduced more than 75 per cent.
and there would still be ample funds to
pay the Interest and sinking funds upon
tho first and second mortgage bonds. In-
stead of a margin of 2 per cent as Inti-

mated In the affidavit of Smith, there Is a
margin of 75 per cent before the solvency
or financial ability of the steel corpora-
tion can possibly be questioned."

Other affidavits corroborative of Mr.
Schwab's estimate on the company's prop-
erties were presented by other officials of
the company.

NO HORSES FOR PARADES
City Will Keep Them for Use, Not

for Ornament.
The Board of Public Works yesterday

opened three series of bids for public. Im-
provements, all of which were referred tp
the Auditor for examination. Sheehy
Bros, received contract for some paintin-
g-.at the City Hall for $95. The board,
resolved to prohibit tho public use of
horses, belonging to the Street Depart-
ment, for occasions such as Fourth of July
and Memorial day celebrations. The
City Engineer was requested to make fre-
quent reports on the condition of streets
and roadways and the progress of public
Improvements. As to restoring the road-
way east of the Madison-stre- et bridge,
between East Water and East First
streets, he was directed to ascertain from
the property-owner- s on each side of the
street whether they would meet tho coat
of tho work.

The society ' is crowded in its present
quarters and the expansion granted will
afford relief.

Street Matters.
City Engineer Elliot reported that the

depression under the pavement at Fourth
and Alder streets had been rectified. It
was caused by a sunken sewer. This
brought up the subject of the surplus tar
or asphaltum on the new pavement The
board agreed that the substance .sadly
clogged the footsteps of citizens and that
Its adhesiveness was a sore drag. But
the subject was too sticky to settle at
that time, and the board passed on to thequestion of elevated roadways.

The bridges of the city are growing old,
and some would get very shaky If they
were not propped up. Engineer Elliot said
he had his eye on them sharply. At thesuggestion of Mr. Mllla he promised to
give the board frequent reports about his
Inspection of bridges. Bents of the bridges
east of the Exposition building had been
crowded out of line by dumpings from
above, but he had had them straightened
out Mr. Mills called his attention to sev-
eral bad holes In tho decking of Alder-stre- et

bridge-nea- r Lownsdale.
Hawthorne Avenne Roadway.

The question of restoring the city's part
of tho roadway on Hawthorne avenue for
a distance of one block east of East Water
street was discussed somewhat at length.
Everybody realized the need of Immedi-
ate construction.

Richard Williams "pointed out that a3
the burnt-o-ut "part of East Water street
Is to be replaced by a fill, traffic might go
by East Clay street' but the response
was that the fill would not come soon
enough to relieve Morrison street which
is now hard taxed.

Mr. MacMaater proposed that tho city
fill in the center of the street only.

"And then put Hens on the abutting
property for sidewalks," suggested Mr.
Mills, jokingly.

The plan of having the City Engineer
sound the "wllllngness'-o- f property-owner- s
to stand the expense was then adopted.
Mr. Elliot said that the city's part of the
fill would amount to 5700 cubic yards of
earth, would coot $1056, and would be
cheaper than woodwork.

The sentiment of the board was against
putting the cost on the city, but the regu-
lar procedure of assessing against theabutting property would take too long and
the street must be restored at once.

No More Free Horses.
The board resolved no longer to lend out

horses of the Street Department. A
team had recently been given over to the
Fire Department Use of the heavy
horses by that department was regarded
as dangerous for the animals, and besides
the Street Department was short of horses
already. The resolution means also that
horses of the Street Department no longer
may be used for parades or celebrations.
Freo use of the animals was injurious to
them and costly to tho city.

Two Depntle for Ponndmoster.
Poundmaster Reed asked through Mayor

Williams that he be given two deputies,
each at a salary of $50 a month. Instead
of one deputy, as at present at $75 a
month. Tho - board recognized the need
of two deputies, but as the one deputy
and his salary of $75 were fixed by ordi-
nance, the board decided to advise the
Council to change the ordinance. Some-
body suggested that Mayor Williams bend
his Influence in the matter, but that offi-
cial responded smilingly:

"It Is Impossible for me to find whatpower I have. I never was so confused
before."
