WORK ON EAST SIDE LINE WILL
S00N BE STARTED,

Powerfol Steam Shovel and Car Ar-
rives=Duildings om the Terminal
Groands Under Way.

Oregon Water Power & Rallway
ngp-n}' yesterday recelved its _;m\mr:ul
steam shovel and car from Toiedo, ¥.,
and it was shifted from the Bouthern Pa-
cific to the Hawthorne avenue track
Buperintendent Tifaoy had charge of the
Job of changing the wtcam shovel car from
one track to the other. It was siow
work, owing to the great weight of the
car. There was anotber iron flal-car con-
taining about 3 tons of machinery—parts
of the steam shovel

The arrival of the steam shovel shows
that work is soon to be started on the
fiew car line up the Willamette from the
termingl grounds and castward to Spring-
witer. Grading for the track along the
bluff on the eust side of the Tiver will
commanes near the Woodward tract, and
it is expected that the dirt wiil be used
to A1l up BEust Wnter and other strosis
The property-owners are conaldering &
proposition (o make filis for 123 ctnta.pcr
cubic yard., There will be much grading
all the way slong the river to the turning
point near the south slde of Sellwood, and
there will be dirt enough to Al up all
the strects mnd the blocks besidea. This
ts certninly the best offer that has Leen
yeceived for thess filla. If all the strects
and biocks were filled between Unton ave-
pue and the river the property would moTe
than double in vaine. So good an oppor-
tunity may not be had agaln

The big engine for the power plant now
being built on the terminal grounds soulh
of East Ciay street has also arrived, and
will be deitvered ot once, Three blg Bab-
cock engines are rapidly being briciked up
at the south nide of the track. Work also
has been started on the conorote founds-
tion for the engine on the east side of
ihe bolleps, which 11 soon be ready.
The dynamos will gtand east of the en-
gine. No buildings have yet been erected
on the termjuil grounds, ¢s 3t §s eamier
to et up the big bollers bHefore than after
the bullding &s put up The power plant
belonging to the rallway company still
standing on loman, Pouleen & Co's and

will also be moved to the terminul
grounde.
it is here that a considerabls part of

the 35,000,000 borrowed by the mullway
company will be spent for power plang
and cur ghops. Several tracks will enter
the grounds from the cast slde. While the
detalls of plans are not known, it 1s an-
pounced that the branches of the system
will sl be well equipped In first-class
manner. The cars on the Oregon City
Hne will be provided with Christensen xir
ralkes g0 they mny be stopped prompt-
ly.

ply Mr. Shaughucssy Wwas asnazed that
anything was left in the way of build-
ln'u';m“' he sald, it usually tokes emch
& loss to bring about an Improved condl-
tlon. So It was in San Francisco, We
had four-inch maine and many fire hyd-
rants for which the clty was paying § per
month, Fieally after we hod suffersal big
josses theme were torn out and elght-
inch mains substituted. Now no hydrants
are attackhed to anything iess than uan
sight-inch maln. You might have the fin-
est equipment obtalmuble, but without
ample water supply It would be useleas,

“Here in Portinnd with a long waler
front built up solldly ns It is, the depart-
ment. above all things needs a fireboat,
Protection could be afforded for a dis-
tance of four blocks back from the river,
Then from the fourth block back from
the river emgines could be stationed and
do what we call ‘doubling,’ that ls, the
fireboat could pump Into the engine a
great volume of water and tho englne
ocould send several streams two biocks
more. That bunch of bulldlngs over
there (warehouses on East Seoond strest
and bulidings on Unlon and Grand ave-
nues), could be reached from the river in
cam of fire. It pays to have good fire
protection in the lower rates of insurance
that are aiways given."

Chief Campbell showed Mr. Bhaughnessy
the Brown buliding, and he could see at
onee what sort of & fire that had been
there. He sald that he eould see that the
whole top of the structure had been on
fire, and remarked that the Portland Fire
Department deserved bigh credit for sav-
fng it. *“When we have a fire in a bulld.
ing like that” he eald “'we flcod it with
stand plpes”

AGAINST CITY PARK.
Considerstions of Esxpeose and
Danger Urged in Oppeosition,

PORTLAND, July i —(To the Editor.)
—The board of directorm of the Fair As-
soclation will doubtiess take all neces-
sary precautions to seleet the best poing
&t which to establiah the Lowis and Qlark
Expoesition; as the correct solution of this
question will make for succesa aor fall-
ure of the whole entsrprise. But before
the City Park e selocted is it not advis.
able to inquire:

First—How much 1t will cost to grade
the land suficient to get @ falrly com-
fortable site large encugh for the falr,

Becond—How much it will cost to estab-
lish transportation facilities suflicient to
make the falr a success.

Third—How much it will cost to gecure
protection from fire.

Fourth—And wili not thess {tems coat
far more for a falr at the Clty Park than
at any other palnt named?

The prescent improved park is no place
for the falr. It Is but & very smaill affalr
s® & park, for two-thirds of its .area is
precipitous hilisldea 6Ot only to grow
troes. There s not apace enough at any
point In the present park eligtble for a
single exposition buliding with a respect-
able rrargin of level land around It And
when you go upon the @-acre tract ad-
dition to the park, which is not yet im-
proved, there are only a few narrow
patches of half-graded land deep enough
for & clty 1ot and long enough to make
a4 coupie of acrem The balance ¢ pre-
cipitous hillsides, which have been alid-
ing for ages, and all peamed from top to
bottom with water veins and flssures
which the Grst touch of a schems of gen-
eral grading to make a respectable land-
scape for & falr will dissolve Into mud
with the Winter rains and go down the
canyon lke an-avalanche. The tops of
the backbone ridges might be graded off
at an expense of many thousand dolisrs
per acre, and the esarth cast into the ra-
vines and thaos leveled up. But who wiil
sunrantes that such a foundation can be
confined there on that mountain stde? If
such a foundation were made in the good
westher of gummer It would take two of
three years to settle sufficlent to put any
structure upon it or establish any growth
of trecs or shrubbery, If it were not a!l
washed swnay by the Winter ralns the
first season after made,

If the dlrectors of the asssociation will
Inquire of such men as E T. Johnson
or G. W. Hunt, they will find out that
it will cost more money than they have
g0t in sight yet to maks room enough for
a fuir on that mountaln side, be sure of
thetr foundations and provide safficlent
transportation facilities to reach the vi-
clnity of the bullding=. Sightseecrs may be
expected to walk a distance on the leve]
to see the falr, but they will not be will-
ing to clilmb that monntain.

Omne of your correspondents seems to
think the sasoclation has plenty of money
to spend in these improvementa and that
it 1= essry to get a big iot more from the
municipality snd the state. ¥For the saks
of the enterprise 1 should wish that such
were the fact; but it may not be so
The state constitution forbids ald to pri-
vate corporstions from either the city or
the state. And while the state courts
might streteh thelr authority to uphoid
such grants, yot non-resldent taxpayers
might get a cose Into 4 court thst would
enforce the constitution to the letter.

For these reasons It soems that {1t would
hardly be good policy to-spend money In
hand to improve an expensive site, when
other fundes are not yet eecured. J. G.

GUNS FROM FORT SUMTER

TWO HOWITZERS OOME AS GIFTS
TO PORTLAND,

Shells and Other Valuakle Relics
From Charleston—For Soldlers’
Moomment.

Two howlizers from Fort Sumter ar
rived in Portland yesterdny with Oregon
exhibits from the Charleston Exposition.
With them are three shells and a slug
with a history and four pleces of ex-
ploded shells that hed come to grief in
battering the ramparts of the historie
old fort in Charleston harbor. These
Telics of war Commissioner Dosch dug
from the sund that the receding tide ex-
posed about the fort, and he obiained the
permlssion of the Government authorities
6t Washington to bring them to Port.
land. He first applied for them for the
monument to bo erectad in Portland to
the memory of the volunteers of the
Spanlsh-American War, but in some
manter the permission was made td run
to the City of Portland. They will be
delivered to the city authorities, but it
is presumed that they will st{il adorn the
Soldlers’ Monument. that being the most
sultable spot for them.

Old-fashioned though they be, all these
articles have seen the serious work of
war. The bhowitzsers are of iron; of
courss, they are unmounted: they are
about six feet long, thelr bore is six
Inches, and thelr weight is about 80
pounds each. The slug with the history
is Gx10 Inches and weighs 20 pounds. The
shrapnel Is I inches long and § inches
in dlameter, and itsa welght t= 00 pounds,
Another shell is 5x1§ inches and welighs
1% pounds, and there Is & round shot 12
Inches In diameter, welghing about 20
pounds.  The four pleces of exploded
shell are ragged, and ona of them s
covered with barnacles and rust that give
it an anclent appearance. The relies wil]
be unloaded today and delivered to tha
city. The manner in which they wers
obtalnad, and something of their history
are sot forth In the following statement
by Commisstioner Dosch:

How Guns Were Got for Porfland.

PORTLAND, July 12—{To the Editor.)
—In order to preserve the Mistory and
settle any future controversies which
oAy arise, permit me to give you an ac-
count of the two howitzers and four
shells T brought with me from Charles-
tor, 8. C., and how [ obtained them.

During the Christmas holidays, 1901, a
pirty of officers came to Charleston for
the purpose of Inspecting the Const de-
fenses then belng constructed, including
the renovation of historie old Fort Sum-
ter, which had remained practically in
its demolished condition since the Con-
federate War. 1 was personally ac-
fuainted with peveral of these officers,
especially one, who had served with me
in the Army of the Missouri at that
time, and avalled mysalf of their kind
invitation to visit Fort Sumter with
them.

On arrival, and while these officers at-
tended to their duties, I was placed In
churge of an old Sergeant, to show mo
all the poilnts of interest. Fortunately for
me, he proved not only & very agree-
able gulds, but had been stationed st
Sumter Jduring Its bombardment, and
ngain after pence was restored, and
knew the history of everything in and
about the fort

After visiting and exploring tha case-
ments, bomb-proof powder magasines
and underground quarters and tunnels—
now disused—we ciimbed down the outer
walls to look for relics. We were fn-
vored by an extreme low tide, enabling
us to go some 30 to 30 feet from the walls
—ordinarily the water is too high to per-
mit this, On our search I came across
what appeared to be the muszszle of an
fron cannon, =ticking about 12 fnches out
of the mand, and, upon inquiry, my gulde
gnve me the following history:

This was a howitzer, and thers was
another one several fee! under the sand,
and this one would be, too, before long,
he asnid:

“Any history connected with them?™ I
asked.

“Well, yes, There was a battery of
howitzers on the second story of this
fort—now destroyed, ns you know—and
they were used In the defense of Fort
SBumter by Major Anderson during its
bombardment on April 12 and 13, 1581
After the surrender, the Confederates
mounted them on barges. and they were
used for defense of the harbor for some
two yenrs, when they were recaptured
by the Federal forces and brought here
agnin. Belng obsolete and of littie value,
they were condemned with many others
and thrown over the ramparts, where
they have Ialn ever since.” -

Groping our way along the narrow
ledge outside to the east side of the fort,
from where tho heaviest bombardment
wae, and poking among the rocks, I
found three unexploded shells—one shrap-
nell, one spherical and one round. On re-
turning into the fort, [ saw a solld slug-
shot on a shelf, which has a separate
hiztory. This slug was fired by the Con-
federates from Fort Bumter when Com-
modore Farragut attacked . When his
flagahip, the Keokuk. was broken up
yoars afterwnrd, this slug was found
embedded In one of the ship's knees.

It occurred to me to securd these how-
itzers and shells for our Soldlers” Monu-
ment, and Incidentally as an attraction
for our exposition imn 06 On our way
back to the city, 1 mentioned this to my
friends, and they put me In the way of
securing them. and I at once applisd to
the War Department direct for this por-
t]-\"_gl\

S':;-r{'ly after that Hon. Jefferson My-
ers came to Charleston on a visit, and
before leaving | toid him of what T was
dolng and the use I wanted to make of
these cannon, and he sald. "I am golng
to Washington, and will do all I ean to
help you," which really was unnecessary,
a= all stepx had heen taken. However, he
applied to Senntor Mitchell but instead
of enlisting hiz assistance to the appll-
cation T Bnd made, put In a separate
application to secure them for the State
Canitol at Salem, end which application,
ns you know, was promplly turned down
by the War Department, as condemned
ordnance can only be secured for threa
purpdses—scldiers’ monuments, G. A. R
cemeterios and municipal corporations.
This interference on the part of Mr.
Myers, however well meant, caused me a
grent deal of trouble, annoyance and un-
necessary delay; tled the whole proposi-
tlon up In =0 much red tape that it took
three momths to unravel I, and then
only through the kind assistance of Sen-
ntor Mitchell, who is always ready and
willlng to lend a heiplng hand. but in-
gtead of obtaining them for the SBoldlers’
Monument, as originally Intended, for
soms reason they were switched over to
the City of Portiand.

About the middle of June I recelved nn
order from the War Department on Col-
onel Morrin for these howitzers and
