Mrs. Waggoner Will Claim
Price on Merrill's Head,

WiLL TAKE BODY TO SALEM

Coroner's Jury Finds Remains Thase
of Conviet—Merrill’s Brother Tes-
tifies 10 Meeting Him With
Tracy at Castle Rock.

CHEHALIS, July 18 —Mrs, Mary Weg-
goner, of Napaving, who, with her 13-
vear-old son, George, diwcovered the body
of David Merrill the Oregon convict, will
lenve with 1t on the early morning train
for Salem, where she will claim the 8500
reward offerad by the State of Oregon for
the return of Merrill dend or aslive.

The Cortner's jury concluded its wark
this afternoon and returned a verdict ex-
pressing ihe bellef that the body was that
of the outlaw, and that his desth was
caased by a gunshot wound at the hands
of some person unknown to the jury. The
Jury was out only long enough to sign
up the venlict, as there was no doubt In
the minds of any Who heard the evidence
s to the fdentity of Merrill

J. T. Janes, wardsn of the PenRtentiary
at Salem, was the first witness. He testi-
fiad that it was his opinion that the re-
mains were those of David Merrill, J. W.
Studebaker, of Castle Rock, who had
known Merrill since he was born, testd-
fied to Merrill having four upper front
falss tooth, and to the fnct of the disiooa-
tion of a shoulder. HHe had examined the
body, and was mtiefled from its form and
sizé and from what he knew of Merrill
thut it was the fugitive's body.

Dr. B. 3. Godfrey testified to making
u cxamination for the various marks on
the hands and body of the corpse, and
eomparing them with the description fur-
nished from the prison. He found the
varicoss velns, the mark of & burn on
the foot. various marks on the hands, and
& pit mark on the knoee to correspond, but,
owing to the state of the body, could not
determine as to the marks on the neck
and back. The doctar testified that any
one of the three gunshol wounds would
have been fatal

Ben Merrill, a2 brother of the conviet,
textified that the body wus that of his
brother, and Mdentified It by certain marks
and ciothing. He sald he was with Tracy
and Merrill near COnstls Rook, for a short
thne, about two days before they were
reported at Chehalls, but pever saw or
beurd directly from Lis brother afterword.
