BURNING OF A NEGRO

MISSISSIPPI FIEND CREMATED BY
A MOB.

Fagots Placed Around Him and ‘the
Match Applied by the Vietim's
Father. .

CLAYTON, Miss, July 17.—At an early
hour this morning Willlam Odey, a negro,
was tled to & tree and burned. Odey had
outrnged a young woman named Virginia
Tucker. The negro was saturated with
ofl, and a match applled to the fagots
plied around him,

Misa Tucker was out riding In the coun-
try when attacked, and was so violently
pulled from the buggy by the negro that
both her lower ilmbs were broken. Bhe
is at the point of death as & result of her
Injuries. The young woman's father Is
reported to have applled a match to the
fagots piled around the negro.

Just before midnight Odey was cap-
tured by a posse, bound and brought at
once ‘o Clayton. In the meantime news
of his capture spread and Iin all direc-
tons mobs begun to form. The negro
wns brought into the presence of Miss
Tucker, who positively identified him, al-
though he denled that he was gullty.
Odey was taken 1o a convenlent spot In
the country, near the scene, and a bon-
fire bullt around a tres. He was told to
prepars for death, and when the manner
of his execution became apparent to him
he begmed piteously for mercy. He was
bound securely and put into the flames,
and in a short time only his charred
body marked the place of execulion.

SCORED BY A JUDGE.

Weoeman Acquitted of Killing Her

Husband With a Potato Knife.

NEW YORK, July 8—An extraord}-
pary scene was witnessed In the court-
room of Recorder Goff, when a jury ac-
quitied Mrs. Lizzie Madaus of killing
her husband, an engravper, with a potato
knife. The Recorder had charged the
jury strongly for conviction, and few
belleved the defense could hope for any-
thing better than s disagreement. Even
the prisoner, who had been stolcal
throughout the triel, cried as the Re-
corder finlshed his charge. Mrs. Ma-
daus’ five children. inciluding her prison-
bork Infanty were in the court and in the
near-by corridor. When the Jury returned
and the foreman announced the verdlct,
Recorder Goft sald to the prisoner:

“The ancients had a law whereby, In
the case of a very outrageous crime, they
would sometimes permit the criminal to
live, that he might suffer the shame of
his crime. which they considered a se-
verer puniahment than any they could in-
filet, and something Ifke this must have
been in this jury's mind that they let
you live and look upon the faces of your
children, the chlldren you have made
orphans.

“The result of this verdict, most ex-
traordinary as It 18, even In the face of
your own testimony, gives you your
freedom, but vou will carry with you
the remembrance that you have mur-
dered your husband and orphaned your
children. You may go."

The Recorder refused to order the res-
toration to the mother of two children
who have been placed In the care of a
charitable soclety.
