Ban Franclsco and the mouth of the Co-
jumbin, but he ssid such a scheme would
be for the remote future and could have
no immediate bearing on the development
of the country. Those who have witched
the course of &falrs aince then have
noted the increasing desirubility of a rafl-
road along considerable stretches of the
const, and since the Butte-Eurcka line
has been talked of Mr. Hammond has been
credited with the design of a transcon-
tinental road that shall have wings spread
out for It at the const. That ia, for ex-
ample, that the Butte-Eurcka line shall
find at Humboldt Bay feeders reaching
north and south into the heavy timber re-
sources of Oregon and California, and also,
perhaps, an entrace gver the southern
arm into San Francisco. The possibllities
of the scheme are great,

It does not appear that Mr. Hammond's
actions have any bearing upon the pro-
Ject for a rAllrond between Salt Lake City

and Coos Bay, except that it might tend |

to frighten timid Investors, who might
be afrujd that two transcontinental roads
through that region might be overdoing
the matter, Chief Engipcer Kinney, of
the Great Central, was asked yesterday
what effect Mr. Hammond's movement
would have on his enterprise, and he sald
abs Jikl not know that they would have
any effect. He sald there was plenty of
room In that country for two rallroads or
more, and If Mr. Hammond wanted to
build s line there, he shouid feel llke giv-
ing km every encourngement. But he
sald he had no knowledge of Mr, Ham-
mond's plans.

[SALMON PACK IS LARGE

TOTAL CATCH ONX COLUMBIA RIVER
1S 100,000 CASES.

Rus Is Better Than Last Year Up to
the Corresponding Time—Dis-
tribution of the Pack.

This season's salmon pack on the Co-
lumbia River so far amounts to about
115,000 casen. Storage planis have put up
about 300 tierces of chinook saimon, and
have packed about 40 tons of steelheads,
the equivalent of  about #0000 cases of
packed product In pound cans. The total
cateh of salmon fn the Columbia River
thia year ls therefore estimated to be the
egulvalent of about 150,000 cases, These
fgures come from good authority, and are
bélleved to be spproximately correct.

The run of salmen this year has been
much better than it was [ast year up to
the corresponding time. The actual sal-
mon puck is larger, but a greater Increasge
In output Is shown by the storage plants,
which have an output at least 5 per cent
larger than at this time inst year. The
run of stesiheads has been better than for
peveral years, and has greatly profited the
storage men. Traps and gillnets are at
present catching the *most fish, while
seines are not doing =0 well as carller In
the month. Gilluctters, on thse whols
have had A good season,

Last year's cannery pack amounted to
about X000 cases, A large part of this
was put up after July 15, when the hig
run began. 1If a big run should start n
now, the canneries ‘would have a much
larger outpet than last season. The sal-
mon average good sizs  although they
came In small sarly In the season, Prices
arg % cents a pound for small fish, and @
cents for large, The Lindenburgers have
been paving & centa off and on. but lately
have come down to the lower figures, The
higher prices they pald has increased the
rize of thelr pack.
