MUST PRODUCE TO CONSUME

Dr. Hutchinsan's Views on Question
of Packing-Houses and Stockyards
for Portland—Portland's Ad-
vantages Are Undoubted.

Dr. B. N. Hutchinson, the official In
charge of the local station of the United
States Bursau of Animal Industry, be-
leves thers are great possibllities in the
mest-packing industry for Portland, but
he thinks the producers have much to do
before pecking-houses will locate here.
That is, in his estimation it is not &
question of mere possibilities 80 much a8
one of practical demonstration. He agrees
entirely with the idca that Portland has
superior advantnges for bullding up A
great mest industry, and he belleves that
such en industry will grow up here, but
he also says that the producers must in-
orease their output before more packing-
houses wiil be likely to enter the feld.
Power to increase the outpyt i not
encugh’ it must be actually locreased. In
#penking of the matter yesterdsy Dr.
Hutchinson sald:

“if the Oregon lvestock ralser i anx-
Sous to securs more &nd larger packing-
houses for Portland thers ls ocos way In
which he ean accomplish his wish. Port-
Jund market presents 4 demand for hogs
which [ have not seen sstisfled during
the last five years, This city has now &
modernly equipped packing-house with &
capacity Tor the disposal of 800 hoge s day.
If Oregon farmers will flood this packing-
‘housse that they already have they can
‘see another epring up hers in time to
ipave the overfiow. Eastern packers un-
doubtedly hawve thelr eyes on this elty,
but they are pot going to put up an ex-
tensive plant hers until they see & sup-
iy of hogs grester than the local oon-
cerns can handle. You can rest assured,
though, thot the minute the hogs appear
the fecllitiss for thelr profitable haodling
will be provided.

“There s no doubt of the capability of
this country to produce hoge enough to
supply the demand, dboth for local con-
sumption and for export. It is stmply &
question of Inclination towards diversified

grazing. Thesé same reports put before
ue, too, the very pertipent facts that at
every centsr of lvestock distribution
lerge packing industries have sprung up
and crested n market which s always
erying for more and more livestock. Jt is
wall for the lvestock raiser to take note
of how the packers make s0 much money.
1f they did4 not save their offal thelr prof-
2 would be small but it is sdmitted
that they can sell the wvaluable part of
1he animal at cost and 3ot make & large
aggregates profit on the offal

“This diversity of product created, which
is such a potent factor in the success of
the packing Industry, if spplied to animasl
production, contributes just as largely to
the sucomss of the agriculturiet as to the
suocess of the packer. The abattolr pro-
prielor who simply elaughters and pro-
wvides no means for the profitadble manu-
facture of by-products from his offal,
stands in just the sama relation to the
packing industry as does the ranchsr to
the agricultural industry who sells his
wheat and provides himself with no ani-
mals to use his offal, which Is represent-
&1 by #traw, stubble and scattered grain.
The ferm should no more be coumidersd
& pisce of odds and ends than any other
Industrial establishment. A business of
great waste is one of small profit, and
no industry has, resultant from !ta epera-
tion, waste prodocts 30 casily convertible
into profitable mecchandise a8 bas agri-
cultare, While the packer has to provide
himsell with elaborate chemical apparstus
and expensive machinery for the manu-
facture of his offal Into marketable by-
products, the farmer has aiready avafl-
eble the most intricate and delicate ma-
chinery, combined with the most com-
plete chemical laboratory, In the cow, the
hog, tha sheep and the chicken, for the
transformation of his unused material
inte the necessary beef, pork, mutton and

“In your mrticls of Thursday you call
nttention by most astounding figures to
the possibiilities awaiting development of
the Ivestock production, with its allisd
industry of meat-packing. At first glance
the figures which you present are a0 stu-
pendous that they seem exiggerated. Con-
sideration of the great area of improved
anf avallable farm lands which ls with-
in easy reach of this city will show that
there is 2o exagperation in them as & pos
#ibility, In 150 Oregon zlone gave an
area of nearly 4000000 acres of improved
farm land; if, now, every 160-acre farm
would market ¢ hogs, which it certalnly
ought to do, that would give 1000000, The
rportions of Washington and Idaho that
urs best adapted to agriculture ought,
from their location relative to transporta-
tion, 10 be considered ss more clossly con-
nocted with Portiand than with any other
city. That then, gives an even grester
improved screage than Oregon alone ecan
show, Therefore, a= & future possibility,
your estimafs of 1,500,000 hoge ia all rignt,

*The census of 1%0 shows, for Oregon
alone, 251,000 hogs, on 55,507 farms, having
an average of 281 acres. That is less than
elght hoge to the farm. I know for an
anctoal fact that the claims of your corre.
spondents, which you quoted last Thurs-
day, are correct, that every 100-acre farm
can prodoce @ hogs. But what they 4id
do fn 190 was to ralse less than eight

on & farm of 261 acres

belleve, though, that the high prices
that hogs have brought during 1001 and
thus far this year have so stimulated their
production that thelr number in this state
bas increased about 3 1-3 per cent: if so,
that would make 55,000 hogs for this year.
Packing-houses ut Portland will pever be
established until the Oregon farmers shall
make them neccssary by producing eneugh
livestock ta overflow those already in ex-
istence here. There 8 no doubt that there
ought to be more packing-houwes and
greater stockyard facllitles in this eity,
but 1t is the feult -'-f the producer, and
not the fault of Jocnl butshers that there
sre not You Il.nar gt additional
packing-hous animnle

POLISH PATRIOT SPEAKS

COLONEL SORIESKI, DESCENDANT
OF A KING, ADDRESSES Y. M. C. A,

He Made a Gallant Record in the
Civil War and Later Served ia
the Mexiean Army.

—

Dressed In the black cloth sult of an
ordinary American citizsen, Colonel John
Sobjeski, the lineal descendant of the Pol-
ish patriot and Christian eoldler, EKing
John Bobjeski, whose army defeated the
Turks before Vienns in 1683, and prevent-
ed the Turks from overrunning Europe,
gave an Interesiing address yeslerday
afternoon in the bhall of the Young Men's
Christian Assoclation, on the tople, *Dan-
jel a» a Bpecimen of Btalwart Christlan-
fty.” The Colopel spoke without notes,
and Puently, He had few geostures, and
sald what he had to say easily and naty-
rally, with a charm all its own. In his
physical appearance, Colonel Sobleak!
greatly resembles another Colonel, Robert
G. Ingersoll.

In beginning his addresa, Colonel Bo-
bleski referred briefly to the story of the
Prophet Danlel, as told in the first chap-
ter of the book of Danlel, when Nebuchad-
nexzar, King of Babylon, captured Jeru-
sulem and gave ordere that certaln of the
children of Israel, Daniel among them,
should partakes of a daily provision of the
King's meat, and of the wine he drank,
80 that at the end of three yeara “they
might stand before the King.” “As I have
mead about and contemplated the Isruellte,
although he may keep a clothing store
around the corner, I fee]l like taking off
my hat to him—for he ls a countryman
of Daniet the Prophet,” went on the
speaker. *On acoount of the besuty of
his parson and other gifts which the Lord
had given him, Danie] was placed near
the King, and was in favor with those
who were high In the King's counsel. Bat
how many of us could be strong and bave
the strength of our convictions to such an
extent that we could refuse the King's
meat and wine, as did Danlel? He knew
i he did a0, he would be defiled In the
ey of hls people and his God

“l remember hearing the story of =8
poor New Engiand boy, who came to be
known in after life as John Wilson, vice-
Presidemt of the TUnited Biates, under
President Grant, and who died In 155
Well, this boy's peopla wera s0 bnd and
#0 drunken, that he was taken from them,
was apprenticed to a shoemaker, and he
resolved tiiat he would be known as Wik
#on. He became a total abstalner, worked
hard for the cause of temperance, and
when the antl-slavery agitutiom began to
be spoken of in this country he became
one of the authoritles on the subject, Fe
was summoned to Washington ne the
guest of John Quincy Adams, and at the
dinner given In his honor attended by
men prominent in that time in National
affalrs, Adams asked him to jotn In drink-
ing a glaas of wine, It was a great tempt-
ation for the country boy, facing for the
first time esuch distinguished company,
But Jlke Danlel, he was steandfast, He
told his bost that he joved and respected
him, and would rather prefer to drink his
health in water. And he 414 0. In speak-
Ing of the Incident afterwards, Mr. Adams
suld: ‘It was one of the grealesf ex-
hibltlons of Christian lategrity 1 have ever
known. That young man refused wine
ond drank water. We shall hear from
him In the future' That shoemaker rep-
resented Massachuselts in the United
Btates Smmate for 18 years,

“Daniel came from an ensiaved and
hanted race, yet by his life and conduct, he
was honored by the King as no other man
was honored. To test him, the King sald:
‘let e put his loyalty, to God opposed
to the loysity he bears the Kidg." But
when the decree was (ssued, Daniel stood
alone, &nd above temptation. He »stodd
for his God, for principle and for coovie-
tion. It must have been hard %0 glve up
&n ofice such as Daniel must have pos-
sessed—and this is true in thess latter
office-holding daye. Daniel redeemed hia
nation, and at & later period in his life, 107
principle he went into a den of llona In
Illinods, theéy recently malsed 2 monument
to a New England minister who was shot
In that gection 6 yesrs ago. It was be-
fore the stirring days of the Clvil War,
when [t required a hero to be an abolition-
i=st. This minister preached to Presbyte-
rians who were large slave-owners, and
be asked them to glve up thelir siaves,
He was also the editor of a newnpaper,
and when he sadvocated this view In its
columne, the people pltched his printing
presa into the river. He bought another
printing press, and the same thing hap-
pomed—it g0t repose In the river. Being
& Preshyterian he had the perseverance
of the saints, and steadily went ahead.
People told him not to bring religion in
disrepute, and not to mix religion with
politics. He was advised to preach on the
doctrines of John Calvin or John Kneox,
and to Jeave slavery alone. Fie sald: “I
will utter my views, be the consequences
what they may,’ and they shot him down,
killlng him. He was desplsed and thought
of no agecount then. Now the grandchfi-
drrn of the men who shot him down have
bulit a monument in his honor, and he
is loved for his devotion to principle.

“Did Frances Willard get all she prayed
for, all she hoped for, during her Mfe-
time? I remember going to her town when
they brought her body home for burial
It was a bitterly cold Winter day. and
the tempernture was 12 degrees below
gero, Two thousand people stood at the
depot, snd when the time came when
the people could see her, they tramped
for mix hours. Over 000 people saw her
body, and many thousands more tried to,
but could not. Many eyes were wet, too,
among people whose interests she had
opposed. For 58 years shie had worked for
prohibition. Yet In her own town there
were thousands of saloons open. Yet 1
never saw such sadness as at the funeral
of Frances Willanl. Bhe 414 not get her
reward on earth. Let ys stand as Daniel

&tood, and we shall be blessed by God,
our Heavenly Father.”

Colonel John Solleskl, who served w!th
distinction In the Clvil War. and later In
the Mexicnan revolt, was born in Warsaw,
Poland, In 1M His father was Count
John Sobleski, the son of James Sobleaki,
who Jost his iife in the revolution in Po-
land, 1530-31, and s a lineal descendant
of King John Sobleski, who 5 known In
history os King John ITI, His mother's
malden name was Isabella Hem, of the
celebrat Bem famlily, noted for thelr
patriotism.

Although a cultured man, well read,
with fine pronunciation, and a well-known
lecturer, Colonel Soblesk]! never sat in a
schoolroom a day In hls life, and was
never gradusted at a university, Hp has
pot been tnught and tralned as wWere his
kingly ancestors, buit by his presence,
copnversation and bearing he betrays what

in Europe would be calied ancestry, Thix |

ts evident In his splendid physique, in rare
gifts of mind and heart, in his courteons
bearing and character. He has been a
hard reader all his Ife, and readlly
speaks several forelgn languages, al-
though he has not slaved at dictionares
and grammars. Although a veteran of the
Civil War and severcly wounded at the
battle of Gettyaburg, Colone] Sobleski has
never asked the Government for a pen-
sion. “Because.” he says, "the Govern-
ment bas already t(Oo many pensioners,
and 1 prefer 1o take cure of myself as
fong =s I can

Early'in !Ga Colone]l Sobleeki came to
the Unlted States, from Ensland, where
he had been in exlle He was a stow-
awny on board the United Btutes ship of
war Constellation, Captain John Cravens
commanding. Captain Cravens wns very
indignunt when he found that the young
Pole was on board as a privals passen-
ger, and asked him what bhe desired Yo
do,

“I wish to be a soldler. All my ances-
tors have been soldlera 1 wish to be
one.” replled the boy.
