Oregon Hunter Return From Chase
Saya Convict Will Be Caught

Yarn From "Wisconsin. .

BALEM, Or., July Cap-
tain Walter Lyon, private secretary to
Governor Geer, returned tonight from
King County, Wash., where he haii.been
assisting tor the last two weeks in the
hunt for Tracy. Ho says that the chase
has been abandoned for the present,
though a quiet hunt will be kept up and
will be conducted as circumstances may
permit, until Tracy shall be finally caught.
He feels confident that Tracy Is wound-
ed and is in hiding where he was last seen,
and Is being supplied with provisions by
pals.

Mr. Lyon will confer with Superintend-
ent Lee, of the Oregon Penitentiary, to
morrow regarding the payment or tne re-

ward for the return of Merrill's body, and
if it seems advisable that any action
should be taken before Governor Geer's
return the latter part of the week, he will
try to effect a settlement satisfactory to
all concerned.

Lyon Is the only Oregon man who has
been participating In the hunt for Tracy
in King County.

Said to Have Applied for Pardon.
ST. PAUL, July 20. Harry Tracy, the

fugitive Oregon bandit, according to a re-
port received from Grand Rapids, Wis., is
a native of Pittsneld, Wis., and, his true
name Is Severens. His grandparents, it is
said, live at Grand Rapids, Wis., and are
prosperous. After hs conviction and im-
prisonment in the Oregon Penitentiary h3
is sad to have wrtten to his grandfather
asking the latter to undertake to get a
pardon for him, but the old gentleman de-

clined to aid him. The grandfather has
since become an invalid and all reports
of the desperado's crimes have been kept
from him.

XEGUO MIXERS FIGHT.
Object to Having Deduction Made

From Their Pay.
P,UEBLO, Colo., July 20. A special from

Florence to the Chieftain, says:
W. H. White, a negro miner, employed

by the Colorado Fuel & Iron Company in
their mines at Chandler, was fatally shot
by Ed Bakewell, a guard at the mine, dur-
ing a riot last night. About midnight a
mob of negroes gathered and compelled
Bakewell to flee for his life into tne
woods, where he was overtaken and be-
sieged.

Yesterday was pay day at the mines,
and following the usual custom, the credit
due at the company store was deducted.
This Infuriated some of the negroes, who
became intoxicated, brandishing weapons
and terrorizing the guards. White and
his companions came upon Bakewell and
Devinc, and White pulled his gun on
Bakewell. The latter ordered him to lower
it, and upon refusal, shot him, the ball
entering the stomach and penetrating the
intestines.

The negroes claimed that Bakewell had
shot White in the back, and, gathering a
crowd, chased Bakewell out of the town.
Sheriff Simon, of Canyon CItyj who was
sent for, arrived this morning, and find-
ing Bakewell besieged on a hill by the
negroes, hustled him into a buggy and
drove off. The blacks pursued them, fir-
ing over 100 shots at the officer, none of
which took effect. The mines are heavily
guarded tonight, and no further trouble Is
expected.

QA.VALRY ROUNDS UP SOLDIERS.

End of Trouble at Fort Leavenworth.
Man Mny Recover.

LEAVEXWOETH, Kan., July 20. The
riot started late last night by several
hundred soldiers from. Fort Leavenworth,
demolished the house of a negro in the
npw quarter here, following the stabbing
of A. L Louckes, a cavalryman, by an
inmate of the place, ended shortly after
midnight, and today all was quiet. A
company of the Fourth Cavalry arrived
at 2 A. M., and rounded up the soldiers
who had not voluntarily returned to the
post. Today Louckes was reported to have
a. chance for recovery.

Groups of soldiers continue to discuss
the trouble, and there were threats to
finish up tonight the work of last night,
but it is believed no further trouble will
occur unless Louckes dies. The general
eentlment is with tho soldiers, and there
is mild talk of organizing a vigilance
committee to drive out the tough charac-
ters' and thugs unless the police take de-

cisive action in that direction.

No Trouble Expected.
KANSAS CITY, July 20. There was no

attempt today to secure John Graham,
the negro of Leavenworth, to prevent his
being lynched for stabbing Cavalryman
Louckes, and no trouble is expected.

STOOD OFF ROBBERS.

One Was Killed by Plucky Watch-
man at Mine.

LEADVILLE, Colo., July 20. At day-
light this morning three robbers attempt-
ed to force entrance to the Hayden Lama
gold placer workings, near Leadvllle. The
watchman, Ora Iman, pulled his gun, but
was shot through the arm before he could
fire. He then succeeded In hitting one of
the robbers, who was placed on a horse
by his companions and carried away, a
trail of blood being followed for a long
distance. Before Iman could fire the sec-
ond time he was knocked senseless by one
of the robbers, who had entered the win-
dow. The robbers secured no money.
Prospectors saw two horsemen carrying a
dead man with them through the hills, so
one of the robbers was undoubtedly killed
by Iman.

Soldiers to Protect n Negro.
TYLER, Tex., July 20. Two companies

of militia have been ordered by special
train to Rusk, to protect a
negro charged with criminal assault on
the 'daughter of a planter. The victim Is
highly connected, and her relatives and
friends are so highly incensed that trouble
is expected.

After Trnln-Robber- s.

CREEDE, Colo., July 20. Chief Detec-
tive Brown, of the Rio Grande, with Dep-
uty Sheriff Maitland. started for Spar
City today to take up the trail of the rob-
bers, who held up the Rio Grande train on
Marshall Pass last Monday. The bandits
were seen at Spar last Friday. They
robbed a cabin of provisions, and also
took a saddle.

Mains and Electrolysis.
Xew York Times.

Tho destruction of underground mainsby electrolysis is rapidly nearing a point
at which it ceases to be a phenomenon
of technical interest to physicists, and
becomes a commercial fact of startling
magnitude. Tho Electrical Review calls
attention to the imminence of "reckon-
ings of a gigantic character" between
the street railway companies and those
who employ burled pipe systems for vari-
ous purposes. Water, gas and steam
mains are being destroyed so rapidly that
within a comparatively brief period re-
newals and replacements on a vast scale
will become necessary. Their postpone-
ment in the case of gas mains accounts
fcr the rapid destruction of asphalt pave-
ments In many cities, and Imposes griev-
ous public burdens upon municipalities In
tho effort to maintain good roadways. Theeating off of service pipes and the erosion
of mains accomplish rapidly what would
be brought about by natural causes much
more slowly, and explain why the leakage
loss of water in distribution Is so enor-- .

mously great, and- - why the building of
new reservoirs and the laying of new

mains la constantly necessary under con-
ditions which oeem to show a per capita
consumption four or five times as great
as the combined use and watto of any
city since civilization began. These are
"the familiar facts of the case as regards
electrolysis.

FOLLOWS NEW YORK.
Only Activity Shown Was In Ameri-

can Securities.
LONDON--

, July aoiZwith the exception
of renewed activity in American securi-
ties, last week was unusually quiet on the
Stock Exchange. The resignation of tho
Premiership by Lord Salisbury had no
effect upon tho market, "which through-
out remained sluggish. South Africans be-
ing especially weak. Various views are
expressed by financial critics regarding
the rise here In American railroad shares,
but 1t is generally believed that London
Is only blindly following New York's lead,
without much intelligence. Satisfaction,
however, is universally voiced regarding
the American crop outlook.

The money market during the week was
easy, owing to considerable government
disbursements. The harvest and holiday
requirements, In addition to the demands
of Paris, are likely to absorb any gold
reaching the open market, but as the
government will be a borrower for some
time to come, the prospects for August
are a steady money market.

German Bourse Was Fnlrly Active.
BERLIN, July 20. The only securities

showing any activity on the Bourse last
week were domestic 3 per cents and some
foreign rentes. The former were bought
in considerable amounts for London and
Paris account, but other denominations
of domestic securities were quite neglect-
ed. Among the foreign rentes Russians
enjoyed the greatest favor, advancing un-
der heavy transactions, while Spanish 4s
also were actively traded in. Iron shares
Improved during the first half of the week
upon American and English Iron markot
reports. Shares of the Hamburg-America- n

Steam Packet Company and tho North
German Lloyd Line were weak. General
industrials were stagnant but quotations
were better maintained. Money was firm.

STRANDED IN THE DESERT
Fully Equipped Ship Rests on Sands

Bordering the Colorado River.
Chicago Chronicle.

There does not Beem to be much use for
a ship In the desert country of California
which borders on the Colorado River, yet
travelers in that region may see there a
veritable "ship of the desert." Far from
any body of water capable of floating even
a mudscow may be found a big sternwheel
steamer, accustomed to ply up and down
the river carrying passengers and freight.
She has been lying there since last Sep-
tember, stranded high and dry on the
sands a mile and a half from tho stream's
present course.

This strange condition of affairs has
come about simply because tho Colorado,
a mighty stream, but one of the most
treacherous of rivers, choso to cut a new
channel for Itself in the early Fall with-
out notice or warning.

One night last September the Alvlso,
Captain J. W. Babson. tied up to the shore
a couple of miles above Needles, awaiting
telegraphic orders. She was loaded with
passengers and supplies, and, as travel is
sometimes leisurely pursued on the Colo-
rado, all hands turned In for a good night's
sleep. Between 2 and 4 o'clock Captain
Babson was aroused by Indians, who
warned him that for some reason tho riverwas falling rapidly, and advised him to
pull out Into midstream as quickly as
possible. This the captain tried to do, but
the water had already gone down bo low
that his prow Btuck fast In the mud when
he got up steam and tried to turn his
paddle-whee- ls and move out Into navigable
water. And there he has stuck fast ever
since, becoming resigned to the situation
perforce and hopefully awaiting the flood
water that comes down at the time of themelting or the Colorado and " Wyoming
snows, in June.

By this freak the Colorado River, which
is always accomplishing some umiBual
feat, has annexed to California a strip of
land from three-fourt- of a mile to a
mile wide, and about four miles long.
Tills kind of land annexation is going on
all the time along the Colorado, which isthe official dividing line between California
and Arizona. Sometimes Arizona stealsfrom California and sometimes the statesteals from the territory, but 'this is thefirst time on record that a steamer hasbeen held up as a pledge In the transac-
tion.

DALLAS EXPOSITION FIRE
Destroyed Buildings Constructed for

Fair In October.
DALLAS. Tex.. July20. Fire that brokeout at 3 o'clock this morning at the expo-

sition grounds at East DaHas destroyed
the main exposition building, one of thelargest structures in the country, in 30
minutes time, together with the hall an-
nex, which seated G000; the poultry build-
ing and the private bulldlnjjs of the J. L
Case Plow Company, the Southern Rock
Island Plow Company and the Parlln-Orendor- ff

Company. The loss is estimatedat $150,000. The exposition buildings con-
tained many thousands of dollars worth ofproperty that was to have been used In
the fair and exposition to be held In Octo-
ber and November. The exposition off-
icials place their loss at J100.000. with $30,000
insurance.

Mr. York was 85 years old and
feeble. It is supposed he was attackedwith heart failure and while prostrate was
attacked by hogs.

Killed by a Train.
MISSOULA, Mont, July 20. Harry N.Francis, a laborer of the Bonner sawmillwas struck by an engine this afternoon

and killed. Francis saw the train ap-
proaching and stepped aside to let It pass,
but In doing so he stumbled and fell backupon the track and was caught by the
cowcatcher and crushed to death.

FAMOUS FRESCOES FOUND

Raphael's Series of Adventures of
Psyche In the Castle of St. Angclo.

New York World.
According to Paris dispatches, the re-

storation of the castle of Saint Angelo
at Rome has caused some Important dis-
coveries.

Quite in the top of tho tower, in a room
adjoining the apartment of Paul Farnese,
have appeared, after cleaning, the fres-
coes of Plerln del Vaga, with the history
of "Cupid and Psyche." Dr. Ernest Stcin-man- n,

on studying these paintings, has
succeeded, so It is said, in demonstrating
with certainty that they were made ac-
cording to the engravings that Coxcyen
had copied from tho drawings prepared
by Raphael to complete his cycle of the
adventures of Psyche for the loge of tho
Farnese that remained Incomplete be-
cause of the death of the master.

The frescoes of tho castle of Saint An-
gelo are precious because they reproduce
precisely the series of adventures of
"Psyche on the Earth," with which Ra-
phael intended to decorate the lower part
of the walls; likewise, "The Adventures
of Psyche In Heaven." that were to serve
to ornament the ceilings of tho beautiful
villa of the magnificent Agostino Chlgl.

Pierin del Vaga painted also the 'history
of Psyche and Cupid In the Dorla palace
at Genoa, but there he has wandered far
from the models of Raphael that he had
known so well how to reproduce In ,tho
castle of Saint Angelo.

The De Kaap gold fields were,
discovered in 1S84, and the conglomerate
or "banket" beds of the "Wltwatersrand
destined to supersede all others in im-
portanceIn 1SS5. In that year a small
stamp battery was erected to crush quartz
from a vein a few miles west of Johannes-
burg, and In this a crushing of conglom-
erate was made, but it was not until April,
1SS7, that a battery of three stamps was
erected to treat the ore of "Wltwaters-
rand banket. Thla was followed by the
erection of other batteries, and the out-
put of gold for 1SS7 was 23,000 ounces. For
1S9S. the last complete year before tho war.
It was 4,295,659 ounces, valued at 15,141,376,

and for nine months of 1609 It was 4.606.325
ounces. - There were at the end of lisllS
79 mines, which in 1S3S produced 7,331.446
tons of ore, crushed by 4765 stamps. They
employed 9476 whites and SS.C27 native
workmen.
