Baker, of Portland.

Travelers must be careful to appear
commonpiace these days, &8 anything
about their jooks that I wuncommon
enough to attract attention iz liable to
brand them as elther Tracy or one of his
acoomplices. Want of the ohservance of
this rule caused J. W. Baker and his two
brothers smuch incoavenience oo a trip
that they have just taken from BSeattle
to Portland on a4 bicyeie,

The three left Beattle inst Wedneaday,
and bad on. their bicycles a compiete
camplng outfit, and to one of their wheela
was strapped a double-burreled shotlgun,
FPeoje along the rond could not see wiy
ordinary travelers should wish such an
gutfit as this, People who would see them
would tell others of the smtrange sights,
and after some speculation they woald
oome to the comclusion that the people
they had seen could be notie other tban
Tmcy and two of his accomplices, Bhort-
¥ before they renched Castle Rock the
party was noticed and the Dopaty Bheriff
at once notified. He rushed In pursult,
but when he arrived, Instead of Aading
the despernte man ever ready to shoot. as
2o had read, he found a quiet trio walting
to koow what the matler was, The fart
that he was not Instantly shot, If no
vther, was enough to convinoe the deputy
that he 44 not have Tracy, and after a
few worde he lot them go. Startied by
the impression that they were making,
the men were afrald 10 #leep out of doors
and went 1o the hotel and got rooms, and
though: that they would now be left In
peice.  After the deputy had tald his tale,
howrver, the gest of the poase wers of
ppinlon that thelr wurthy Jdeputy had
Iwen fooled, and insisted that the men
should be found and searched for marks
that would ldentlfy them, Accordingly
in the middle of the night the travelers
were swakened by a koock et the door
and instructed that they were prisoners
Of course, they did not resist, and allowsd
thie “officetw to search for the marks that
were doeseribed as Jdentifying Tracy until
they were content that they were not
fetting the bold outlaw =llp from thelr
hands, and went on thelr way In peace,
Alr, Baker says that his whole trip waa
chararterizod by just this sort of ex-
periences, and that In every town that
hé went through the report was circo-
tated that Tracy wns It the eity, end the
chiidren would venture as near as they
thought was safe and =pecuinte as to
which of the party was Tracy.

Mr. Baker has been guite honored by
the outiaw since his encape. The Miss
Baker who wins detained in the Gerralis
house for several hourm by Tracy i his
fnughter. He says that the report thiat
the outiaw asked kis davghter to dance
ayith him s fulse and that he was per-
fectly polite, and treated the ladies with
the nptmost oourtesy during the whole
say there.

Mr,
Baker was also an intimate friend of Po-
floeman Breese, killed by Tracy, and was
near the piace of battle at the tme
the shooling occurred.

BETTER SERVICE FOR ST. JOHXS.

Process of Electrifying Motor Line
=Twenty-Misute Schedule.

Trolley cars will soon be making trips
between Portland and 8L Johns on & 20-
minute schaduie The iline is to be
changed into an eiectric ‘raliway as rapld-
iy aa possible. The poles and trolley
wire have been pisced in position from
the new junction on EKilllngsworth ave-
nue, near Willlams arvenue, to University
Park, and the work ls golng right ahead.
Between Portsmouth and Bt Johns the
main line will be shortened Instead of
making & swing around toward the north
by Cedar Park it will take a direct course,
cutting off about a mils. However, lue
old lne will be retuined, and the cars In
returning will go around the present
route. A joop will thus be formed and &
large district will be accommodated,

Alsp the Misslssippl-avenue branch that
now ends at Shaver street, tn Multnomah
Addition, s to be extended to a connec-
tion with the St. Johns ine at the Inter-
gection of Michigan and EKilllngsworth
avenues, This branch will swing over
on (o Michigan avenue and thence north-
ward to the connecting point.

These changes will provide the Penin-
sula with excellent street-car faciiities
The rallway owns a block of ground &t
Ockley Green, and will have & statlon &t
that point. There has been talk of an-
other clectric ratiway on. the Peninsuln,
and a subsidy was ralsed, but nothing has
been heard of this enterprise for some
ume. The people have been esking for

LOS ANGELES.SALT LAKE ROAD,

Right of Way for the Line Has Heen
Finally Settied.

LOB ANGELES, Cal, July I.—Thomas
E Gibbons, chief counsel for the San
Pedro, Los Angeles & Salt Lake Raflroad,
has just returned from New York Dis-
cussing plans of Benator Clark’s trans-
continental rallway, Gibbans said:

“My trip to New York principally had
to 4o with settling rights of way, and
that subject is dispossd of. There is no
alllance with the Oregon Bhort Line, and
I would not venture to predict the plang
of the Harriman people. We have agreed
with them on the lasues whersin they and
our people claimed certoln interesty In
rights of way agroas the desert In Ne-
vnda. That matter now is eettled for
good. The Interior Department in Wash-
ington has approved our maps and the
route for the Ban Pedro, Los Angeles &
Salt Lake Raflroad is practieally sll de-
cided, It Is all settied through Nevads,
maost of It ls disposed of through 1Ttah,
and a large part is agreed on In Callfornia,

WOMAN JUMPS IN RIVER

MRS. M. A. SMITH, 64 YEARS OLD,
COMMITS SUICIDE, -

While Temporarily Insane, Widew
of Well-Known Legislator
Drowns Herself.

Mrs. Harriet Ann Smith, widow of
Representative H. A. Smith, who recent-
Iy died, committed sulcide late Bunday
night by jumping into the Willamette
River from the Morrison-street bridge.
No one saw the rash act, and her body
was found foating around one of the
plers of the steel bridge about § o'clock
yeslerday morning. The Coroner's jury
last night decided that Mrs ESmith
drowned herself while suffering from
ternporary aberration of mind

The dewd woman, who was & years
old, resided with her second son, Beo-
Jamin F. Bmith, a lumberman and milk
desler, 'ut 416 Prescott street. For some
time Mrs. Smith had bheen despondent

snd her mind slightly unbalanced. She ]

had threatened to comimit sulclde several
times before. but her son paid litle at-
tention to her threats. Sunday night her
son and his wife came over to the West
Bide, leaving Mre, Smith st home with
his mother-in-law, Mra. Libby, and her
daughter. Soon after his departure Mm
Smith sald she was golng out for a car-
ride, and asked that they leave the door
unlocked. Bhe crossed the wsireet and
talled with a neighbor a few minutes,
and then took the Vancouver ‘car for
the West Bide. The transfer she recelved
from the conductor was found with her
¢flects, and was punched for =30 P. M.
She went across the Morrison-sirest
bridge about 10:30, just before the draw
wes opened to permit the passage of o
steamer. The bridgetender noticed her
and made some remark to her, but she
passed on and went acro=s the bridge.
When the draw was closed, the man
walked over toward the East 8ide and
met the woman cdfming back. Bhe asked
him if the last boat for Oregon Clty had
left, and when Informed that it had, she
kept on toward the Went Side.

The bridgetender pald no more atten-
tion to her, and she must have gone
through the gnte that leads down to the
main pler of the bridge unnoticed by any
one. Cu the planking she left her coat,
purse, glasses, a note to her son and her
address. Ehe made no outery when she
jumped In the river, and nothing was
known of her deod untl] about 4 o'clock
yesterday morning, whon the articles left
by her on the pier wers found. Her son
waa immediately informed of the tragedy.
Then the body was found.

The deceased left four children,
three sons and a daughter. They are;
Henry H.. who = connectad with a clr-

ens, and ' his present whersabouts are un-
known; Benjamin F., Willilam C.. Cas-
cade Locks, and Mrs. Dora F. Towle,
Minneapolis.

Dr. Esther C. Pohl one of the wit-
nesses examined before the Coroner's
jury, testified that she bad acted as
medical adviser to Mrs. Bmith, and that
the Iatter had aufferad from melancholia,
and had been in weak henlth for several
years, No marks of viclence were found
on the body.

WILL BREAK CAMP TODAY

State Militiamen Will Bid Good-Bye
to Albany.

CAMP WILLIAMS, ALBANY, July 11.—
Tomorrow is the last day of the Oregon
Natiopal Guard encampment here, and
arrangements were being made today for
the breaking up of camp. The heat which
haa been so oppressive during the entire
sncampment was not so bad today, and
the drill work was of a good charactsr.
The regular routine of drilling was fol-
lowed, and the showing made was much
better than at the beginning of the en-
campment. The officers express them-
sehves as generally well plensed with the
work accomplished, and say that never
in ths history of the guard do they re-
member of an encampment when the re-
sults have been more satisfactory. Colonel
Yoran ls especlally pleased with the work
of the Fourth Regiment, and is justly
proud of the showing that it made. A
large number of Company A are veterans
of the Philippine War, and have seen a
lot of service, and their exampie In the
work s of mideh eervice in training the
others,

All of the Third Reg!ment have a kind
word for their Colonel, Edward Ewverett,
and say they heve a superior officer from
whom they are proud Lo take ordera. Both
of the regimenta! bands have been dalng
good practicing aince the beginning of the
week, the Third under the leaderahip of
Everest, of Portland, and the Fourth un-
der McElroy, of Eugene, and they both
render the best of music as the result of
thelr bhard work,

All on Hand for Drill

At the first call this morning, all of the
men were out and ready for drill. It waa
evident from the first that the day wans
not geing to be s hot as the previous
days, and this, topether with tha good
night's sleep that the boys had had, made
them at their best for thelr dayy's work.
The large number of friends that had vis-
Itedd the camp yesterday had kept the
Guardsmen at home until evening, and
after they had left most of them retired
instead of going to the clty, as is thelr
custom, and this morning there were more
men In good shape for thelr work and
fewer In the guardhouse,

The presence of the Vancouver troops,
trained as they are, and experienced in
the work, seemed tosput the volunteers
on thelf metal, and the gusrd mount and
the morning dril! work were exceptionally
fine. The number of peaple visiting the
eamp war not as large a5 usual, and the
annoyance from the dust was less than
on previous days

On Dress Parade.

It was Colons! Everett's evening to re-
view the dress parade, and the work was
completed with dlspateh. The Vancouves
troope were tharoughly rested from thelr
trip, and in the dress parade showed up
In fine form. Not only are they well
trained, but their horses are used to the
work, and they presented & fine appear-
ance as they rode In review, every horse
In line and appareatly understanding his
work an well as the rider. During the en-
tire day the men about the camp could
be seen packing . up thelr belongings and
making ready for the breaking up of
camp LOmMOTTOW.

Although the weather has been very un-
pleasunt during the stay here, there s a
novelty about camp life that i attract-
Ive to most of the men, and the stay has
not been long enough to take away that
novelty. Bome express  themselves as
pieased that the encympment Is 80 near
atl an end, but many more say they have
really enjoyed the stay and would like to
have a few more daya.

“I have attended every encampment
three yearn,” sald one of the privates
day, “and 1 have been at some whers we
have had a great deal more fun than we
have had at this one. but it seems to me
that 1 bate to leave this camp the worst
of any yet. 1 lUke the drilling and like to
see¢ the companies so that they can work
together, and 1 do not think I have ever
been In a camp where the boys have done
as good work as they have here. Agaln,
in some of our encampments there has
beén some trouble as to the allowance
and we have had s hard time about get-
ting what we wanted to eat, but at this
‘eamp the commissary department has
been ot its best and we have had no troa-
ble of this kind. "

Both the boys and the officers speak
well of the Albany people and the treat-
ment they have received vhih- lwn, and
sy thoey will re ber with p * the
many social functions that wers given
for them during their stay. They have
been allowed every privilege In the city
and treated with the utmost courtesy.

BOXES FOR RURAL MAIL|

DEPARNTMENT DECIDES ON CHANGE
AFTER OCTOBER 1.

Receptaclies Will Be Stronger and
More Ensy of Access for
the Carrier,

OREGONIAN NEWE BUREAU, Wash-
ingtos, July 2. — The Postoffice De-
partment, after due Investigation by a
specinl board, has determined to make
several changes in its regulations govern-
ing boxes for rural free delivery routes,

The new order is to go into effect October

1. After that time each person living
along & newly establlshed rural route and
deslring to be served by rural cartier,
must erect, at his own cost, a box, In ac-
cordance with the following specifications:
All square or ohlong boxes must be of
not leas than 20 standard-gauge sheet
iron or steel, and galvanized, the edges
of which must be strengithened either by |
folaing the metal bock upon lisell or by
riveting to the edges band fron or steel
at least one-sixteenth of an Inth thick,
or by wiring with at least li-gauge wire,
if the metal material is heavier than speci-
fied, edge reinforcements Are nNol Neces-
sary. Clreular, semi-cireular or rounc.
ing boxes must be of not less than 2-
gauge iron or steel, with strengihened
edges

All boxes must be made (n the best
workman-like manner, and thers must be
no joints depending solely on solder to
hold different parts of the box together,
but all joints must be seamed, curied or
riveted. Covers, llds or encasements must
be strongly hinged or plvoted, and extend
sufficlently over the épening to protect
the mall wlthin from rain, snow and dust

Dimensions of the Boxes.

The dimensiona of rural free delivery
boxes =hail be, If square, or rectangular,
not less than 1Sxixé |nches; If eylindrical,
not less than 18 inches jong and 4 Inches
In diarneter, the capacity to be not less
than 455 cubic inches. Experience has
shown that boxes opening at the aide

or top are more convenlent than those
opening at the end.
The department will iInspect sample

boxes made by different firms, and those
found to comply with the foregolng re-
quirements will be authoritatively stamped
“Approved by the Postmaster-General.™
Boxes thus marked wiil come under the
prutection of the United States, and wiil
be safeguarded against destruction or in-
jury, as the law provides a floe of not
more than §I60 and Imprisonment for not
more than three years for all persons
mallciosuly tampering with United States
mail boxes or thelr contents,
As to Location of BHoxes.

Each box must he erected by the road-
gide, 30 that the carrier can easily obtain
access to i witheut dismounting from
his vehicle,. The same box must not be
tised for more than ome family, or the
occupants of one house. Residents along
new routes., who, after October 1, fall to
comply with these new requirements, wil]
not be served by rural carriers.

The M styles of boxes approved by the
departgpent March 3, 1ML will be accepted
as coming within - the ‘foregoing regula-
tion when contracted for.prior to Ociober
i but after that time the M manufactur-

ers wiil be required to readjust their boxes
to meet new conditlons,

In ail service herstofore estabilshed,
and wherein Inappropriate, unsafe and un-
sultable boxes are in use, the department
will expect that patrons of rural free de-
Uvery will conform as promptly as pos-
sible to the new requirements, If they de-
slre a continuance of rural fres dellvery
The department Intends, without undue
Laste or harshness, to secures & uniformity
among rural routes, and 10 have the boxes
substantial and In appearance befitling
the recognition of tha Government postsl
service. Postmasters and rural carriers
will be permitied to advise propossd pat-
rons of rural routes In the selection of
boxes, but shall not bdecome agents of
