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OREGONIAN NEWS BUREAU, Wash-
ington, July 2 —Lland Commiagioner Her-
mann, Forest Buperintendent Ormsby and
the Geological Burvey have united in rec-
emmending to the Becretary of the In-
terior the temporary withdrawal of thrée
tracty of land in Crook, Grant, Harney,
Baker, Malheur, Umatilia, Unlen snd Wal-
lowa Countlies, embodying the ptaks and
bheavily-timbered regions of the Btraw-
berfy, Blus and Powder River Moun-
talns, the total area belng approximste-

iy 800 pqunre mies. This withdrawal, Ifr

made, will be the first step In the direc-
tion of creating & vast foreat reserve In
Eastern Oregon, where, in the opinlon of
the Survey and Land Office, there s n
or¥ing neesd for protection of the timber
and water supply, especially as 1t 8 coni-
templated to construct storige ressrvolts
it theses spections

The largest withdriwal recommended
s roughly l-sahaped, the base of the L"
running north and south along the Blue
Mountalns, nnd the upright runming enst
end west along the Strawberry Moun-
tuins. The lutter section if approximnately
1% miles from east to west, varying In
width from six to 38 miles. The Bilue
Mourtain section varies in width from 15
to 40 miles, and extends due south from
the Umntilla Indian reservation for 10
miies, to its intersection with the Straw-
beresy Mountaln with@rawal, 1he two
forming u right angie These combined
withdrowaly embrace about 8) townships,
including the headwanters of the John
Day. Slivies, Crooked Malheur, Grand
Rorde and FPowder Hivers and number-
Jess tributary streama.

The rechmmendod “Powder River Moun-
tain withdmwal embraces about 25 town-
ships In Baker, Unlon and Wallowa Coun-
Tes, the tract belng & miles from east
to worl, and 13 miles north and souh,
with a corner of the 3 sguare miles added
on the porthwest. Thia tract Inchides the
headwaters of the Wallowa abd Grand
Ronde Rivers ond thelr tributaries south
and west of Enterntise,

The third withdrawal recommended is

SHAW NOT A HEADSMAN.

Did Not Place Five-Year Limit for
Service In Department.

WASHINGTON, July 2—The following
siatement was made public at the office
of the Becretary of the Treasury today:

“Numerous inquiries have been recelved
at the Treasury Depactment reiative to
the truth or falsity of the alleged amser-
tion of Becretary Shaw that he was In
favor of a Ove-year iimit for service in the
Treasury Department, The original news-
paper article and those thit followed It
stating that the Secrotary belleved a de-
partmental employe lost his usefulness af-
ter five yeara In Oovernment work were
= ridicelousiy Improbable that they were
never dignified by a denlal. That a great
many people have taken these articles
aerlously has been demonsteated by the
number of inquiries, not only from Woasl-
ington, but from all over the country.

TRYING TO SAVE AN AMERICAN,
Ohio Doctor Under Death Sentence
in Nlearagaa,

WASHINGTON, July 2 —The Btate De-
peirtment has taken active steps to gave
the life of Dr. Rumsell Willson, a young
Ohlo physician, who le held under arrestg
at Blueflelds by the Nicaraguan military
autborities.
