Armed with
circulars, containing extracts from the
United States postal laws, by which It Is
attempted to show that laws have been
enacted compelling the people to secure
letter boxes for their houses for the con-

venience of the s, an agent for
a certain letter-bo- x company has been
endeavoring to convince the people of the
city that he is representing the Mallcar-rier- s

Association, and that he Is selling,
or renting, a box that they recommend.
Complaints have been made by some of
tho people who are well enough informed
to know that there is no law compelling
them to secure these boxes, and the letter--

carriers have been censured that they
should tike up such a scheme. Investi-
gation shows, however, that the
carriers have had nothing to do with the
matter and that this is merely a plan to
sell the boxes. "It would be a great con-

venience," said one of the carriers yester-
day, "If all of the people would secure
boxes, and It would enable us to have
tho mail delivered much earlier, but as for
recommending any certain box or at-

tempting to force the people to buy boxes,
none of us have taken such steps. There
la no law that will compel the people to
have boxes, and there is no ground upon
which to force the iieue except for their
own convenience. The party who has
sent out these circulars has had them
printed for his own use and has no con-

nection with the Ietter-Carrle- rs Asso-
ciation other than all of us. If we were
asked, would recommend the use of letter--

boxes."

Ticket Agent Found Not Guiltt.
Accused of the larceny of two railroad
tickets, each valued at $71 50, L. F. Bey-rels- s,

joint agent in this city for the
Transcontinental Passenger Association,
was discharged yesterday by Justice of
the Peace Reld. on the ground that no
felonious intent had been shown, and that
larceny had not been committed. The
complainants were W. J. Lucas and C G.
Saxby, who presented the two tickets to
Mr. Beyrelss, as agent, for validation,
alleging that they had bought the tickets
at Chicago. But Beyrelss was doubtful
about thlE, and he held the tickets pend-
ing the result of Inquiries he made at the
Chicago office of the company he repre-
sents, and declined to return them, pend-
ing the investigation. It was supposed
at the time that tho tickets complained
of had been bought from Portland "scalp-
ers." In rendering his decision, Judge
Reld stated: "According to the evidence
submitted, there has been no larceny,
only an unlawful holding of the tickets.
The complainants deliver the tickets to
Mr. Beyrelss of their own free will, and
with reference to this part of the case
they have a civil remedy to recover the
tickets, if they so choose. There Is no
cause for a criminal action.".

Charged With Vaoranct. C. H.
Smith, who says he was born In Wales,
but whom the police say Is a colored
man, was before Municipal Judge Hogue
S'esterday, charged with vagrancy and
roaming the streets after hours. The case
was warmly fought for t,wo hours by Dep-
uty City Attorney Fitzgerald, and

Judge Cameron, who defended
Smith. Evidence was given by Policemen
Bailey, Gibson, Isaacs, Jamison, and oth-
ers, to show that Smith, while he pro-
fessed to be a barber at First and Madi-
son streets, was an Idle, worthlesss per-
son, that he is a maquereau, and that he
frequents places where his wife, Lottie
Smith, Is a disorderly person. The police-
men examined all agreed that Smith Is a
dangerous, man. "He once threatened to
kill me," said Policeman Griffith Rob-
erts. Against this evidence. Smith pro-
duced witnesses who swore that he is a.
barber and that ho works every day.
Lawyer Cameron argued at length on the
meaning of the term vagrancy, and pro-
duced legal authorities showing what the
Legislature meant when It framed stat-
utes against vagrants, meaning the pun-
ishment of persons who wandered from
place to place, likely to become persons
requiring pub)ic support Smith took the
witness stand in his own defense; denied
that he is a vagrant, and asserted that
when he was recently arrested, two po-
licemen struck him and drew their re-
volvers. This was denied by the police-
men, who stated that they did not assault
him, and that Smith was very abusive in
his language. The case was continued, to
secure more evidence.

Vagrants Get CO Dats. Wearing patent--

leather boots and a neat suit of
striped tweed, John Reed, colored, walked
Into the Municipal Court yesterday, in
company with a white woman named
Trixla Cohen, charged with vagrancy. It
was also charged that Reed Is the male
consort of the Cohen woman and that she
gave him a. portion of her earnings. ''I'm
no vagrant," proclaimed Reed, insolently!
crossing his feet. "I play music in sa-

loons; sometimes I earn as high as fH)
per month. Then I go out on the river
and play for excursion parties. How much
money do these people pay me? Well; I
don't want to Say I might exaggerate
Trixle Cohen's home is in Ban Francisco,
and she wants to go to home and mother
tomorrow. If you will allow her. She
never .gave me any money, and she spends
her money on herself. I first met her in
& saloon. I'm working now In a down-
town saloon, and the pay I get depends
on the drinks sold." Trixle Cohen, on
being asked If she had anything to say,
.smiled and uttered this sentence: "Mr.
Reed has said It all." "You are both
found guilty of being vagrants," stated
Municipal J$dgo Hogue, in calm, eyen
tones. "The sentence will be each CO days
in. Jail." Both Reed and tho woman
looked as If they were to faint from sur-
prise. It had been rumored In Whlte-chap- el

that they would be allowed to go
on paying a cheap, fine, but this time the
gossips guessed wrong.

CHURCH SOCIETY MEETS.
Evangelical Younjc People' Alliance

In Session.

Tho 12th annual convention of the
Toung People's Alliance of the Evangel-
ical Association of Oregon opened yes-
terday morning on the beautiful camp-
ground of Mllwaukle Heights, near

Frank Culver, president of the
alliance-- , presided. The principal matters
of business were the report of the com-
mittee on credentials and the president's
address, with his recommendations. The
convention is being held in a large tent
on a picturesque elevation, commanding
a magnificent view In every direction.
Living tents are In the surrounding grove.

The main business of Importance com-
ing before the convention is that of se-
curing grounds at some central point
in the Oregon conference for the erec-
tion of a tabernacle in which future con-
ventions will be held. By some members
of the alliance It is felt that this step Is
important in order to promote the .future
growth of the organization, and these
hold that it would be better to have a
permanent place for conventions. The
matter of holding district conventions
will also be considered.

After devotional exercises conducted by
Morris Heverling, J. W. Gressly welcomed
the delegates to the homes of the Mll-
waukle people, and a fitting response
was mdde by T. R. Hornschuch, accept-
ing the hospitality extended. President
Culver took charge and the regular busi-
ness of tho convention wa3 taken up.
A paper entitled, "The Mission of tno
Young People's Alliance," by Miss Ethel,
was read by E. L. Jones, she nrft lelng
present. The gist of the essay was that
the alliance was a young people's organ-
ization for the essential purpose of reach-
ing young people, and that Its mission
was religious, intellectual and social.

J.' W. Gressly 'started the discussion
by asking if there was any restriction
to membership, and whether only young
people should be members. It was a"

consensus of the opinion that there was
not and should not be any restriction m
membership, and that the alliance needed
the advice of the adults as well as the
young. Along this line B. J. Greon, G.
W. Plummer and others spoke for wide
open doors of admission.

"Tho Constraining Motive of Our
Work" was tho subject of an excellent
paper of MIsa Minnie Ferrler. She held
that there should be earnest, sincere
work that should be educational
and uplifting. E. L. Jones highly com-
mended the essay. T. R. Hornschuch In-

dorsed Its sentiment.
"The Bible and Its Mission" was the

subject of a paper by C. T. Doty, which
In his absence was read by Mr. Horns-
chuch. The subject was widely and
thoroughly discussed. All agreed that
too little atentlon was given to Bible
reading.
