8T. PETERBBURG, July 13 — Peler
von BStruve, the noted Marxist, who
went abroad in 192 when forbldden to
ve In St Petersburg. has begun the
publleatign In Stuitgart of & Hussian
perfodical under the ttle “Oswobosh-
denle” (Emancipation). In his proapectus,
Von Struve proclalms the extreme of his
papor to be emanvipation of the Russlan
people from pollee oppression, and the
attalnment of individusl and social Hb-
erty. In his prospectus he pays:

*The soclal reaction which followed the
murder of Alexander 11 has completely
disappenred snd the pofitical resction is
constantly belng strengthened. The gov-
ernment Is making its last desperate eol-
forts to perpetuate an antiquated order of
things. We shall defend the nectssity of
granting to nll classes equal rights to
untrammeled development and we Insist
upon an immense ohange.

“Emancipation will not be the work of
one class, party or doctrine. We shall
flumine all sides of HRusslan lfe; the
Intelligence, especially of the youths in
schooin, the position of the organs of
jooal self-government and of the press
and the struggls for religious liberty. We
ehull criticlae the acts of the govem-
ment, thue supplementing the oppreased
press In Huesia.

“We shali show that economlie improve-
ment can come only through participation
of the people In the government by eleo-
toral representation and shall expose the
exploltation of the peasantry by high pro-
tective dutles and excessive mxation, We
shall not be moderate. Let emancipation
B¢ openly proclaimed by the common 6c-
tion of revolutionists and moderntes, The
oppressors of the people cannol meet
euch a challenge squarely given.”

This journal will be circulated in Russia
by sealed lettor-post. It recalis the fam-
ous "Kolokol” (BHell) of ¥ersen, which
was the organ of emancipation during the
carly years of Alexander IT's relgn. It
found its way regularly onto the desk of
the then Emperor and was read by him
eagerly, though strietly forhldden for ¢lir-
culstion is Russin.

In his last dispatch, Lord Kltchener sald
of Lord Milner. the British High Com-
missioner: ""In many difficult situations it
was the greatest rellef o me to feel that
I could slways rely on his unfailing sym-
pathy and assistance.'

Referring to the drep obligation of the
army to the colonies, he pald Do request of
his had ever been refused by the colonlal
governments, and thelr consdderntion and
generosity anly equaled the character and
guality of the troops they semt to Bouth
Africa or ralsed In the country. Liruten-
ant-Colonel Girouard, a Canadian officer,
is warmly pralsed, Lord Kitchener saying
“he & an officer of brilllant ebllity, and
1 wish hin all success In his new capacity
as head of a great civil department™

AGITATION IN FRANCE ABATING.

Peaceful Solution of Catholie School
Qnestion Is Expected.

PARIS, July 3. —The agliation In con-
nection with the circular lssusd by Pre-
mier Combes with regard to the closing of
the unauthorized congregationalist schoals
has abated greatly, even in Brittany, ow-
ing to the circumsiances that none of the
recalcitrant schools will be forcibly closed
until special degrees to this end have been
signed for each depuariment. In many de-
purtments such action will not be neces-
Eary, an the congrerations have submitted
and, moreover, the deciaion of the gov-
ernment not to close those achools for
which authorisation was not asked, owing
1o misinterpretation of the law, has had
something of a Quieting effect. The lead-
ars of tha agitation still talk of organ-
inilg popular protests, but the life seems
o be out of the movement, so far as
Paris Is concerned. The Boclalists bave de-
termined upon counter-demonstrations to
every clerical meetin. Bome disturbances
in the provinces, especlally in Finisterra,
are’ probable when the police close the
sehoals; but there L8 evidently a lull in the
exoltement for the moment,

The only incident reported today was
that & group of women at Rodex, In the
Depattment of Aveyron, attacked a lay
teacher and campelied him to take refuge
in the communal schools, The teacher
was followdd by a crowd shouting “Down
with Combes." The arrival of the gen-
‘armes prevented further mischief.

German Pig<Iron Tarif.

BERLIN, July 3. — The Government
succeeded in getting the plg-lron clauses
of the tariff bl adopted by the tarift
committee of the Rolchstag today with-
out amendment, but only after strenucus
opposition and jong debate. Count von
Posadowaki-Wehner, the Imperial Becre-
tary of State for the Interior, opposed a
plea 1o prohibit importation based on
alleged altempts of the American truat
to unicad its goods In Germany at ruln-
ous prices.

He declared that such prohibition wouid
Injure other German iIndustries. In con-
clusion he salid that without thg protec-
tive tarif® of 157, the revival of German
trade would have heen imposaible and
that it would be a criminal mistake to
abandon it now while forelgn countries
were combining to form a great protec-
tionist unlon.
