The purpose of the nassoclatlon of
miners whom Mr. Rudd reprosents s
purely and simply this: To resist the ex-
actions and extortions of the stenmship
companies doing business between Puget
Sound and Nome “We don't like the
way the companies have treafed usa’™
eaid Mr. Rodd. “Their rates have been
arbitrary and unreasonable. When
traffic has bheen rushing they have
cinched us by malsing freight and pass-
enger charges with the sols purpose of
making out of the business, not what
wns reasonable, but what the traflic
would bear. But our traffic will bear
them no longer. Flve hundred miners
of our association will come southward
this Autumn But the steamshlp com-
panies will not rob them of thelr savings
s heretofore. Tho men are determined
about this.™

Mr. Rudd asks Portland to help him
got & steamahip, nothing more. “We
couldl use 4 vessel of even 300 tons car-
rying capacity,” sald he, “with accom-
modations for between 80 snd 100 pass-
CEnELTS. In fact we could swing any
number of passengers.” He submits two
proposals to the owners of steamships:
First to put & cash guarantse of $M.000,
with an assurance of st least B pass-
engers ot $10 each, the sald $10.000 and
the additional §0 per pasenger to con-
stitute the charter price of the ship; or.
second, to maks a fiat cash offer of
320,000, thi= money to be deposited In the
Bank of Nome. Under the first proposal,
the owners of the vessel would use all
avalinble freight space for thelr own
profk and charterers would turn Into
thelr pockets the procecds from pass-
enger transportation charges. Of course
the charterers would make whatever
passenger tatens they deemed advisable. It
is evident they would reallze & hand-
some saving of monéy under regular
rates, The fare between Nome and
Senttle In now 360, Lut it stands a good
chance to go up soon. becauss It always
doem wheén traffic begins to rush.

In view of the existing repressed con-
ditlon of stenmzhlp frelghts, It wounld
sotm 10 be ecasy 1o secure a4 vessel But
Mr. Rudd does mot find It so.

On
secount of the monapoly established lines
have over the route from Seattle, Mr.
Rudd has to look to Vietoria, 8ah Fran-
cisco or Portisnd. Import duties throw
Victoria off the Hst, and distance doea
iikewlss with San Francieco, Therefore
Portiland Is the natural harbor for the
enterprise. Beattle |s off the map of the
new project, because of the treatment that
city has offered it Mr. Rudd submitted
his proposal to the Seattie Chamber of
Commerce.

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LARGEST ON THE COAST,

New Tank Built by the Portinnd Gas
Company.

The large tank of the Portland Gas
Company, situsted on the corner of Thir-
teenth and Dsvis stréets, has been en-
tirely rebullt during the past few weeks
and now has double its former capacity

hands of a Clocinoat]l firm which makes
a speclalty of gas worle

The old -tank was adout 8 fest
high and 1 feet In dlameter,
end when It was up to Its
full helght had a capacity of 30,000 cublc
feet. It was supported by a anumber of
dirty yellow plilars, about i5 Inches
thick, and these combined with several
other disagreenble features of the tank
made a rather poor sight for the nelgh-
borhood.

The contranct was let to the Eastern
firm, and they immediately sent a force
of men West to commence operations.
The old pillars were completaly removed
and In thelr places was erected a stesl
mupport for the tank, 5 feet high, and
composed of small but strong girders and
rods. This suppoert is in four sections,
each naving & height of 30 feel, and In
far superior to the old one In every re-
spect.  The helght of the tank was in-
creased to 3 feet and after & new tank
of the aame size was made In the East
and shipped out here, the two were fitted
together by meann of a “telescope™ Joint,
80 that the totsl belght when full wili
be full T2 feet

This “telescope™ joint permits the tank
to operate precisely similar to a tele-
scope, 80 that when It is emptly the two
sections sink out of sight In the ground.
The jolnt is filled with water, and when
the tank rises all possible meana of es-
cape for the gas I8 cut off, for there Is
15 inches of Bull Run between it and
the outside alr,

The masonry work around the hase of
the tank on which the support stands
was built up W fest to sult the new con-
ditions, making the complets new wtruc-
tare over twice as high as the old It
will be the largest of any on the coast,
and over ¥ feet higher than the ons at
tht foot of Evereit street, which hns
heretofore been considered a pretty good-
sigod affair itself. As It siands today,
the tank holds over 6W.000 cublc feet, and
ft wifl be btut & matter of & few days
before It will have been entirely repaint-
od and resdy for use,

TITLE TO RIVER WATER.

Government Wants te Hnow Whe
Ownas It at Willamette Falls,

The new river and harbor act provides
that there shall be organized in the office
of the Chlef of Engineers a board of five
engineer oMicers, Lo whom shail be re-
ferred for consideration and recommenda-
tion all reports upon examination and sur-
veys provided for by Congress. and all
projects or changes in projects for works
af river und barbor improvement hereto-
fore or hereafter provided for. And the
bonrd ehall submit to the Chlef of Engl-
neers recommendations ss to the desira-
bility of commencing or continuing any
and all soprovements gpon which reporia
Rro required.”

The act alse provides that the Becretary
of War shall cause n preliminary exam-
Ination 19 be made of the cannl and locks
nt Oregon City, the report on which shall
bo reviewed by the board of engineers pre-
viously referred to. The language of the
sot telative to the Oregon City canal is
&s follows:

“The Secretary of War i= hereby author-
ized and directad to ascertain, through a
board of engineors or otherwise, and re-
port to the House, whether either the ae-
guisition of the present canasl and locks at
Wilinmette Falls, Oregon, or a construc-
tion of pew canal and locks by the
United States Government, and thelr op-
eration for the exclusive benefit of the
navigation of sald river, would, by with-
drawing the water of the Wiilametts Riv-
er from the channels In which they have
hern acrustomed to flow, op otherwise, In-
jure in & material manner the operations of
the manufacturing enterprises now In op-
eration or contemplnted at the falls of the
Willamette River. Also to aseertain,
througk the Department or Justice. or
otherwise, and report to Congress, wheth-
er the Portland General Electric Com-
pany, of Oregon, by virtue of 1ts owner-
ship of certaln real property at Willam-
etie Falls, in the Willamette River, Ore-
gon, has a legal, valil and exiating right
and title, a8 against the Tnited States,
for the full, fres and continued use of the
wuters of the Willamette River for the
use of the manufacturing enterprises now
located on thelr property, whether such
water ls needed for navigation ar not, and
if 0, what method would be pecessary on
the part of the United States Government
to acquire title to mach water for the pur-
pose of navigation and the measurs of
damsage it must pay to such company.”

Case fa the Municipal Court Which
Is of Interest to People Who
Eat Porlk.

Hogs, and the sigus which indicate
when they are unfit for human food,
formed the principal toples for discussion
in & caso heard yestetday before Muniei-
pal Judge Hogus, when E. Dimblatt, &
dealer in hoga, and having hie ranch near
Hlllsdale, was charged with exposing for
sile and offering for sale and dellvering
for human food certuin tainted, diseased
and bad meat—-the carcasses of two dis-
eascd hoge, The evidence showed that
Dimblatt’s son had left the hoga com-
plained of at Nash Bros’ butcher
shop, 47% Sixth etreet. Dimblat: was
found gulity and was fined $40. The evi-
denca also showed that disease has re-
cently broken out among hogas in and
around ranches at Hillsdale, and that for
some unknown resson thers are few hogs
In that locallty at the present time,

Dr. H. R, Blersdorf, who swore out the
warrant against Dimblatt, testified that
be visited Nash Bros' place Jiuy 233
and found two hogs thers that were un-
Nt for human food, “The hogs were on
a shelf when T first gaw them,” proceeded
the witness. *“The glands on the neck
were enlarged, and the hogs must have
had high fever when they were killed.
From the indications I saw In thess hogs,
1 should say that they had either auffered
from hog cholera or swine plague. They
were unfit for human feod, and persona
eating them would bhe apt to contract
typhold fever. The hoge were also In
poor physical condition, and one was very
lean. These conditions must have been
visible befors they were killed. The twd
kogs were taken to the City Crematory
and destroyed.”™

Dr. E. N. Hutchinson, veterinarian for
the United States loeal Bureau of Ani-
mal Industry, stated he had examined
the hogs complalned of, and was suTe
the hogs had suffered from what ls known
pa swine plague. *"They were in a weak,
fiabby condition,” =ald he. “Thers were
about W2 postules on the skin, outside,
wisible to the naked eye, nnd the muscles
were (oo easily separated.

“I
have been connectsd with the United
States Buresu of Animal Industry in this
city for five years,” went on the witness,
“and T inspect shipments of stock for the
Inter-state trade, 1 should Imagine that
the two hogs complained of were aick
from six to 10 days befora they were
killed."”

Joseph Nash testified that wns A&
partner in the fi'rm of N Broa,,
butchers. "I got five hogs from Mr.
Dimblatt July 2" atated the witnees, T
told him that I wanted to buy bogs, and
ke sald he had a few left, but that they
wers pretty thin, handly fit for market,
When 1 came to my shop In the morning
1 found five hogs hanging outside, I
supposed they were from Dimblatt, but
1 do not know who left them at my
place. Three of the hogs were fit for
food, but the two now compiained of 1
piaced In the back room, as I would not
aell them for food—they were too Poor,
When Dimblatt came later In the day,
I told him that the officers had been thers
before him, and he admitted that the two
hoge were too poor for the block. Ha
told me to give the two hogs to the
boneman.~if he ald pot come back for
them. "™

*“What beceme of the other three
hogs?" queried Deputy Clty Attorney
Fitzgerald

“1 pold them" admitted Nash. They
wers fit for food. They cost me 7 cents
per pound. 1 pald nothing for the two
hogs complained of.™

“Do your husiness books show what
the hogs cost you?™

*“Jt was an cash transaction, and I did
not make the entry In my books. My
opinfon is that the two hogs complained
of had not suffered from hog cholern,
put from starvation. That was all that
wna wrong with them. 1 saw no postules
on the ekin. The hogs wers pure.”
