NEW YORK, July M. — The funeral of
the late Chle! Rabbl Jacob Joseph, head
of the orthodox Hebrews of the Upited
Etntee. which was held bere today, Wi
the occasion of one of the mosiL remark-
able demonstrations ever withesed In
this eity, and led to & colllsion hetween
the musses of Jewish mourners and the
palice. The strects were packed with
thousands of Hebrews, the stores wers
goenerally closed, .and every point of
vantage Along the roule taken by the
funeral procession to the different ayna-
gogues was crowded. Directly in front
of the house where the body had been
iring I state for the last few davs, N
patrolmen kept the crowd from the en-
trance with difficulty, After the services
at the house, the body was taken to each
of the six synagogues om the East Side,
where brief services were held.

When the proceesion was passing the
printing press factory of R. Hoe & Com-
pany, on Grand street, on ils way to ibe
cemetery In Brooklyn, the employes 0OF
the factory emplied palls of waler from
the windows of an upper floor upom 1ihe
spectators massed upon the sidewalk,
Pall after pail, it i1» sald, was emptied on
the throng, which shouted and struggled
and stampeded (n valn to escape. Then
overalls and clothing soaked in waler
cam=a down from above, and even to0ks,
serape of steel, bottles and o desd cst

The angry populace, most of whom WeTe
Fichrews, retallated by throwing back
into the factory windows the misniies
that fell on them. They also gathersd
giones and sticks, and in o few minutes
there was scarcsly a whole pane of ginss
on the Grand-street side of the factory.

Then some one turned on a hose and
piayed It Indiscriminately all over the
funeral procession. At ome time an
many as five sireams were playing on
the crowids, The drivers of the mourning
carringes whipped up thelr horses, tram-
pling over citizens and the strongesr men
trampled women andl ehildren under foot
in thelr ¢fforte to escape.

The police. in the meantime, had taken
a hand in the trouble and were clubbing
the poople right and left. They were,
however, unabje to cope with the erowd,
and the Teserves of hall & dosen pre-
cinets were dispatched to the scene. 1t
wis more than half an hour before OraeT
was restored and the streets in the vicin-
tty of the factory cleared. A number of
arrests were made, among them being
eeveral employes of the Hoe Company.

Many persons were found about The
wtrebts bleeding from wounds on their
heads and other parts of their bodles.
Ambulances had been summoned In the
meantime and three responded. The aur-
geons were kept busy for some time
dressing thte wounds of the Injured. Bev.-
rral policemen also were Injured, re-
celving cuts and brules. Two men were
taken to the hospital, one of them having
sustained internal injuries and contusions
and the other sprained joge, Later in the
dny, the persons arrested were arraigned
in Pollce Court and fines of 5 and 0
wree imposed in several instances.

Bafl fecling I suld to exjst betwesn
some of the employes of the Hoe Com-
pany and the Hebrews residing in the
vejghboarhood, and this s sald to have
been the cause of the trouble, Herbert
How., of the oompany, made a statement
after the trouble was over, In which he
savs fighting was going on in the ranks
of the procession as It passed the fac-
tory: that some of those nttacked were
forced to the door of the office and thers
the ushtm continued, while missiies
throwp By the crowd broke many win.
dows of the factory. Then It wam EAYS
Mr. Hoe, that his employes tried to drive
the assailants back by hurling missiies
st them and finally turning water on the
crowd. He added that boys working in

the factory had been in the habit of
jeoring at the Hebrews, and he had tried
everything in his power to have the prac-
tics stopped, even discharging boys of
whom complaint was made.

After the riot had been quelled, the
funcral procession procesded to Brookiyn,
where the body of Rabbl Joseph was in-
terred. The funern] procession M4 not
reanch the cemetery, however, without in-
cldent. As it passed through a Brookiyn
gtreet some one threw n heavy block of
wood from the roof of a bullding Ints
the line of mourners. The Iatter hroke
through the police lines and ‘tried to get
tnto the buliding. Threats of clubbing
by the police finelly restored order.

NOT BRITISH POSSESSIONS.

Evgland Withdraws Clalm to Isl-
ands os Honduras Const.

NEW ORLEANS. July 3.—The steamer
Caopdor, which has arrived here from
Puerto Cortes., Honduras, brings the
news that the British Government has
withdrawn all clalm to soversignty over
the Bay Islands of Utilia, Ruatan. Bo-
nacen or Guanaja, Felna and Barbarat,
and acknowledged that they belong to
the Republic of Honduras.

Great Britaln's formal acknowledg-
ment was carried to the jslands by the
crulser Psyche, which salled from Ha-
vana under senled orders on July I
The British residents at Huatan were
assembled, and & proclamation was read
to them by the captaln of the Psyche,
declaring that under treaties made be-
tween Great Britaln and the TUnited
States In 1850, and with Honduras In 1860,
His Majesty's Government ocould no
longer regard the islands as a British
posseasion, and would henceforth with-
draw all exercised jurisdiction or cialm
to the allegiunce of the nhtives,
