The great Importance 'of .the action by
Iowa Republicans Is that It is by a con-

servative Republican state, one which has
two men in the Cabinet, with an influen-
tial Senator a leading member of the
finance committee, and with the Speaker
of the House. No other state will have
as much power in influencing legislation.
It Is true that neither Allison nor Hen-
derson favored the Iowa tariff plank, but
both are quick to obey the will of their
people, and both will feel compelled to
carry out the wishes of their Republican
constituents.

IIoyv tbe Latter Turned Hunter and
Chased the Red Man.

A retired officer of the Northwest

mounted police. Who took part in a Mis
souri buffalo run forty years ago, de-

scribes the Impression at the time as of an
earthquake.

Senator
Burrowa will have It that not a whisper
was heard about reciprocity while these
four discredited candidates were cam-
paigning for votes. If that Is true. She
people of Michigan are far less infatuated
with the beet than their Congressmen have
represented. Indeed, it might be Inferred
from what Senator Burrows says that they
are entirely apathetic in the matter.

IMPERIALIST IDEA.

Chamberlain Dilates on Xcvr Con-

ception of Britain's Destiny.

LONDON. Aug. L Colonial Secretary
Chamberlain made a stirring speech to-

night, when he and Lord Kitchener were
guests at a banquet given by the Grocers'
Company. After paying tributes to Lord
Mllner, British High Commissioner in
South Africa, and to Lord Kitchener. Sec-

retary Chamberlain dilated upon the new
conception of Imperial destiny, in which,
thanks to the South African War, he said,
ideas of kinship and mutual obligation had
been substituted for pride of posx?sslon
or huckstering calculation about profit and
losa The speaker said he foresaw in the
recognition of the newly acquired empire
more than a geographical expression. "We
hope' said he, "to make It a living entity
in which each party shall contribute to
the success and security of the whole."

Referring to the conference of Colonial
Premiers, the Colonial Secretary said the
end actuating all parties to this confer-
ence could effectively be reached through
Imperial defense or Imperial trade. He did
not suppose this ideal would be attained
all r.t once, but he said he believed the
conference would lead to a considerable
advance, and if this were so, he would
be content for the present. Mr. Chamber-
lain then paid a glowing tribute to the
colonies, nlthough he said he thought that
opinion on imperialism was now broader
at home than in the colonies themselves.

Tbe Kins on a Cruise.
COWES. Aug. 1. The King had an ex-

cellent night, and today the royal yacht
Victoria and Albert left for a cruise to
the eastward. His Majesty sat Jac on the
deck last evening, enjoying a minstrel
performance given by the yacht's crew.

The Prince and Princess of Wales
started for London this morning.

King Edward dally increases his walking
exercise, upon which his physicians no
longer place any restraint. There is now
no doubt that his Majesty will be strong
enough to undergo the coronation cere-
monies August 9. but In order to guard
against contingencies a special movablo
chair Is being prepared for his Majesty's
use should It be found necessary. The
King Is expected to remain on the royal
yacht at Cowes until the latest possible
moment Friday, the Sth, if this Is possible,
but he may come to London Thursday.
His Majesty Is In excellent spirits and
greatly enjoyed his seven-ho- cruise to
Brighton and back today.

Cotton Situation at Manchester.

wait to see what effect the forthcoming
holidays will have in reducing the output
of cotton before adopting artificial steps
to that end. The latter course had been
recommended In order to meet the Amer-
ican action In raising the price of the
raw material. The committee believed,
however, that the August holidays would
considerably decrease the output.

Lord Kitchener
will be present at this audience, and prob-
ably Lord Roberts, Commander-In-Chlc- f of
the forces.

THE SLEEPING SICKNESS.
Fatal .Malady Common In Villages

of tbe Congo.
New York Sun.

The British Government is Investigating
a mysterious disease, which was first ob-
served about 15 years ago In native vil-
lages along the Congo, known as the
sleeping sickness. The cause of the mal-
ady Is not understood, nor has a cure
been discovered. White men seem to be
safe from its attacks, but the victims
among the natives are numbered by many
thousands. Stanley lived for five years
on the Congo and never heard of the dis-
ease, which began to attract attention
'some years after he had founded his sta
tlons along the river. The malady has
been gradually spreading eastward until It
has reached the British territory of Ugan
da, where several thousand natives have
died of it within the past year. The com-
mission sent out by the British Govern,
ment will study the disease in that region,
The malady is painless, but usually fatal,
The only symptom apparent to the medi
cal missionary Is an Irresistible Impulse to
sleep. The patient may go to sleep in
the midst of a conversation or while he is
eating his dinner. This unnatural slum-
ber does not refresh him, but he slowly
grows weaker. The periods of sleep be-
come more frequent and of longer dura-
tion, and the patient usually dies In one
of them.
