At frequent intervals since July I, have
been greatly exaggerated. It is an un-
deniable fact that the number o¢f earth-
guzkes has been unprecedented, apd some
of them more or Jess severe, but as o the
reports of great fssures in the earth,
uphkeavals of the earth and similar stofcs
of havee wrought, it 4 only charfiable to
say that they are untrue. Within the
limits of Los Alamos the properly damags
will mot exceed $4000,

SBevernl slight shooks wers expericnoed
today, but no damage beyond further dis-
maying the inhabitants of this littie town
resulted. Shortly after § o'clock this
morning there were (wo. Several
bulldings not already destroyed were bad-
I¥ cracked, one immense structure belong-
ing to Juan Careags, a short distance from
Low Alamon, being turned partly around
on ite foundation. A few minutes pust 11
o'ciock todny two more shucks cocurred.
The grammar school bullding was badly
damaged. Flastering waa knocked from
the wolls and the interior filled with de-
bris, desks, chalrx, biackboards, the
furniture being thrown to the center of
the room in & great heap.

Newspaper correspotidenits from all sec-
tiong of the state have flocked to Los
Alzsmos, and the town has about as many
newwpaper and sclentific people as resi-
dent Inbabitants,

FPeople from Lompoc and outlying dles-
tricls have reached Los Alamos with
stories of havoc in the hille. A greal
landslide, carrying down hundreds of
tons of earth, occurred near the Hoover
rancho. The road from Lompoc Was
buried for 0 feet. Ae far as the ¢ye can
peach from this grade there are white
spots on the mountain sides, indicating
where hige boulders were sent thunder-
ing down to the valleys,

John H, Drum, a mountain farmer, re-
ports a road-destroying landslide In Drum
Cunvon, The faces of the hllls are
charged with polses which Drum  de-
scrites a® the most terrifylng sounds he
ever homrd.

The ol wells around the town of Los
Alamos erem not to bave puffered. The
Carcugn wells, owned by Los Angdles
capitnilste mre lochated five miles from
bere, and fears for them flled the minds
of all as the selamic disturbances in-
ereunssd.  The casing of the weils, 39 In
number, are almost XN00 feet into the
earth, et not & well has yet been In-
Jured,

Since tho beglnning of the egribquake
shocks the temperature here has been
most onppressive, as much heat’ appar.
ently coming from the ecarth ps from
the sun, which, for the most part of the
time, hes heen shining brightly.

Misa Mamie Laeslie, in charge of the
telephone office here, hus remalned at hor
post, although her family has sought a
pisce of greater gmafety. She Is the
duughter of a prominent awmtorney,

Profeanor Larkin, of Mount Low Ob-
eervatary, arrived at Loas Alamos this
evening Over the telephone he stated
the disturbances are of a nature known
a3 oscillatory carthguakes, and =nre of
a common nature. He mays It s
quite probable they are due to the sud-
don  displacemont of Immense beds of
ganes, seven or elght miles beneath the
carfuce of the earth. While the country
nhout Los Alamow gives evidence of once
having been the spens of grest voleanle
action, he observes nothing to indleata
that another calamity of that naturs s
ilkely to oocur.

PROTEST ON THE MERGER

SALEM WOULD DISSOLVE THE EU-
GENE ALLIANCE,

In-American to Amsociate Chureh
and State—Copital Jonrnal Makes
Capstic Comment on Relation.

SALEM. Aug 1—(Special)—Great inter-
est has bren taken in the discussion
which hax been golng on through the
preas regurding. the guestionable rola-
tionship which has been shown to exist
between the Eugene Divinity Behool and
the Swute University. Many are sur-
prised to Jearn that the two schools are
so closely associated. Practically all are
sgreed that the free discupsion of the
matier will results in genernl good by in-
forming the people of the conditioms that
nctually exizt, yet the Jarge majority of
thoee who take an Interest In the diacus.
sion prefer not to expreas thelr views
through the press on one sitle ar the
other.

There are those who believe that deels-
ive sctlon shouid be taken at once to
sover the reiations which now exist be-
tween Lhe two institutions. The Capltal
Journal in a vigorous editorial this even-
ing takes this view, saying that the ob-
Jections which have been ralsed are weil
founded and that the practice condemned
s in direct violation of the lawa 1In
apeaking of the managers of the Divinity
School, the Journal editorixily ssya:

What 12 & silll more remarkshie admimion
of their un-Ameriean attitude is the rxcilement
thet prevalls when the matier i3 even referred
to in the publle press The regentis
should fire the professors who permit thelr
mames to be used (0 boom any particuiar brand
of theclogy, The Goverpor ahould fire the re-
Fraie who sanction it

There nre others who believe that it Is
proper for divinity students to be enrollied
as atudents in the unirersity, but they
question the polley of allowing the merger
of courses of study which now existe.
Even those who belleve the Divinity
Echool should be permitted to require
part of its studles to be taken In the uni-
varsity are of the opinion that In other
respects the state bas gome too far In
niding the Divinity Bchool. The practies
of allowing univeraity professors to Jde-
llver courses of lectures in the Divinity
Bchool in quite generslly criticlsed and
few, If any, defend It

Attention has also been called through
this discussion to an act of the Legia-
inture which makes the surprising deciar.
ation that'it will be for the public pood
for the Eugene Divinity S8chon! to confer
hiblical #nd theologicml degrees, Al-
though the' Eugene Divinity School could,
without special authority of law, equfier
it theological degrees, the Legilalature of
158 passed an act which ready as follows:

Ba 1t enacted by the Leginiativé Assembly of
the State of Oregon:

That bhereafier it shall be lawful for the
Bugene Diviaity School, & corporation duly
organized and existing under the laws of the
flate of Oregon, and located at Eungens in sald
state, to confer upon the students of sald inet)-
tutien suck bibllcal and theslegical degress
ond diplommas aa the trustees of sald corpom-
tion may from time to time think fit and prop-
er, In cartying ints eflect and operation the
ohjects of lts charter.

The degross and diplomas which may be con.
ferred wpon i1 students shall be detormined by
the trustees therenf, and shall bs conferred at

time such students shall have compleled,
i\ a manner satisfactory to the teachers or
faculty of said sohool the course of windy pre-
scribed therwin @ entitie one to such degree or
diploma.

Innsmuach as sald institution has emtered upon
the work specified In Its articles of incerpora-
tion. and now has & jarge number of students
pursuing the oourse of study prescribed in sald
school, and wishes to confer upos such wu-
dents as feay be entitled, mwmu
of this acl. certain biblionl and theologt
greea and diplomas, te be umm in tln
manner provided In sectlon 2 of this act. and
inasmuch aa the conferring of such degrees and
diplomaa will be for the public good and will
ervatly aid and facilitate the bensfits of sald
school to the sinte Al large, this sct shall be
in force and effect from and after fts spproval
by the Governos.

It therefore appears that ths Eugens
Divinity Bchool has a course of study,
part of which must be taken In the State
University; that parti of the divinity lee-
ture courses are given by university pro-
fessors and that the biblical degrees are
conferred by special auuwru.r 6f the
Biato of Oregon.

The objection most gonerally heard
against the close relationship of the Df-
vinity School and the unlversity s nol on
pecount of any particular injury or bur-
den that arises therefrom, but on account
of the un-American attitude and tendency
of such relationship and the great danger
that the church school will gradusily
pecure closer connection with the state
schonl. It has been remarked by many
prominent men that public discassion of
the matter will check any such tendency
and keep the authorities on thelr guard
agalpst Intrusion. Probably no one ad-
vantage the Divinity Bchool people have
secured would cause adverse comment,
but, as one man sald today, the Divinity
Bchool has recelved such varied recognl.
tion and assistance by the state that It Is
time a hait should be called and all ques-
tionnble relntionship broken.

N0 CAUSE FOR COMPLAINT.

Willlam Beattie Upholds the I'res-
ent Slteation.
