Fdrecast
Official Beals has sighted a cool spell
coming, but It is coming in a very uncer-
tain way. He compares It to a train run-
ning wild, and says that it will be im-
possible for him to tell Just how soon It
will be here, but he feels sure that It will
make Its presence felt within a few days..

Wednesdav was borne by the people in
an admirable way, as they thought that,
like some of the other hot days, it would
be followed by a cool one. and that they
had only to be patient and wait for relief.
When, however, early this morning the
thermometer began to reach a higher
scale than It had at the same time the
day before, all the prophets were sure that
they were In for it again, and all patlenco
was lost.

CHURCH CALLS A PASTOR

A. J. MONTGOMERY TO BE THIRD
PRESBYTERIAN MINISTER,

Oregon City Man Chosen to Fill Va-

cancy Caused by Resignation of
Rev. Robert McLean.

At a congregational meet-
ing of the members of the Third Presby-
terian Church. East Side, held in that
church last night, the resignation of Rev.
Robert McLean, the pastor, was received
and accepted, and a unanimous call was
extended to Rev. Robert Andrew J.
Montgomery, of the Oregon City Presby-
terian Church.

Rev. Mr. McLean opened the 'meeting
with devotional exercises, after which he
made a brief statement of the work that
had been accomplished by the Third
Church since he came three and a half
years ago. He then submitted his resig-
nation in order to permit him to go Porto
Rico to be superintendent of Presby-
terian missions under the direction of tho
Home Mission Board. Mr. McLean then
Invited Rev. William Travis to moderate
the meeting, and left the meeting to
act as it saw proper.

Mr. Travis said the congregational
meeting was to act on the resignation of
Mr. McLean, and to Invite another pastor
to tako up the work. He spoke of the
importance of the action to be taken.
It was then moved and carried that the
resignation of Mr. McLean be accepted
Before It was put a number of short talks
were made expressive of the high regard
the church entertained for the retiring
pastor. Walter Johnson read resolutions
commending Mr. McLean's work since
he became pastor of the Third Church.
The resolutions were adopted unanimous-
ly as an expression of the sentiment of
the members. It was ordered that a copy
of the resolutions be forwarded to the
Portland Presbytery, the family of Mr.
McLean and that one be filed with the
records of the church.

The question of calling another pastor
then came up. Wilson Beneflel spoke of
the need of prompt action in securing
a man to take up the work left by the
retiring pastor. He moved that a call be
extended Rev. Andrew J. Montgomery,
of Oregon City. Remarks were made by
Beveral others, all heartily Indorsing the
motion. Mr. Travis told what he knew
of Mr. Montgomery's work in Oregon,
and Rev. W. S. Holt made a telling
address, commencing the action to call
Mr. Montgomery, whom he said was one
of the most faithful and ablest Presby-
terians In the state, and remarked that
the Third Church could not possibly
make a mistake In extending a call to
Mr. Montgomery. The motion was car-
ried unlnamously.

The session was instructed to ask thepresbytery to dissolve the pastoral re-
lations of the church with Mr. McLean,
and all the officers were Instructed to
sign the call to Mr. Montgomery.

WANDERED AWAY.
Younjr Man "Who Failed to Get

v Through Theological Coarse.
NEW YORK, Aug. 7. Wllberforce Og-de- n,

21 years old, son of William Ogden,
a prominent New York business man, has
been missing from his father's home In
Chatham. N. J., since Monday. Night and
day parties of friends have searched the
country for him, watching every road
dragging the Passaic River and near-b- y

poads and even fighting their way through
the wilderness of the great swamp near
Chatham.

Several months ago Ogden returned
from a Vermont Theological Seminary,
where he was studying for tho ministry,
broken in health.

CUSTOM DUTY BUT ONCE.
Xew Ruling Touching Admission of

Foreign Manufactures.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 7. Secretary

Shaw Is making close and critical study
of the practices of the Treasury Depart-
ment along a number of lines, and Is de-
termined to institute reforms where Jus-
tice or good business principles seem to
require them.

He made an Important ruling today rel-
ative to the to this country
of articles of foreign production which
had once been Imported and duty paid
thereon at the timo of original importa-
tion. After careful consideration the
secretary has decided that the privilege
of free may bo properly accorded
to all articles of foreign manufacture or
production under proper safeguards for
the protection of the revenues, provided
the articles so admitted shall not have
been advanced in value or Improved in
condition while abroad. The articles
should be registered with full description
at the Custom-Hous- e on exportation and
a certificate issued to the owner, and on
their return they must be fully identified
as the articles exported. The secretary
has issued Instructions to the Collector of
Customs at New York In accordance with
this decision.

Heretofore the department has held that
no matter how many times an article of
foreign manufacture was brought Into
this country It must pay duty each time,

MORGAN'S OFFER ACCEPTED.

British Government Will Have a
Claim on All His Ships.

LONDON, Aug. 7. Replying In the
House of Commons today to a request of
Lord Charles Beresford for assurance that
no binding agreement would be concluded
between the government and the special
commission without the agreement being
approved by Parliament, the Premier, A.
J. Balfour, said:

"I do not think It possible to negotiate
on this or any other subject If the pro-
posed terms are to be publicly discussed
before the government has agreed to
them. The government, however. Is most
anxious to take the House Into Its confi-
dence at the earliest possible moment."

Mr. Balfour's reply has particular In-

terest, as Belfast dispatches today an-
nounce that the government accepted J.
P. Morgan's offer to give the admiralty a
claim on all the combine's ships. As evi-

dence
of

of acceptance, It Is stated that the
government has chartered the Corlnthlc,
the first ship built for the combine, which
has Just been completed at the Harland-Wo- lf

shipyards. of
Inquiries made by the Associated Press

show that the belief Is general that J. P.
Morgan's offer practically has been ac-

cepted
32

by the government. The Belfast
dispatch may slightly anticipate the tech-
nicalities required to close the agreement,
or may not allow for changes Inserted
since tho offer was originally made, but
there appears to be little doubt that the
spirit of the scheme Is acceptable to the
Cabinet. J. P. Morgan & Co., when asked
concerning the agreement, made the same
noncommittal answer as Premier Balfour.

MOHICAX OVERDUE AGAIX.

Ancient Training-Shi- p Is Ont About
Three AVeeks From Honolulu.

The United States training-shi- p Mohican
is'now out about three weeks from Hono-
lulu, for Bremerton, on Puget Sound, and
unless she shows up within a few days
will again be with the overdues, wnere
she has a chronic habit of lodging.

The Mohican Is manned by naval ap-

prentices. She left San Francisco about
nine months ago, and after a cruise down
the Coast, sailed across tho Pacific and
called at several of the Japanese ports.
About three months ago she started from
Yokohama for Honolulu, and after she
had been at sea for about six weeks and
nothing had been heard of her some anx-
iety began to be felt for the old vessel
and her crew. The news came from
Dutch Harbor, away up in the Behrlng
Sea, that the vessel had put In there
short of coal and provisions. Adverse
winds had driven her far out of her
course. She took on what supplies she
needed and could procure at the northern
port, and, followed by breezes from the
Arctic, she made the Island harbor in
fair time.
