Portland outplayed Tacoma In all de-

partments yesterday, and won the third
game of the aeries with a crippled team.
Everything was easy sailing for the lo-

cate until the seventh, when Manager
Vlgneur had his finger split to the bone
and was forced to retire at the most crit-
ical point of the game. When the Port-
land catcher was forced to quit the game,
Tacoma had scored one run In the inning,
and had three men onthe bases with no-

body out It was feared that the acci-
dent would lose the jame for Portland,
but Van Buren was brought In from cen-

ter field and placed behind the bat, while
Witbeck went out to the field. The boys
stood the change well and retired the
side after two more runs had been added.
The accident to Vlgneux will probably
keep the Portland catcher out of the
game for a week or two. Besides this,
the locals entered the contest without
First Baseman Weed, who had a lame
shoulder and was unable to play. Harri
was put on first base and Cunningham
placed In right field.

George Engle lead Portland from the
elab. and for five Innings not a Tiger
connected with the ball for a safe hit,
although a run was scored. Xagle got

The writer declares that he found the
Americans marvelously, almost uncannily.

A prac-
tical lesson for Germany, he continues. Is
to give free play to economic forces? to
reduce government meddling; to remove
prejudices against Innovations, and to In
troduce the best features of the American
trust eschewing capitalization promises.

HEALTH IN PHILIPPINES.
IIotv Files Carry Infection Sickness

Axnonsr Troops.
. WASHINGTON, Aug. 7. Surgeon-Gener-

Forewood today received a report
from Lieutenant-Colon- el Harvy. chief sur-
geon of the Division of tho Philippines,
giving a detailed account of tho health of
the troops In those islands for the month
ended June 15 last. The report shows a
considerable increase In percentage of sick
as compared with the previous month. In
tho South Pblllplpnes sickness has in
creased In quarters, station hospital, and
department hospital, but tho report says
the reason for this cannot be indicated at
this time.

Cholera has attacked two officers and 62
Americans and one native soldier. Most
of these cases occurred at Laguna and
Batangas. The cause In the majority of
Instances has been the drinking of Infect
ed water, and a few cases were due to
food contaminated either by handling or
by flies. Outside of Manila a total of 5967
cases have been reported, with 4290 deaths.
In tho city thero have been 13b0 cases
with 1100 deaths:

The report says the people In the small
towns are very Ignorant They consider
cholera a visitation, of Providence, and
cannot be Iriduced to take proper precau
tionary measures.

During the month covered by the report
the total sick was 2265, being 7 per cent
of the command present 31,050 and during
the same period there were 79 deaths. In
