ON THE LIFE OF JOB.

Fresident Coleman Preaches at Tay-
Jor-Street Charch.

At Taylor-Street Church last evening
President J. H. Coleman, of Willamette
Uniwversity, occupled the puipit. He took
his text from the first verse of the first
chapter of Job, Treating Job as the type
of the consclentiously good man, he pro-
cosded to outline his life, and 1ald spacisl
emphasis on those points in his conduct
which led to bis temptation by Batan
President Coléman In the course of his
sermon took occasion to comment on the
conduct of Job's wife. “No creature
known s g0 muoch ke the Creator as a
woman,” he sald. “In virtue, in purity,
in tenderness, in her belief In the poasi-
bility of reciaiming the o#t aban-
doned soul, she la ke to himself.
But, alas for Job, his wife was no such
woman, She sald, ‘Curse God and dlel' ™

In passing rapidly over the periesa of
temptations, the doctor remarkasd that the
man who never got thoroughly angry,
whose indignation did not burn sometimes
at wrongdolng and oppression, belled his
God. “If God's salnta grew angry often-
er,” he sald, “this worid within 10 years
would be greatly bettered.’

In concluding he drew two lessons from
the life of Job. First, that no maf cas
escape the test; God wishes to know who
we are, what we are, and how much we
can endure. Becond, God, if we stand the
test, will give us twice what we lose in
the test. And especially and always to
be remembered, no matter how far down
you are, there Is time to recover.

HARM IN THE WIND

If It Springs Up Sharply For-
est Fire Will Spread.

MILWAUKIE FIGHT IS STILL ON

Organized Crew Does Vallant Work,
but Flames Rage, and May
Simply Barn Thems
selves Oub

The forest fire is still raging In the gract
¢! timber belonging to the Waverly Golf
Club, near Milwaukie, and at & late hour
lsst night was as far from belng under
control as At any time previcusly. About
% men are still fighting the blase but do
not seem to check its prggreas. The Mik.
waukie people have become fearful lest a
southerly wind should sapring up, when it
would be with the utmost difficuity that
they could save thelr property from the
fire, and iast night moat.of them had meén
stationed to guard their places. The flames
have gainad such a strong hold where they
are that no effort isn being made to ex-
Unguish them, the only hope belng now Lo
confine the fire to its present limita

About the only danger now seemn to be
that 2 north or south wind will spring up,
Little or no further herm can be done
from an sast or west wind., It s but a
short distance further from the fre to
the river, and a westerly wind would drive
it to the river bank and here it would
have to stop,  To the east the (Imber hag
gli been burned, and there is Hitle fear
of It burning back over the same ground
To the narth, bowever, are the golf links
and Sellwood, and to the south Milwatukes
and If the wind should blow in either di-
rection there would be much damage. Yes-
terday a light breese Liew for a time d-
rectly toward Milwankie, and no litile
alarm was cansed. The people there did
not know when it would strengthen Into
o strong wind, and well they kuew the
dangers 1f 1t did,

The extent of the fire yesterady was Dot
much greater than (t was on the day be-
fore, although it had galned some hend-
way toward the south. It was still biaz-
ing fercely, however, and only by the
sirongest offorts were the men able to
kesp it from spreading rapidly, The maln
part of thelr work was digging trenches
around the buming area and sattempling
to keep the fire [rom crossing these
trenches. This was hard to 4o, and often
it loocked as If It would again get away
in spité of them. This same plan was

pursued when the fire @Orst broke
oul, and at ome tme It Jooked
as I they bhad It under control,

After the wind sprang up, however, the
trenohes orf even the wide wagon roads
would not stop the speed of the Names, and
ail of their work proved to be of no vall,
They Now expect sgaln to try the same
tactios, and If they are fortunate enough
to have no wind, or even 4 wind that
blowz In the right direction for a time,
they hope to be able to have it under con-
troil within a day or »0.

The men who worked yesterday were at
work also last gight, and today they will
be relleved by & new crew, Thes maln
trouble with the fire seems to be that
enough men cannot be had with which to
fight 1L If It could be completely surround-
¢d so that whenever the blaze started to
run through the dry grass from one tree
to ancther It could be promptiy whipped
oul, it would pever get beyond its present
bounds, provided thére was not & wind to
blow the sparks and burning missiles, and
sontter them whets they could not be
renched,

ANOTHER BIG BRAUSH FIRE.
Raglog in the Tract RBetween High-
land and Sanderiand Road.

A fierce fire is raging among the brush
in a tract sbout 4 mile square between
Highland and the Sunderland road, and
north of Thompson street, aml East Ir.
vington, endangering many homes, Untly
mtrict Bugineer Holden went out to the
burning district yesterday aftermoon and
made (nvestigation, the- residents were
not aware that there was danger, and were
doing mnothing to protect thelr homes
agalnst possible destruction. . There fs a
very large tract of underbrush that was
burned off two years ago, but it has agnin
beenn ocovered with brush, now dry and
highly combustible.

Disirict Engineer Holden first went east
of Highland, whers he saw smoke, and
saw that the fire hed already spread over
a large area In all directions, end was
epreading then toward the houses east of
the cast end of Prescolt street, Out in
that neighborhood are many cottages In
among the brush and dry graes, that were
in danger.

It waa found that the fire was not only
being carried by the wind, but was burn-
ing agninst the wind, Holden instructed
miAny of the residents that thelr homes
wers In conslderable danger, and advieed
them to back-fire. He told them thag
they could nol depend on the Highland
chemical 1o check the progress of the fires
in the brosh, and It would be Uttle help
phould their houses catch.  Some went to
work and started back fires, and In this
way will protest thelr homes. Thers I8
no telling what damage this fire may do
should a high wiad come up. It wouid
likely be carried towand the bunch of
bouses enst of Highland,

The district Englneer also went out to
the eamern end of Thompeon street, where
1nere Is one large, fine dwelling, and where
B new house |s under construction, He
warnsd the owners of possible danger,
should the fire in the tract to the north-
woard be carried southward through the
thick brush. The owner of the new housg
Wirency had taken steps o protect his
property. Tlere 18 no checking this fire,
It has already spread over more than 70
acres, and will surely burn ltself out, as It
4id two years ago, There are many new
dwellings scattered around"to the south
cf the burning area that may be more or
jesa endlangered, and it would be well for
the residents to protect themselves agalnst
the possible spread of fire In their direc-
tion, There is no large timbBer in the tracy
where the fire In locatéd or In the sur-
roundings, but there is much dry brush
tnd grasses, which burn with great
raplalty.

Fire In the Ladd Traect.

Fire started up in the dry grass In a
cross strest In the southwest corner of
the Ladd tmect, on Hawthorne avenve,
yésteniay evering. There was no danger
from !t, but an alarm was turned In, and
the East Side fepartmesnt turned out.
