The fine Gresham guartet, called Muits-
Aurdy, composed of Rev, C. A Nutley,
Willlam Cathey, Clnrence Cathey and
Fred Conley, then gave gaveral seiactions,
when Mr. Coulter was introdoeced.

Rev. Frank E Couiter's Address.

Mr. Coulter spoke on the *Economic
Valve of Optimism,™ and although he oC-
cupled considerably over an hour he was
listened to with the closcst attention by
an sudlence which extended from the
piatform for a distance of 1 feet, He
reviewed at length the labor question, and
scored Mr. Gompers, who recently spoke
In Portland, for not touching on the vital
part of the subject. All the way through
Mr. Coulter appealed for brosder consdil-
eration of the lubor and capltallst gues-
tion, and strongly urged workingmen to
be governed hy sound judgment and pure
optimism. He was frequently Interrupted
by applause. In part he sald:

“In addressing an sudience of G. A. R.
veterans and thelr friends, I am reo-
minded that I must necds be practical
if 1T would be worth while, Yoo old svl-
dlers have doubtless ocb=crved the im-
menss revolutionary change which the
rebellion Inaugurated in the affairs of
men. 1 think it not too much to say that
the struggie, in its othical and sconomionl
effects, was the fulfiilment of the proph-
ety of the end of the world and the
crestion of & new sarth, We now Uve In
a new dndustrial heaven which 8 the
awnkening of the masses to the Divine
optimism nnd esconomilc power of ool
lective endenvor.

“It 4 & great truth that the ground
work of all reform is the mental and
spirites] atttude of the reformer. So I8
is that & natlon struggling as one man for
the liberty of another persecuted fellow-
being has been the spiritual causs of o
new mantal attitude toward economio co-
operation. We have st last discovered,
s in o glass, Jdarkly) the economio
power of the commandment, *“Thou shuit
Jove thy neighbor as thy s«If.* The bat-
tie is on, but no longer waged wihth the
reliea of barbarism, the torch, the clubd,
The batile, u spiritonl one, in raging be-
tween confldence, fnith, energy and op-
timiam on one hand and fear, distrust
Jralousy and pessimism on the other, with
victory alWays on the banner of optimism

“This & the modern spirit, as It were,
8 large, fullchested brosd-browed man of
affuirs who finds his lfe's character In
bumor, veracity, enterprise, charity snd
success, while over against Him stands the
thin, gloomy specter of & dead past. whin-
ing bresuse the universe does not stop
and let 1t catch up,

“"What is this talk wo hear about envi-
ronment, which seems true, but l= not?
The victory is not to the pampersd and
fortunate, dbut to the detormined and en-
ergetic. We seo every day in the life his-
tory of brothers and sisters the fallure
of one and the success of the other. Yet
they had exnctly the same environment,
&nd should have made the same record If
environment counts for anything “Tis the
ol story of optimism versus pessimism.

“Like the Oregon ploncer who neither
wanted to go to Beaven or hell because
Ol8 Yemhill sulted him well enough, so
it ip with the men and women of toSny
who are too occupied with business and
attention upon the moral and econvmicnl
obligations they heve taken upon them-
seives to' be awars of the ‘scare heads'
and bogle enemies conjured up by fear-
ing minds, They find themsolves victore
jous, while those who nurse fear and in-
decislon and see specters of envy end
malics, dlacover nothing but fallure and

The memberas present explained that no
report bad been made of these changes
until it was asked for, Mayor Willlams
snid that a0 far as he was concerned
he had advocated that no man be die-
charged who was reliadle‘and abie to per-
forma the work nssigned to him Some
men had been lald off beoause there wWas
no work for them to 4o, and the report
showed that some memn'had reaigned. The
Mayor called attention' 't nk Cassidy,
a man with one arm, who_has been work-
Ing in the strest-cleaning department for
four months. He zald thls man had ex-
cited his sympathy. He bad nine ehll-
dren and Cuaslidy sald bhe could shovel
dirt into & wagon, although it was hard
work for him t9 ¢do 0. The Mayor stated
that they were not running an ecleemosy-
nary Institution, and had suggested that
ull unfit men be weeded out; but he
thought the case of Cassidy was a de-
seTving one.

Mr. Cogwwell stated that the former
Board of Public Works had adopted a
resolution sutherizing the superintendent
of the strest-clsaning force to empioy
and discharge men, and the present su-
perintendent seemed to thiok the resolu-
tion applied to him,

Mayor Willlama sald tho euperintendent
Liad the right 10 appolnt men subject Lo
the approval of the board

Referring to Cassidy, Mr. MacMaster
eald: *“If we employ this lame man, it
wili open the door for smployment of otl-
era of the same kind.™

The Mayor replied: It does pot neces-
sarlly follow thatC there will be others
1 have pefused to recommend the ap-
point of men to these positions, except
when they are able-bodied. This seems
to me to be an exceptional case. ¥ie is
able-bodied and strong, save that he bas
only one arm. He bhas nine chiMren and
an invelld wife and has been working In
the department now for four months'™

Mr. MucMaster asked If Cassidy lost
his srm in the ssrvice, and was informed
that he 414 mot. Mr. MacMaster pro-
cecded to say that Cassldy would set the
puce for the gang in which bhe worked,
which wouid be glow, and would keep
the others back. They ought not to have
& man who could not keep up.

Richard Willame expresied himself as
uncertain as to whether It wus proper
to emplay any but able-bodled men. He
sajd further that the puperintendent of
the strect-cleaning and sprinkilng de-
partment s held  responsible for 1the
amount of work done, and onght to have
power to dlschatge men. For example, if
& man got drunk while at work or
brought in kis wngon In bad shape.

“*But he should report to the board,™ Mr.
Cogzwell replied. Mr. Cogewell intro-
duced a Tesolution providing that the
superintendent report within two days
the nams of men discharged, and the
reason for their removal, and also the
names of men employed by PMm and by
whom recomeacrded. The resolution was
ndopted.

CABLE TERMS DON'T SUIT

The Pacific Orient Line Will Make
Counter Proposition te Roosevelt,

NEW YORK. Aug. 12—Geotge W.
Clapperton, traffic manager for the Com-
mercial Paclfic Cable Company, says, ac-
cording to the Times, that the company
fe not esatisfled with the conditiones im-
posed In the memorandum made public
Baturday by President Roosovelt regard-
Ing the laying of the cable between San
Francisco #nd the Phillppines and China,
and adds that a reply to the President's
terms will be made In & few days. Mr.
Clapperion was not prepared to say what
the company's reply would be, but inti-
msated that it would be In the nature of a
counter proposition, embodying certain
modifications of the Adminietration’s pro-
posaia

One of the chief points over which the
company is dlssatisfled |s that referving
to the control of the Hne by the Govern-
ment in time of war or war is threatened,
because, In the terms submitted by the
Presldent, no compensation is provided
for. In regard to other clauses the com-
pany ia dispoeed to meet the withes of
the Presilent, with a few minor changes
In detall.

A draft embodying the company’'s vari-
ous objections to the clauses alded by
the President to the proposed contract
has been drawn up by the company's
counsel, Willlam W. Cook, and has been
cabled to the company's executives, now
in London, Clarence H. Mackay and
George W. Ward. On receiph of thelr
reply & communication will be addressed
to the President,

Opinion at Mome Generally Centers
Upon Bishop Farley.

NEW YORK, Aug. 13—Among the
passengers who arrived today on the
steamer Hohenzollern from Naples was
Rt.

Woodford Talks of Hia Trip to Japan

NEW YOHRK, Aug. 12—General Btuan
L. Woodford, ex-Minister to Spaln,
has returmed to his home here after a
trip through Japan. In speaking of this
trip the General says:

“What moat impressed me there was the
really brave attempt that s being made
to ralse the standard of education among
the people, particularly among {he women.
The public school eyetem s extensive,
embrucing schools of all grades, from the
kindergartens up to the two imperial uni-
versities at Tokio and Kiloto, The Em-
preas has established a special Institution
tor girls st Toklo, known as the Peerces
school, where the dsughters of the no-
bility, of high government officials and of
officera of ths army and navy are edu-
cated. Among the professors in the uni-
verities are several graduates of Har-
vard and Yale.

"The Japaness are a wonderful people.
Compared with the rest of Asla, Japan s
almost immeasurably in edvance. Her
peoplo are clean, polite and industrious,
and Indicate that Japan !a certainly to
be at the front in the development of the
new Orient.” L
