X0 MORE FAVORS TO TAXPAYERS.

County Court Cnnnot Extend Time of
Delingueney Under New Law.

BALEM, Aug. 1—{Bpeclal)=Under the
new law for the collection of taxes, un-
paid taxes become dellngquent after the
first Monday in October. The County
Courte have absolutely no jurisdiction in
Jdlie premilses, und do mot have the right
to extend for & day the time for the
collection of any delinquent taxes. Under
the old Inw regulating the collection of
tuxen they becume delinguent after April
1 but the County Court had the muthor-
ity to meke such extension of the time
in whirhh to make the collections as wWas
deemed proper. But the County Court
bas no power to 2¢t In this relation under
thd new law, and toxes will booome de-
Ynguent after the first Monday In Octo-
ber.

Section M of the law now In operation
provides as fallows:

maining half sball be delipguenmt, and, be-
L the pennlty, interest (herson shall be
charged atd oollected nt the rate of 12 per
oent per gomum fooen  the flewt Monday In
Aprll proteding: and upon ail delingoent taxes
there shr}] bw collested from the lazpayer of
such tzzes, for the bemefit of the county, 10
Ppor ovmt &8 penally, end for the benefit of
the county ar otler public corporation which
sball hive an interest In any portion of such
tazen, interest at the rate of IR per cemt per
annymre on shich taxveg from the day on whjch
they bLecime delimgurnt unti]l thelr payment,
eic.

Sectibn 19 of the same art treats with
the dellnguent roll and prescribes when
end in what manber it shall b¢ made,
It s es follows:

If any ‘of the taxes meotiooed fn the roll
ehall raqouln uppald, and the Bheril shall Lo
unabie 4o collett the same, be whall Immedi-
atvly after the Brut Mopday of October ex-
tend the amount of the tax o each srveral
parcel of real property. and upon the personal
Property Assessed to onch individudl, in & col-
umn provided for such purposss on the lax
roil, headed delinguent, and shall retorm such
yoll, togeiber with o stutement compiled there-
from, and enterdd thercom showing the total
amount of faxes colleoted, the total amount
of double mssesemmnta, and other errom, ofr.

Subseguent sections of the act provide
that after the examination by the County
Clerk of the roll and when the proper
credits have been made for errors, eftc.,
then the roll " shall be returned to the
Sheriff with 2 warrant commiinding him
1ty eell the property upon which the tax
was levied, Bo it will be seen that the
County Courf{ has no volee in the matter,
The tme when tho unpaid taxes become
delinguent on the roll now belmg col-
ipoted Is regulated entirely by the statute,
and there will e no extension of time,
