ha? a right to cast fh decldlnr vote
In caso of a tie.

Under the by-la- of the Order of
Modern "Woodmen of America, requiring
the payment of 50 cents as a fee for
changing the name ot the beneficiary,
this requirement Is a condition prece-

dent, and no change takes effect, as
between adverse claimants, unless the
fee was paid. ,

A note and mortgage executed' In this
state, but payable In another state,
will be construed according to the laws
of this 6tate even though thoy con-

tain an express agreement to the

SALEM, Or., Aug. 18. (Special.) The
Supreme Court to'day handed down, three
decisions, the decision of the lower court
"being affirmed in each instance. The
findings follow:

Maud M- StrlnKham. appellant, vs. Mrs.
Laura Dillon, respondent,, and the Modern
Woodmen of America, defendant, from
Multnomah County. A. F. Sears, Jr.,
Judge; affirmed. Opinion by Chief Justice
Cdoorc.

Tills was a suit to determine the right
of adverse claimants to a sum of money
due on account of a certificate of mutual
life insurance. LeRoy Stringham, on
January 31, 1899, having applied to Oregon
Tlr Camp, No. 50&, in. Portland, for ad
mission to the order of Modern Woodmen
of America, thero was issued to him
fcenefit certificate for J2000 payable to his
mother. Mrs. Laura Dillon- - The certlfi
cate contained the provision "that all the
conditions contained in this certificate
and the by-la- of this society, as the
same now exist or may be hereafter modi
fled or enacted, shall be fully complied
Tvlth." The bylaws required the payment
of 50 cents as a fee for changing the name
of the beneficiary, and further provided
that ''no change In the designation of
beneficiary shall be effective until the old
certificate shall have been delivered to
'the head clerk, "and a "new certificate is
sued during the lifetime of the member.
;and until such --time 'the old. certificate
ishall remain In force. Stringham was
married May 19. 1S01. and three days there
after osked to have his wife made his
beneficiary. The clerk of the camp wrote
Iter name In the surrender clause of the
certificate, and he signed his name thereto,
He did not have the 50 cents fee, and the
(Clerk gave him until the following Wednes
day to pay it. He died uly-- 190L The

uicn voluntarily sent ia cents 10
the head clerk, with the certificate, to
have the' change made. This suit having
.been brought, the order of Modern.Wood
men paid the money info court, "to be dls
posed of as the. court should decide. The
3ower court held that the change of
beneficiaries had not been effected. In
affirming this decision the supreme court
holds that the payment of the fee of 50
cents was a condition precedent to the
change of beneficiary, that Stringham
knew of the requirement, that the failure
to comply was not owing to circumstances
over which he had no control, and that,
therefore, his widow has no claim to the
money.

John McCourt, respondent, vs. John E.
Beam, appellant, from Umatilla County,
W. R. Ellis, Judge? affirmed. Opinion by
Justice Bean. -

This was a mandamus proceeding,
brought by McCourt to compel Beam to
deliver to plaintiff jhe books, records,
etc. of the office- - of Recorder of the city
of Pendleton. In January. 1902. Beam was
appointed City Recorder by a vote of the
Common Council, with consent of the
Mayor, and held the pfflce until February
25 following. At that time a resolution
was introduced providing for his removal
from office, and the vote on. the adoption
of the resolution stood 4- to 54. Thereupon
the Mayor cast the deciding vote, and.
Beam wjes declared removed frQm office.
By exactly the same vote McCourt was
elected to fill the vacancy. Beam refused
to give up the office, contending that the
Mayor had no right to cast the deciding
vote. Whether the Mayor had that' right
was the question presented on appeal.

The city charter provides that the gov-
ernment of the cliy Is vested in a" Mayor
and Common Council, to consist of eight
members, and the Mayor Is empowered to
"give the casting vote In case of a tie."
By an amendment enacted by the Legis-
lature of 1901, it Js provided that "the
Common Council shall, with the consent
of the Mayor, appoint a Recorder and a
Marshal, who shall hold their respective
offices during the pleasure of the Council,
and be subject to removal from office at
any time by its resolution."

The defendant contenced that under this
amendment the Mayor "had no right to
participate in the appointment of a Re-
corder, even to the casting vote in case of
a tie; that the appointment must be made
by a majority of the Council. Independent
of the Mayor, and that his only right
therein is to give or withold his consent.
The opinion of the Supreme Court says:

It Is not believed that this is a proper
construction of the language of the sec-
tion. The amendment is a part of the
charter. The charter does not authorize
the Council to act independently of the
.Mayor, or one of Its members chosen to
act in his place In case of his absence or
inability to served He is made a constltu-rc- nt

part of the governmental body of the
city, with certain duties, rights and pow.
ors. He is for certain purposes a part of
the Council, is counted to make a quorum,
is required to preside over its meetings.
and. In case of a tie, his right to vote is
as clearly provided for by the. charter as
that of any member of that body. The
appointment to an office by the Council
necessarily requires a vote of the persons
authorized by the charter to participate
in Its deliberations, and the mere fact
that such apolntm'ent is not valid without
the consent of the Mayer does not mam
festt an intention to exclude him from
giving the casting vote in case of a lie
anw more than In other case. ..."
i William Hicinbothem, respondent, vs.
Interstate Savings & Loan Association,
appellant, from Multnomah County. A. L,
Jrazer. Judge; affirmed. Opinion by Jus
tice Bean.

This was a suit to compel the cancella
tlon of a mortgage on the ground that
the 'amount secured thereby, with legal
Interest, has been paid. It was admitted
that the contract was usurious under the
laws of this state, but the defendant
claimed that the contract should be con
efrued according to the laws of Mlnne
sota, where It is valid The mortgage
contained a stipulation that both it and
hc note secured therehy should be con-

strued according tathe laws of Minne
sota, "anything in the law's of any other
ttate or territory to the contrary notwlth--

standing." The Supreme Court holds.
however, that "the validity of such a con
tract la solvable by the law of the place
wnero was maae. ana not where pay--
aoie. For that reason the decree of the
lower court cancelling the mortgage Is

The rules
of law governing the case have long been
settled, and the decision turned entirely
upon the evidence, after a review of which
the Supreme Court affirms the decree of
the court below.

TI3IBER ACT TO BE TESTED.
Speculator Fall to See Why They

Should Be Barred as Purchasers.
OLYMPIA. Aug. A test of what is

known as the McCoy timber act pasned
by tho last Legislature Is to be made in
the couruT of the state. The act re
ferred to Drovldes that In cases where
state lands have a stand of over 1.000,000

feet of timber to the quarter section the
timber shall sold separate from tne
land. A recent opinion handed down by
Attorney-Gener- al Stratton holds that the
Intent of the law Is that land Having over
1,000.000 feet of timber on It cannot be
sold at all: but that the Umber can De

eold under contract to remove same In
three years.

The following by the Land Commission-
er of the Attorney-General- 's opinion, has
had the effect of entirely shutting out
purchasers of timber lands for specula-
tive purposes. There also a number of
cases where mlllmen nearly three years
ago purchased timber without the land,
who have found themselves unable to
remove the timber within the specified
time. They now wish to purchase the
land to keep the timber from reverting
to the state, but under the interpretation
of the law by the Attorney-Genera- l, can-
not so. A number of suite have been
threatened, hut the first to filed Is
by Oregon men, who applied to purchase
a heavily timbered section of land In.
"Wahkiakum County. They appeal to the
Superior Court from the order of the
Board of the State Commissioners can-
celling their application to purchase. The
appeal is filed by J. "Walker, of 'Oregon
