Stormy Conference With Boer
Generals at Utrecht.

CLINGS TO HIS OLD IDEAS

Bitterly Upbralds Leaders for Giving
L'y Boer lnlewndne«—ﬂmﬁ
for Lnited South Africa
Inder Dateh Fiag.

UTRECHT, Holland, Aug. 20.—The Boer
generals, Botha, Dewel and Delarey, ac-
companied by Dr. Leyds and Messma
Fischer, Wessels, Wolmarans and Reltz
and others, aurived here today from The
Hague, to visit ex-Presldent Kruger amd
concult with him om the South African
stuvation. Large crowds warmly appluud-
¢d the Bosers. The spectators st the sta-
tlon sang the Boer national anthem.

The conference lasted for three houm
According 10 some reports, It was rather
stormy. At the end of an hour and &
half, the delegates withdrew, lsaving Gen-
erels Bothn, Dewet snd Delarey together
with Mr. Kruger. Little ls publicly known
a* to what took place, but It 18 under-
stood that the penerals found the ex-
President of the Trunsvaal in no way in-
clined to meoquiesce to British domination
in South Africa and still ¢lnging to the
idea of & united South Africa under the
Boer flng. Mr, Kruger |» even s=alj to
have bitterly upbralded the generals for
iviog up Boer independence. The gen-

EVILS OF CONCENTRATION,

South African Bincks Unwilling to
RHeturn to Work.

LOXDON, Aug. XN—Mai! advices re-
celved from Johannesburg Indicate the
negro problem s growing more ncute
and is cauvsing the anthorities Infipite
worry. To quote the words of one of the
foremast South Africsn sauthorities:

“n the guestion of the notives de-
pends the whole future of the new colo-
mes—whether the Boers will loyally ac-
eept British rule or continue in a state
of sullen resentiment. Among the imme-
diste dangers native atiacks on Boers
returning to thelr farms and nttempts
of the natives 10 assault white women
are threatening serfous conflicts be-
tween Boers and blacka, TUnder the old
rogime the orude But simple retribution
for assuults on women was shooting om
slght. Now. howeves, there I5 no legls-
Iatlon on the subject anl the English
suthorities ure hesitating to ennct lnws
until zil the parties conoerned ecan volce
their opinjons. ‘The hesitancy to deal
summarily with the patives = cansing
both Boers and Afrikunders Intense frr-
tation end encourages the blacks to
troculent  effrontery.

"Another phase of the problem s the
unwilllngness of the blacks to forego
thedr laxy existence in the concentration
camps, where thousands were gatherad
during the war, and far more serjous s
the fact that & great number of blacks In
the country have managed to secure
srmy. There Is, therefore, the anomalous
situation of unsrmed whites and armed
biscks Nvirg in proximity on outlying
farms Experienced Britlah ecolonlals
etrongly favor univermal disarmament of
the natives and prompt legislation mak-
ing assaulta on women a capital of-
fense

SHAW VISITED EDWARD.

Traveled So Slowly That He Kept the
Hing Waltiag.

LONDON, Aug. 20.~The Shah procesdad
to Portsmouth this morning for the pur-
pose of visiting King Edwsrd on board
the royal yacht Victorla and Albert. The
Prince of Wales and the Shah's sulte ac-
companiesd him to Portsmouth.

The Bkah insisted that the train st'nula
truvel so slowly that the King was Wwait-
ing for an hour. A® soom as the train
tirrived, his majesty alighted from the
royal yacht and proceeded to greet the
visitor. The grecting of the rulers was
maost cordial. They heartily shook hands
and then walked to the yncht chatting
animsatedly while the warships fired royal
stlutes,

After lunching with King Edward and
Queen Alexandra, the Bhah started on
his return to Londan. The Shah wore
tha rihbon of the Order of the Garter and
the Crose of 8t Michne] and St. George,
which were conferred upon him by King
Edward.

(the flagship of Lord Nelson at the battle
of Trafalgar), While firlng a roval salute
on the King's arrival st Portemouth a
charge exploded prematurely and one of
the anclent muzxie-loaders and a seaman
were blown clear through a porthole.

Bullt & Comfortable Hut for a Con-
yalescent Hoy, Poor and Forsaken,

New York Sun.

Sixteen-year-old George Doscher, of Ho-
boken, has been Ilving for the past two
weeks in a hut bullt for him hy boye on
Hodson street, between Twelfth and Thir-
teenth strects.

The bay's mother committed sulcide last
April, and shorily afterward his stepfather
desérted Mm and a young sister. Young
Doscher was working st the time In a
wall-paper factory and supported the girl

He countracted painter's collc at the fac-
tory, and while he was at St. Mary's Hos-
pital hie sister was sent 1o the Hudson
County aimshouse. When he was Jis-
charged from the hospital Doscher refused
10 g0 to the almmhouwse.

He told the boye in the neighbarhood
that If he had a place to slcep and could
reet for & few weeks he would soon be
fArong envugh to work again and have his
sister back with him.

He had been slecping nights on  the
docks and had obtaloed a scanty supply
of food by doing odd jobs about hotels
and restaurants for o few weeks He had
sought steady employment, but ae he was
rickly lonking after his discharge from
the hospital no one seemed to want him.

Bome of the boya sons of well-to-do
parents who llve on Washington strest,
had bufit a rude shanty in a vacant jot
on Huldson street in which they play, and
Doscher asked thelr permiagion to sleep
there nights.

The bors had known him when his peo-
pie lived on Fourteenth streel. but they
h1d not played with bim.

Eut when they saw Doscher In such a

foriorn condition they pitied him, and set
to work to make him eomfortuble. They
canveried thelr play-ict shanty into a cabin
for him which 1s as well constructed as
though the work had been done by men,

It Is about five feet high and adour =ix
feet square. They got the boards [rom
the docks and from stores

‘They made a tour of the necighborhood
and gathered up all the old packing-boxes
and loose timber they could find. Tho wu-
perintendent of s near-hy Jumber yard
gauve them enough Jolst timber for the
frame of the bullding, and the construction
began with enthosiasm.

The boys covered the outside with ofl-
clollh. The place is main proof. The bed

NEW YORK'S BIT OF GERMAN

Settlement In Long Island City Cher-
ishes Fatherland's Ways,

New York Sun.

It i» now nearly a generation since the
German sqttlement of Long Island City
was founded, and the grandchildren of the
original settlers are in some instances in-
habiting the region. yet the settlement is
almost ag German today in some respects
a8 It wus ¥ years ago. Here have
lived and flourtshed much that Is best In
German tradition, and the putward aspect
of the querter bespeaks the lving and
active traditions of the Fatheriund.

Steinway avenue is the maln thorough-
fure of the pettiement, but It occuples al-
most exclusively half a dozen other con-
slderable streets, besides byways and out-
lying bits of partly improved land. The
houses, for the most part, are neat Jittle
frame structures, each with its bit of
Inwn and row of trees in front. many
wilth & green snd flowery garden in the
rear, frult treen, old-fashioned flowering

plants, and cllmbing vipes. There has
even been an attempt, after an old Ger-
man costom, t0 maintaln cherry trees
on the sidewaik.

Almost exery busincs house, of what-
ever kind, bears a German name on the
signboard, and the characteristc German
trades exist—pasiry bakeries, tiny beer
hall, music shops and purveyoms of
athletic goods, A turn ball flourishis in
the settlement, and a shooting garden is
malntalined Singing societles abound,
and amid somewhat gaunt surroundings
in front of the shooting gparden stands
upon A tiny square of greem sod A bronze
bust of Franz Abt. a trophy won by the
united singing socicties of Long lsland
City at a natlonal singing contest in
Brookiyn two years ago.

Like many such settlements within the
greater New York the community Ils com-
plete within Itself and sufliclent to Itacif.
1t has not only {te‘own peculiar pleasates
—imunic, athletion, shooting, conviviality
—but Its own trades and professions os
well, doctors of several sehoaols, lawyers,
even an architect, whose house, a mar.
velous wooden structure with an aston-
lshing tower supported by a tenuous fy-
ing buttress of wood, & quite the wonder
of the neighborhood

Thers is still a0 large an Infusion - of
new immigrants in the settlement that
many signs and other public sapounce-
ments are In the German tongue. TYou
meet In all pudlle places persons who
habitually epeak German, and the Eng-
lish of a large part of the population &
miarked with a stroag acoent,

This neat Nttde city within the gaunt
and grimy precincts of the late capital
of Queens County bhas all the marka of
prosperity and few signa of real pover-
ty. The amusements are truly popular,
becanse nearly everybhody Is  well off
enough to take part In them It Is »
neat and comfortably dressed population
that crowds the streets on gala oOcca-
slons, and almost every home shows evi-
dence that there In time for other than
purely material considerations.

It i 5 community of scttied ways, and
simple village habite, for in spite of the
fact that the settlement was a part of
Long Island City for years before the
lntter hecame a part of New York., and
has long enjoyved whatever public com
venlences are most distinctly urban, it
hus retained its original nelghboriy char-
acter. A newoomer soon becomes gener-
ally known If he come from the Father-
land, snd those whose fathers and grand.
fathers have dwelt in the settlement are
known to everyhody.

Spreading out from the orlginal hounds
of the mettiement some of the Germans
have taken to market gardening, and the

kindly soll of Long Island has proved
monst profitable under the hands of a
people who are natural gardeners. Acres

after midnight

CONTROVERSY IS STOPPED

COURT PREVENTS COLORADO FUEL"
& IRON MEETING.

Effect of the Declsion Is to Retaln
the Present Directors and OM-
cers—Deleat for Gates.

DENVER, Aung. 10—The stockholders
meeting of the Colorado Fuel & Iron
Campany, scheduled for today, was called
1o order at 3 o'clock this afterpoon in
the offices of the company by President
John C. Osgood. There were present in
the room 18 sockholders friendly to the
Omgood faction and 1T who were recognised
as Gates people. In the corridor just out-
side of the room were stationed some M
Deputy Sheriffs to prevent any dlsplay of
force hy the Gates people. No ocoaslon
for thelr services srose, and the meeting
was brief and passed off In orderily fash-
lon.

Becretary Beaman read a protest from
a stockholder agnin=t holding the mesting,
on the ground that the proper notice had
pot been given the directors and stock-
holders, and for the further peason that
the meeting had not been advertined ac-
cording (o the requirements of the law. A
moment later Under-Bheriff Felix O'Nell
appenred in the room and began reading
the Injunction lssued by Judge Mulllns,
of the Dimrict Court, 8 few moments be-
fore, upon the application of George F.
Bartiett, who holds shares in the Colo-
rado Fuel & Iron Company. After the
reading of the infunction was completed,
President Osgood, referring briefly to the
protest, and also the (njunction, declared
the meeting adjourned “‘Accordingly.”

Attorney Joeol F. Vaile, who represented
the Gates side, psked to what date the ad-
journment was taken,

“The meeting 1= adjourned accordingly,"
responded Mr, Osgood, Intimating that
such action wans taken as a result of the
injunction procesdings

l

present board of directors continue In of- |
fee until a stockholders” meeting Is held.

“Had the annual meeting been held, the
result would probably have -been the elec
tion of two boards of directom, as the
Gates party would have been defeated In
the reguiar meeting and would In all
probabllity have attempted to hold a meet-
ing of thelr own, recogniaing the stock
ihd proxies they clalm to hold, and elect-
ing a board af directors satisfactory fto
themselves. The result of this would have
been court proceedings to determine which
board of directors was the legal one, This
would have put the business of the com-
pany Into a chaotic condition, as pending
& determination by the courts its business
operations Wwould be brought to & stand-
still

“It is fortunate that such a calamity has
been averted. The board of directors, as
was shown in the recent case before Judge
Riner, has Instructed the secretary to pre-
pare and Keep n book showing the names
of all stockholders, transfers of stock, ete.
In accordance with the laws of Colorado,
this book will be the basis for determining
who the stockholders of the company are
and thelr right to vote for dlrectors.

“It 1» the purpose of the company to
strictly comply with the Colprado law. It
was never the purpose of the officers to
willfully evade this law, but as no stock-
holder applled to have the transfer of
stock registered, as provided In the stat-
ute, until Mr. Gates’ attorney stirred the
matter up, no book was kept '

“The board of directors hope to be able
to comply with the Colorado law, and at
the same time the New York Exchange
regulations, so that the stock will not be
siricken from the list. but the provisions

| of the Colorado law, making it essontial

“l move that adjournment be laken
until next Monday morning.”™ spoke up |
Mr. Valle, “and | mnaks this motion as &

holder of a proxy.”

“You are out of order.” replied Chalrman
Osgood. ““The meeting has already been
adiourmed.””

With this Chairman Osgood and those
who were with him in the meeting filed

The lnjuncilon was obtained by A. M.
Stevenson, attorney for George F. Bart-
lett, a stockholder in the corporation.
The application alleged that the present
controversy was doing vast harfn to the
sharcholders, and asked that the prop-
erty be protected by stopping the fight
until such time as a hearing could be had
in court. All these things were Included
in Judge Mulllne® order,

George F. Bartleti Is gecretary of the
Victor Fuel Company. and aithough he
avera this move ls made of his own voli-
tion It is mild he Is nevertheless actiing
in the interssts of Johun C. Oagood, who
I= mald to be without sufMicient stock to
¢lect a board, and wants the matter post-
poned until such time as he can acqguite
't. Osgood is also more than anxious to
be relleved from John W. Gates” threat to
krep up Htgation until a compromise s
efMected. The Gates people disavow any
connection with Bartlett or knowledge of
hig move. Tho effect of this injunction
wili be to #top the fight untll the injunc-
tion Is diesolved, vither by an answer
made to It or by a higher authority than
the District Court.

Gates and all the shareholders In the
Colorado Fuel & Iron Company that Gutea
is presumed to represent are made de-
fendants in the action, One effect of the
Injunction unless (t is dissolved I=s to con-
tinue Oegond, Kebler and the rest of the
present regime In office untll thelr suc-
camors are chosen. The general belief e
that n compromise will spring from the
Bartiett Injunction.

The foliowing statement was given out
by President Osgood at the Denver Club
topight:

“Ax a result of the injunction and pro-
tret, the annual mesting of the Colorado
Fuel & Iron Company was adjourned sub-
Joct 1o the order of the court. and the

They are taking active
measures to indicate the rights as share-
holders posressed by themselves and those
they represent. They will also within a
few days present a report to thelr princi-
pals,

*“The injunction procured today was upon
the application of one Bartiett, the holder
of 10 shares of preferred and five shares of
common stock, a confederate of the pros-
ent chalrman, Mr. Osgood, wupon the
ground, in part, of the dellberate suppres-
ony by the existing management of the
legal notice of the annual meeting.
