, PARIE Aug. 2 —-There s evidently some
mystery conpected with the fact that the
Podies of Mr. and Mrs, Charles Falr have
not been shipped from Paris. They were
expected to be shipped to Cherbourg to
be ment to the United States on the liner
Br Faul, salling tomorrow, It was orig-
"$nally arranged that the bodies be with-
‘drawn from the Church of the Madeline at
§ o'ciock this aftermoon. At that bour
two-undertakers’ vans were walling at the
door of the vault to recelve the coffing,
when orders came sending them away
until 9:30 o'clock tonight At this hour the
wvans were aguln on time, but the removal
of the bodles was again countermanded,
and 1t &k belleved their removal has been
postpomed until an Indefinite date. In the
meanwhile lawyers representing the fam-
ilies of Mr. and Mrs. Falr have been clos-
eted st the American Consulate here all
the evenlng with Consul-General John H.
Gowdy, who, It is understood, cabled
Washington eariier in the day for instruc-
tions 1o the matter. Tt is Impossible defi-
witely to ascertaln the object of this con-
suliation, but it te reported that the law-
yoers ropresanting ene party desire that &
post-mortem examination be heid before
the bodles leave France. Mr. Gowdy has
received no reply to his cablegram ad-
fdressed to Washington.

Mr. Ells, manager of the Hotel Reltz,
where the Falrs had spartments at the
time of their death, has charge of the ship-
ping arrangements. When gquestioned to-
day be was wery reticent. He sald the
shipment of the bodies had been pomtponed
beczuse definite instructiors for forward-
ing them had not been recelved from the
famlily of Mr. Falr. He professed to know
no other rehson why they should not be
moved, apd said they would not be shilpped
until guch orders had been recelved.

The
trainmen saw the performance, but
thought |t was a joke, and passed on, As
the train approached the robber kindly
ordered his victimes to #tep off the track
Jest they get hurt One of the Lindwells,
when ordered to throw up our hands, was
somewhat refractory, whereupon the high-
waymon fired o shot at him grasing his
shoulder. The robber, who was a large
man, wae well dressed In a black sult,
und rode from Pemdleton to Hunt's June-
tion in the same coach with the Lindwells,
and was evidently shadowing them to
leamn whers they were going, Oficers are
tryiog to locate the mamn.
