She mid she thought there
might not bo so many In other parts of
the city, but Thursday night she found a
place that sma much worse,

blocks, and during the evening there was
a terrible uproar pear by caused by &
dog Bght and a Jot of men taking part
In it The neighborhood was alarmed
by the yelping and fighting of the doge
and by the shouts of the men, “Get an
ax—knock his brains ocutl—no, get some
water!" and s oh ran the excited men,
The excitement lastad some time, and
many people” were drawn to the place
and there was much lood and unpleasant
taiking.
