Prestige of United States In
Orient Is Good.

MAY SOON BEAT ENGLAND

Hussian Influence Is Merely Polftical
and Is Confined to the Notrth—
Report of War Department's

Special C e

BAN FRANCISCO, Aug. #H—Dr. Jere-
miah W. Jenks, epocial commissioner
of the United States in the Orient for the
War Depurtment and professor of polit-
feal economy and politics In Cornell Uni-
wversity, bhus returned from his year's
journey through Europe and Boutheast-
ern Asla and s spending o few days with
friends at Btanford University before
starting for the Esst next Tuesday. This
journey he had undertaken .at the call
of the War Department, having bsen ap-
pointed by BSecretary Root special com-
missioner to investigate the workings of
the currencles of Eastern countries, thelr]
systems of internal taxation, the Im-
portation of coolie and Chinese labor to
work the plantattons of the East Indles,
the wse of native police and the organi-
sation of the constabulsry—in general
to report upon the internai adminletra-
tion of the Dutch and English possessions
in the far East. The purpose of the In-
vestigation wus to throw all the light
poesible upon the problems which con-
front us in the govermument and indus-
trial development of the Phllippines. Mr.
Conant, holding & somewhat similar com-
mission, went to the Phillppines direct,
and made an investigation of the cur-
rency in use among the Inlands.

Lir. Jenks' report in regards to matters
of currency was completed during his
poven wecks' stay in the FPhilippines
gnd the reports on taxation, imported
labor and police control while he was
in Japan The reports sare now in the
hands of the Secretury of War.

Professor Jenks found that the pres-
tige of the United Stutes throughout the
East had been wvastly incroased by the
events of the last four years. In trade,
particularly in China, no power except
England hes the futurs before it that
the United States has, and commerciaily
England hersolf je llkely soon Lo be out-
stripped by the great Republic. Germnany
has o vast and rapidiy growing trade
with the East, but her geographical post-
tion will enforoe & severe handicap upon
hier In the foture, Russia's influence is
largely polftical and s lUkely to ba con-
finad sirvictly to the North.

Following out his Instroctions, Dr.
Jenks visited the different countries of
Europe which have colonies in the East
to learn what thelr experience might
teach In government of the peuples of the
Orient and trade with them, After pass-
ing some weeks In Egypt he salled for
Imdia. touching at the Isiand of Ceylon.
His itinerary and investigations also in-
cluded Burmah, Java, Sumatra, the
Struits Settlements, China, the Phillppines |
and Japan.

While In Inda, the Dutch colonles and
Japan, gold has been declared the stand-
erd of value; sdiver, except in Japan, is
pimost exclusively the medlum of ex-
change. A par of exchange between goid
and silver was reached In India sbout
four yssrs #go. The silver In  use
throughont the East Indies is pretty. gen-
enally the Mexicun dollar or pome simiinr
coln, dating back to the old days of
Bpanish supremacy In war and trade. A
pecullar state of affalrs exists in some
of the isinnds, particulnrly in FEast Bu-
inatra, where the Duteh coinage is the
official currency, demanded in taxes and
imposts and pald to nll governmment of-
ficlals, while the sllver money of the
Straits Bettiements n used exclusively
to pay the coolle and Chinese laborers
who work the plantations and in ondinary
retall trade.

The particu-
lar adverse feature of the week was the
weakness of consols. The firmness of dis-
count rates in spite of the growing bank
resarve, reflects the genoral impression
that gold will be shipped to the United
Stotes. Shures were dull and negiected
during the Iast week and the attendsnce
ol the stork exchange was emall In view
of the indisposition to buy or sell, prices
were holding well. The present apathy is
partly due to the holldays snd is chiefly
sttributable to the uncertainty of the
outlock. American ralirosd shares alone
showed animation and this was due to
excellent traffic showing. Kaffirs were
firmer and in great demand on the contl-
neat than In London.

YIELDS TO UNCLE SAM

PORTE COMMANDS THAT OUR DE-
MHANDS BE ACCEDED TO.

Relations Between Legation and the
Sultan Again in Normal
Condition.

CONBTANTINOFPLE, Aug. M.—An Im-
perial otder has been issued commanding
that gll the demands made by the Unit-
ed Btates upon Turkey be conceded, and
the relations between the Porte and the
United States Legation have resumed
thelr normal condition.

(Tha non-execution by the Turkish Gov-
ernment of certaln agreements reached
long ago on several questions affecting
thé Interests of American citizens led to
somewhat stralned relutions between the
United States Legation and the Porte.
Last week Mr. Leishman Informed the
Porte that he would npot discuss other
matters ontfl the terms of the settle-
ments already agresd upon had been car-
ried out. The demands made by the
United Statés Include the rebullding of
the American mission house at Khar-
poot, destroyed at the time of the Ar-
menian massacre there and granting of
permission to Aremenlan women and
children to join thelr husbands and fath-
orsa who are naturalized Americans, Mr.
Leishman alse had difculty in nego-
tating with a responsible Turkish au-
thority. Hls Intercourse had been with
the Turkish Minister of Forolgn Affalrs,
whose agreements bave been annulled
by the Grand Visler.) -

Murderers Ordered Punlahed.

PEKIN, Aug. 24.—An edict has been
Issued ordering that the murderers of
an Englleh missionsry named Lewis and
an Australlan missionary named Bruce
be punished. The crimes were committed
at Chen Chou, In Hu Nan Province, The
sovernment expressea deep regret at the
oceurrence and promises to make repara-
tion. It Is rumored that the murders were
the outcome of an outburst of supersti-
tlous frengy on the part of the populice
based upon the iden that the mission.-
aries In question had caused an epidemic
of cholera, which is raging at Chen Chou,
by polsoning drinking water. The mob
wrecked the mission bulling and mur-
dered the misslonaries, who had but re-
cently arrived at Chen Chou, where they
were cordlally welcomed,

Catholies Want Emancipations

LONDOXN, Aug, % —In a dispatch from
Rome, the correspondent of the Chronicle
says that Rev. Benjamin T. Kiley, bishop
of Bavannah Gs., had an awdience with
the pepe prior to visiting other Italian
citlen, and took advantage of the occasion
to urge upon the pontiff the wishes of a
large number of American bishopa for the
emancipation of American Cathollelsm
from the jurisdiction of the congregntion
of the propagandn at Rome, on the ground
that the congregation was only Intended 1o
supervise religious effairs in infidel re-
glons.

INSURGENTS ARE WINNING

Capture Guaboat With 300 Govern-
ment Soldiers,

KINGSTON, Jamalea, Aug. M.—Detalls
of the capture of the Colombian Govern-
ment gunboat Boyacs by the Insurgents
outalde of Panama have reached hero,
The Boynca wns captured August 1 by
the Insurgent gunboat Padilla, after a
short and unequal fight. She had on
board at the time nearly 30 eoldlers,
under the command &f Generals Ferrero
and Eano who wers to reinforve Gen-
eral Moranlas Bertl, at Agua Dulee. The
Boyaca also carrled several cannon, a
supply of amxnunition and a large sum
of mohey. Flying the losurgent flng, the
Boyaca 8 now guarding the entrance to
Panama harbor.

Nothing définite is known on the lsth-
mus of the siluation of the government
General Morales Bertl, at Agua Dulce,
but many persons belfeve that the Gen-
eral, £fter withstanding s slege of wov-
eral days, during which his forces weére
subjected, chiefly at night, to a severs
artillery fire from the Insurgents, proved
the hopelesstess of recelving reinforce-
ments and supplies from Pasama, and
was forced to surrender to the insurgents,
If the reported murrender of the govern-
ment forces at Agua Dulce W true, the
insurgent General Hetrera s confronted
by a big problem to provide food and shel-
ter for and to control this large and hos.
tiie element.

Rumors are current on the isthmus that
several detachments of Insurgents bave
been seen at the various stations along
the railroad line between Colon and Pan-
ama, and an attack at either end of the
line = expected at any momeat, Be
cause of Lthe presence of Insurgents along
the ruiiroad, the government s most
anxious to obtain reinforcement= on the
fathmus fs soon 88 possible. Fresh trou-
ble, however, 1a sald to be browing In the
interior of the republle, and, owing to
the frequent refusals of steamships to
CaTTy government troops, the bringing of
reinforcements (o the lsthmus s appar-
ently no easy matter.

The govemment gunboat General Pin-
son arrived at Cartagena a week ago
from Colon, after having made the voy-
age with difMeuity. It is now sald to be
impossible for the General Plnzon to go
to sea agaln [n her present condition.
Important parta of her machinery have
been completely rulnasd.

Government officials on the isthmus as
sert that the newly acquired government
erulser Cartagena shortly will bring
troopa to the lsthmus. In other guarters,
it I» sald the Cartagena Is nelther at
Savanilla nor at Cartagena, but that she
has gone to Banta Marta, whence she
will proceed to the British Isiand of Trin-
Mad, In connection with the detention
there of the steamer Liberatador, which
has been in the pervice of the Matos rev-
olution agatnst President Cnatro, of YVene-
suela.
