
BARS TO BE PUT UP

Quarantine to Be Imposed

Against Woodland.

TRYING TO KEEP OUT SMALLPOX

Br. Znn Announces That Ho. "Will

Take Vigorous Action Wasli-iast- oa

Authorities Are
Silent.

"I have fullv decided that It la necessary
to quarantine against the "Woodland dis-

trict," said City Physician Zan yes-

terday, "and. If the boat companies do
not refuse to land there. I will quaran-
tine everv one that has taken passengers
from that district" Dr. Zan expected
that all of the boat companies would re-

fuse to take passengers from the country
about Woodland as soon as they were
notified that there is smallpox there. None
of them have absolutely refused, but some
whoso business Is the most affected say
that It I jlti unneeesfiarv measure. "There
Is no doubt that there is smallpox there,"
said Dr. Zan. "ar.d it has been very poor
ly handled. It is a dangerous thing for
us to allow oconle from that part of the
state to come here, and I shall inolst that
It be EtoDDed."

Yesterday being Sunday, nothing farther
vras done, but the statement made by Dr.
Zan shows a decision on tho part of the
health board not before manifested. At
first they were Bomewhat in doubt as to
what the best step would be and did not
officially announce any plan of action.
In his conference with the boat compan
ies, the city physician met considerable
opposition to his law, and Saturday
night did not speak with marked deter
mination. Yesterday, however, ho saia ne
had fully decided, and that the place
would be quarantined.

Health Officer Biersdorf has written a
letter to the health department of the
State of "Washington informing them of
conditions at Woodland, but yesterday
had received no response. It is hoped
that as soon as the "Washington officials
know of the careless manner In which
smallpox Is being handled at Woodland a
close quarantine will be Imposed upon tho
place until the disease is entirely stamped
out.

The health department will be backed
up in its action by tho medical fraternity
here, and all of the doctors seen regard-
ing the matter are of the opinion that
stringent means should be adopted to
keep the people from the Upper Lewis
Biver country from coming to Portland.

THE COUNTRY'S GROWTH

Tremendous Strides Shown In OfQ

cial Statistics Jujit Issued.

One of the most fascinating official bul
letins ever issued by the Government has
Just made its appearance in the annual
report of the Bureau of Statistics of the
Treasury Department. It Is entitled
"Progress of tho United States In Its
Area, Population and Material Indus-

tries." The story it tells Is perhaps the-

most marvellous to be found In the his
tory of all the nations. It shows In com-
pact tabular form the development of the
United States to a great and wealthy
nation, .all .the notorial facts being ar
ranged lay decades, beginning with"" 1800

and ending with 1900. Of course, any com
parison of the end of tho century con
ditlons with those found at the beginning
of the century would .show a development
from almost nothing to the great Amerl
can empire of today.

Of far greater importance and interest
Is the growth of tho United States dur
ing the last 20 years. Probably no other
nation ever made such rapid strides as
the United States has made since 1SS0.

The official figures which measure this
growth are simply amazing. Remember
that the period under consideration is
only 20 years, a trifle in the life of a na
tion. At the beginning of this period the
United States was already one of the
greatest nations. Its, population had
swept across the continent. It had re-

covered from the disaster of the Civil
War. It had enjoyed years of large crops
and uninterrupted prosperity. Yet the
development since that time reads almost
like a fairy story rather than a tale
culled from the sober figures of census
and other official statistics.

Since 1SS0 the population of the United
States has Increased by 50 per cent.

Tho aggregate weath of the country,
"tho true valuation of real and personal
property." has more than doubled from
$42,000,000,000 to $94,000,000,000.

Wealth per capita has Increased CO per
cent from $S50 to $123C.

The public debt, leas cash in the Treas-
ury, has decreared nearly one-ha- lf from
$1,919,000,000 to $1,107,003,000.

The debt per capita has dropped from
$38 27 to $14 52.

Tho annual interest charge has dimin-
ished moro than one-ha- lf from $50,000,000
a year to $33,500,000, and per capita from
$1 69 to 44 cents.

Tho amount of gold coined lias In-

creased moro than 50 per cent from
a year to $39,000,000.

Tho amount of "gold in circulation has
nearly trebled from $225,000,000 to
