Duck-Shooti- Season to Open.
Sportsmen are looking forward with great
Interest to the duck-shooti- season,
which opens September L Already most
of the preserves are being watched and
quite a number of young wood ducks and
mallards are reported In many places.
Feeding will have to be resorted to on all
the preserves, as without this there is no
longer any good duck shooting to be hoped
for In thie region. Unfortunately for the
sportsmen, who have a strong prejudice in
favor of shooting on Sunday, next Sunday
will fall on August 31. and It will there-
fore be September 7 before any ducks can
be shot lawfully on Sunday. The sports-
men will have to content themselves with
duck shooting alone during September, as
the season for pheasant shooting does not,
open till October 1. The first brood of
Chinese pheasants are pretty well grown
by this time, and it Is said that many of
them are being shot In some parts of the
country. A dealer In ammunition said
that the purchase of so much No. 6 snot
in the country now shows that this Is a
fact, and he has It from friends that the
banging of guns Is to be heard in all di-

The game law Is
not exactly the same all over the state,
as was intended, several counties having
secured little changes to suit them. The
Fish and Game Commission was in favor
of the same law for the whole state, but
could not quite carry out this idea.

Asked to Watch for William Bar-
tholin. Circulars have been received
from the Chicago police Department by
Chief of Police Mcxauchlan, giving par-
ticulars of the Identification of William
Bartholin, wanted for the murder of his
mother, Mrs. Anna Bartholin, and fiancee.
Miss Minnie Mitchell, about July lfi. The
city detectives have, of course, made a
number of inquiries' and have made care-
ful search regarding the poeslblllty'of the
murderer "being located in Portland, but as
yet no trace of his presence has been
found. Here Is a description of the mur-
derer: Age, 30 years; 5 feet 10 Inches; 1C0

pounds; brown hair; smooth, thin, pale
face; high cheek bones; sunken gray
eyes, with a slight cast toward nose; large
cars; large nose, inclined to be Roman;
large mouth; medium thick Hps; upper
teeth are false, two on the right side be-
ing d; d, and slightly
pigeon-toe- walks at times slightly lame.
When last seen Bartholin wore a dark cut-
away coat and pants, but no vest. Panama
hat, low-c- ut patent leather shoes and
light striped shirt.

Fourth-Stre- et Bictcle Path Co-
mpleted. The bicycle path on Fourth
street is completed and in use as far
south as Grant street. The two blocks be-
tween Grant and Caruthers streets are
nearly ready for surfacing, and work
was commenced yesterday on the last
block from Caruthers to Sheridan. Here
a plank path will have to be built across
Fourth street to the end of the River-
side bridge, to connect with the path on
the wast side of this bridge. Many are
now wondering, as the path crosses the
bridge on the west side and bicyclists nat-
urally continued on along tho west side
of the street to avoid having to cross the
railroad, why the path was not built on
the west side of Fourth street There Is
no use In wondering about It however,
for this Is one of the things which no
fellow can find out As it Is. bicyclists
leaving or approaching the railroad bridge
must cross the street over the railroad
tracks.

License Monet Pours In. The decla-
ration of City Attorney McNary that all
persons who are subject to the license tax
and who refuse to pay It will be prose-
cuted in the Municipal Court, has appar-
ently had a salutary effect tor $579 65 was
paid Into the City Treasury yesterday.
The largest sum was received from Buf-
falo Bill's Wild West Show, which paid
a, tax of $270. Of tho remaining $369 65 the
greater portion came from the smaller
taxpayers. The amounts ranged from 50
cents up. A number of doctors paid their
assessments, but nearly all of them were
In tho $1 class. The doctor who has an
Income of $40,000 a year has not yet ap-
peared before the Treasurer to pay his
tax, and the city ofllclals are beginning
to think that no such being lives in Port-
land; or. If he does, he Is not willing to
contribute the required $15 to the city's
revenues.

As the Coroner Is unable to dis-
cover the man's Identity satisfactorily,
the stranger who took his life will go
down In the records as an unknown man.
He will be burled at the County Farm
burying grounds today.

Death of William Lewis. William
Lewis, a native of Scotland, aged 65 years,
died yesterday morning at St Vincent's
HoQpItal. He was a member of Portland
Lodge of Elks, 142, Hassalo Lodge of Odd
Fellows and the Marine Engineers. Ho
was a pioneer of Oregon, having come to
this state in 1856. He was In the shipwreck
of the Desdemona on the Columbia River
bar.
