COVETED HOXOR.

High Temperatare Was too Much for
the Englishman and He Lost
His Grip.

NEWPORT. R L, Aug. 27.—For the third
time in eight years, English as=pirations
for the highest American tennis honors in
singles have been dashed when they
stemod aimost within reach of the per-
sistent foreigners, for today Willlam A.
Larned, of Summit, N. J., successfully
defended bhis title as champlon by defeat-
ing Reginald F. Doherty, of England, three
sets to ome. The scores were: 44, 61
-4, 88

It wss a grand game on both sides, but
It sapped the vitality of each player, unti
it became a quesifon of endurance, and
the Amnerican proved to be In better con-
dition. A scorching sun was no unimpof-
| tant factor In the result, and at the end
Doherty, unusad 1o such hot rays, almost
collapeed. It was generally acknowiedeed
that bad the day been cool like thore of
Inst week. the batfle would bhave been
fought longer, harder, and perhaps “with
a different resull. Larned, however, played
the game of his Hfe, for Doherty Is um-
doubtedly the cirongest player who ever
came to America.

The defeat of the Englishman was not
enly a surprise, but a bitter disappoint-
ment to the Doherty brothers, THe team
just missed capturing the Davis trophy,
and now 10 be beaten for the American
chamnpionship, when It seemed almost
thelrs, accentuated thelr disappointment,
shey will not go home empty-handed,
however, for (he palr are the American
champ:ons In doubles, nnd next year they
will return, not only to defend this title,
bt for another shance at the more Impor-
tant #ingle champlonship.
