siate Noe at Moorbead. Thore peemis to be
ilttle doubt that the babeas cofPus pro-
ceedings will suoceed, though they might
fufl upon technloal questions
evidence.

It was tnforred from Mr. Fay's message
Tussday night, ing that be had
been released, that he would be at lberty
to Teturn to Oregon. The commmencement
of the habeas corpus ngs, how-
lgver,, Indicates that the Sheriff has the
Oregon man in custody. It % probable
that when he received ths noticsa that
Governor Geer had revoked his warrant
of srrost, the Shori let Mr, Fay go, but
upon further fnoructions from the Wis-
‘constn people, Bgeit took him In charge
‘umti] evidence of the revocation should be
produced. The Sheriff's authority is con-
tained in the warrant of arrest, which he
must regard ss vaild untll he has lagal
notice to the contrary., Judge Plpes took
with him yostenday the order mads by
Governor Geer revoking the warrant, and
when this Is produced It is Delloved that
Fey will be released. EBhould the revooa-
tion be held not sufficlent, Mr. Fay's st~
tornoys will offer in evidence the testi-

mony of Fay, and the affidavite of oumer--

ous prominent citisens of Oregon to show
that Fny was not a resident of Wisconsin,
and could mot have been a fugitive from
that state. [f necessary, the atto "
will ask the North Dakota court to ap-
point & comminsion, in the usual manner
10 toke the depositions of residents of
this state upon the question whether Pay
waa in Wisconsin at the time the crime
was alleged to have been committed,
Hnbeas oorpus procecdings are practi.
celly the pame in nll the states, this
meihod of relief being guaranteed by the
Congtitution of the United States. The
purpose of the proceeding ls to inquire
into the authority the SBheriff has to hold
Mr Fay. BSince It 4s uniawful for one
man to hold enother eaptive without legal
authority, the burden rests upon Sheriff
Hess to show that be &= acting under valld
jegal prooess.

WOOUDLAND, Wash, Aug. #7.—(To the
Editor.)—In defense of myeelf and peo-
ple lo Woodland, it scems necessary f{or
me to answer the article The en
printed Saturday last, in regurd to the
smallpox. 1 canpot say this community
is the centrul grounds breeding smallpox,
nor the sotrce from which the disense s
spreading to other locallties. All the
suwrrounding country being Infected with
an epidemic at this period is not true,
nor 434 1 state to any one it was,

We &4 have a few cases of so-called
emalipox In our vicinity, byt the disease
bas run s course, and soon willi be A&
thing of the past.

I cannot stite positively of any persom
infected with smallpox golng from this

to the Portland pesthouse
for frée treotment. 1 have used and in-
tend to use uil precautions I can under
the circumstances to prevent the apread
of the disease. but many say they would
much mather contract the diseass than be
voccinated,

I ennnot force the people to e wvacol-
nated nor remain at their homes with
the disease. I do not hawve the authority
to keep the disenss In eclrcumscribed
bounds, a5 we have a County Board of
Physicians to attend to this, and It Is
thelr duty to gquarantine a town or com-
munity whenever they see L

1 ¢cannot see why you hold me responri-
bls for & thing or “criminal carelesaness
—as you state—when | am not respone-
tlo. Eince last Spring I have treated
oaly elght or ten cases of smallpox, and
fees from that source would purchase
but little bread and butter, I am surs,
aml, ms The Cregonlan states, I have
charge of the disease in this community,
because Mra. Chapman, my opponent, has
been called Enst for several months until
recently.

A great number have the dlsessa, and
scarcely can recognisze IL, an predably no
more than & half domen undeveloped
pustules mede thelr appesrance on thelr
bodies.

I potice Dr, Zan states “he Intends to
save Portland from the results of the
erimina]l carclemness of the peopie
around Woodland.” 1 think he can rest
easy as regards our citizens harming him
or Portland's citisenms by infecting them

The doctor afterwards
remarks in his letter “ihat a grent number
bave the Qiscase, and can scarccly recog-
rize It, as probably ne more than & hall
dogen undeveloped pustules made thelr
appoarance on their bodlex™ Here s
precisely the danger The Oregonian pont-
ed out, and thai was that smallpox Is
s most contaglous disease, whether mild
or malignant. and that the danger of in-
fection in either case is very great

Careful reading of The Oregonlan's artl-
cle will disclose that Dr. Bhocmaker was
not expressiy held socoyntable for condi.
tions gt Woodlund, but that the whole
conmmueity was bilamed. The Oregonian
rannot refratin, howewer, from calilug at-
tention to the fect that he now accepls
for himself and his people all the blame
for tho prevalenoce of his dlsease, and ex-
culpates ““his opponent”’—whatever that
means—in the moedical profession.

HOPPICKERS GET WORK

MANY GROWEHRS ENGAGE BM-
PLOYES IN PORTLAND.
ﬁ -
Within Tea Days 25,000 Men, Women
and Children Will Be In the
Field.

A week from today there will bs a gen-
eral exodua of hopplckers to the hopyards
In the Willamette Valley. A week from
Monday about 25,000 men, women and chil-
dren will be gathering bops, which will dis-
fribute over §3,000,000 among growers, pick-
ers and deslers. Many of the growers
have aiready made up their lists of plek-
ers, and have engaged all they can find
work for. Others are finding some difi-
culty in getiing as many pjckers as they
want, and are quite active In the search
for pecple who Intend going to the hop-
flelde. F. J. Bolter and G. W. Massey, of
Brooks, returned to their homes last even-
ing after having spent four days in Port-
land engaging the poople to pick thelr
hops. The former employed 100 pickers and
the latter 15. Mr. Bolter said last sven-
Ing that all his plckers were engaged at
40 cents per box. and he found no diffculty
in getting all he wanted to work at that
price.

It is learned that many people who are
willing to plek hops are holding off a while
in the expectation that @ cents will yet be
offered, and that they will get the ad-
vanced price. Even those who finzily en-
gage to work at # cents want to loclude
in thelr agreement a condition that they
shall receive 50 cents If that should be
the rulilng price. The majority of the
growers Insist upon a straight d0-cent
agreement, so that there may be no mis-
understanding later as to the price that
shail be pald. In =ome yards that are In-
vonventently located or that are otherwise
unattractive to plckers It {s quite proba-
ble that 50 cents will be pald regardless
of what may be the rullag price In the
larger and more popular yards.

One of the unusual features of this
yveiar's hop harvest wili be the comparza-
tively small number of men who will be
found st work In the yards. Every able-
bodied man who wants to work already
has employment at good wages, and few
will lesve thelr regular work for hop-
plcking. Many femilico that usually go
hoppicking will remain at home this yesr
becauss the “man of the house™ cannot
get away to go with them. Growers have
found It necessary to agree not only to
transport families to the yardsa,- as usual,
but also to belp them in setting up tents,
ete.
