Speculators Are Taking Ad-
vantage of Indians.

NOW MOVING TOWARD OREGON

Tracts Allotted to Drad Red Men Are
Being Porchased nt Ridiculously
Low Figures—Government Is
Trying to Stop Abnse.

Ington, Aug. K — Investigation develops
the beginning of what promises to be-
come a great scandal growing out of the
purchase by eyndieates and individuals
of lands of deceased Indlans, anllotted at
pricea considerably below their value—an
&buse which the Indian Office is shdeavor-
Ing to check, As yet, It I8 confined to the
Bouthwestern States, butl the speculstors
&re rapldly advancing westward and
Aorthwand, threatening In a short time
to penetrate svery Indian reservation
containing allotted lands in Oregon and
Washington. There are stfong Intims-
tions, backed by e¢vidence on file, to show
that seversl agents are In colluslon with
the speculstors, and are inducing helirs
to agree to sell at ridiculously low
Agures,

Commissioner Jones advocates the ad-
vertising of al! lands belonging to de-
ceaacd allottees, the tracts to go to the
Highest bidder, but Congress must frst
sanction this pinn. There are in Oregon
76,000 ocres of allotted Indian lands, 373~
20 mcres In Washington, and 15500 In
ldaho, & large portion of which,: belongs
to heirs of the original aliotices, now
dead. About 178000 acres of Oregon aliotl-
ments are at Kiamsath, 340000 at Warm
Bprings, 77,000 at Umatilla and 33.000 at

CGrand Ronde, with the remainder at
Siletz
Commissioner Jones seys these lands

mre very tempting to speculators and,
unleas some remody js soon devised, the
Northwestern Indians will be swindled
out of valvable posscesions. No ecom-
plaints have yet been had from that sec-
tion, but are sxpected,

The most desirable lands in Washington
are HLO0O peres at Colviile, 17,000 acres at
Fayallup and 211,000 acres at Yakima. The
Lapwal reservation, Idaho, contalne
most of the coveted lands In that state.

AMERICAN LABOR LEADS

The Dearest as to Wages, but the
Cheapest ns 1o Beanlts.

WASHINGTON, Aug. M.—Labor condl-
tions in the lron and steel Industries of the
United States, in contrast with those In
the United Kingdom and European coun-
tries generaily, are discussed at great
length by the commission appointed by the
British Iron Trade Association, which re-
cently visited the Unlted States and thor-
cughiy studled it great Iron and steel
manufacturing esiablishmenta. This com-
mission consisted of J. 8 Jeans, whose
name ls already well known to the poo-
ple of the United Etates as an author-
ity upon these subjects; Axel Bahlin, an
expert in blast furnace work: Ebeneser
Parkesa, whose special study was sheet and
bar-mill practice; end Enoch James who
g=ve apecial attentlon to the steel Indus-
try, while Mr. Seans’ special work was to
report upon the general economic and in-
dustrial conditions, The “report of this
commission, acconding th mme extracts
which have reached the Treasury Bureag
of Statistics, points out that in the United |
Etates the lron and stesl Industrien nni
face to face with conditions that make
both the dearest and cheapest labor at

present to be found In the world—the dear-
est in polot of nominal remuneration, and |
the cheapest In industrisl snd economic |
results.

Americans NSot Hardest Workers,

“The workmen at American milis™ says
Mr. James, in his share of the report.
“are generally supposed to be working
much harder than they do in this coun- |
try (Englaml), but this = not my own |
view. After much conversation with many
men In various branches who had been
employed tn stmllar works in England, and
pome of them subject to my own control,

the conrlusion 1 have arrived at is that -

the American workmen 4o not work so
hard as the men In Englund. They have
to be attentive in gulding operations and
quick in manipulating levers and similarty
casy worke They are also much more de-
sirous of getting out large quantities than
in England. They are better pald and
more regular in thelr attendance at the
works, Joxs of time through drinking hab-
it or otherwise not being tolerated.”™
High*Asplrations of Americaus,
Mr. Bshlin, In hia section of the report,
mys that the American workman gener-
ally aspires to the higher grades of labor,
jeaving the purely manusal labor to work-
men from other countrics, ““Thuws 1t s
he says, “that arcund American blast fur-
naces the American is found In & very de-
cided mincrity. He may be a foreman,
master mechanic, blast engineer, Jocomo-

tive driver or stove tender, but he will
not work B hours per week abovellng ofe
or whesling serap. For thos Auties are
employed, In the South, negroes, and
at the Northern furnaces Immigrants,
montly Irish., Slave or Itnilana™ On this
question of higher-grade work and higher-
grade wages of American workmen, atten-
tion s called to the [act that In certain
works Folish and Hungarian laborers were
recalving §1 to §1 3 per duy, while Ameri-
ran rollers working slongside of them were
rocelving on the average §1f per day bf
elght hourn The report gquotes Mr. Carmne-
Bl xs sgiating recently that the average
wages of men [n his employment at Home-

stead was 8 per day, or an average of 4

LIST per annum, against .an average of
£68 per annum as the sarnings of lron and
steclworkers In Lancashire, and £79 per
snnum recelved by the steel rollers in
Bouth Walcs, On the question of the cost
of living, Mr. Jeans deciares, as the re-
sult of his inquiries. that “the average
American workman, in most of the essen-
tials of life, can lUve, mutatls mutandia
as cheaply a8 he can In the old country.”
Importance of Human Factor,

“The importance of the human factor.™
says the London Btatist In summarising
this report. "is fully realized by all the
members of the commission. 1t s all very
well to sdmire the American plant, 1he
ingenuity of machine toola, the devices for
saving lnbor, and =0 forth. But, as Mr.
Sahlin remarks In his speclal report, It
i= not the guns which win the battles, but
the men who stand behind them.” What
the American admires and honors = the
mbillty to do; that ecapucity In & man,
through his own sagacity, nerve, enterprise
and skill, to creafe and employ & forlune.
Nobody im above his work. Everybody
works, and for the sake of work, and thus
has been produced In America within a
generation an Industrial potentiality maore
wonderful and more to be feared than all
the factories and machinery and ‘plants’
that these workers have created. It comes
to thix, then—thut Amerioan labor Ia not
more efficlent, though it is better paid,
than ours; and that American manufoctur-
ing development is due to the persistent.
unresting industry which once character-
ized the Briton, but for which trade-onion-
ism and athletics hove given an apparently
growng distaste. All the reporters, how-
ever, seem struck with the strenuousness
of American life. The comparative ab-
sence of & lelsure class I8 noted ma one
of the prominemt characteristics of the
principal citles and !ndustrial centers of
the United States. In the avenues of In-
dustry & man without a regular business,
br who Is not concerned In the develop-
ment of some Industry, Is as a fish out of
water. Nowhere, we afe assured, is the
struggling youth more kindly encouragod,
more generously alfed and more readlly
trusted, than in America; and it is pleas-
ant to read of an esprit ¢a corps among
works mapagers which one would hardly
expect to find in a land of such feverish
competition.™

ON THE CHINESE THRONE.

Empress Pays Striking Honor to
John Barrett.

TACOMA, Aug. N —Orental advices
just recelved atate that the sudience
granted Jaly 2. at Pelin, by the Emperor
and Empress Dowager of China to John
Barrett, Commissioner-General for the
St Louls Worid's Falr, was exceptionally
notable snd remarkable It was the first
time in the history of the Chinese court
that Thelr Majesties have ever recelved
any commissioner from a forelgn land on
a fdmilar mission, but this tnnovation was
followed by a still more striking one. At
the concluston of the addresmes exchanged
by the Emperor and Commissioner-Gen.
eraj, the Empreas Dowager, in viclation
of all precedents, Invited Ministér Conger
and Commissioner Barrett to ascend the
throne dlas or platform ltself, where she
engaged them in private conversation
through a high Chinese official who could
apeak English,

After ansking many guestions ahout
America, the President and the world's
falr, she siated that China would take
part and send an imperial commissioner,
in order to promote the commerce and the
friendly relations of both scountries, and
particulariy requested Mr. Barrelt to can-
vey to President Roosevelt China's deep

apprecintion of the generous attituds of |

the United States toward that country in
the recent troubles.

ENTERS CITY IN STATE

ARRIVAL OF KING VICTOR EM.
MANUEL AT BERLIN,

Willlam C. Whitney Establishes In
Engiand a Trust for Needy Tarf-
men—international Combination,

BERLIN, Aug. 38—The entry of King
Victor Emmanuel Into thé city today
and his drive through the Unter Den Lin-
den was advanced purposely half an hour
from the published time, a® a precaution
against pomsible disprder. Consequently,
the great crowids which were packed into
places before the Brandenberg gile were
asionlshed by the arrival at a brisk trot
of a gorgrous cavaleade surrounding a
six-horse carrfage. in which sat Emperor
Wiillam and a small man In & dark ond-
form pulling at a blonde moustache.

The carringe stopped and the crowds
ceazed cheering In order to see whal
would bappen. The Chief Burgomaster,
Herr Kirechner, advanced and read an
address of welcome from a parchment
scroil. Behind the Burgomaster stood,
bareheaded, 19 representatives of the city
in evening dress, The reading was over
In less than a minute The Itallan King
then turned to the German Emperor and
askod him If he should reply. The Em-
peror shook his head negatively, and the
King thereupon shook hands with Herr
Kirschner and thanked him. A deputa-
tlon of young ladles advapced om the
other side of the corriage and gave the
Italian King a bunch of roses. He gmiled,
bowed and buried his face in the blossoms
and the cavalcade and carriage swept
through the gate and down Unter Den
Linden 1o the castie, three-quarters of i
mile away.

On one side of the thoroughfare, culr-
assiers, dragoons and lancers, lined up
two deep, made a glowing barrier of col-
or, -while on the other side the people’s
view was unmoiested, except by extraor-
dinary numbers of police mtanding with

thelr fmces turned toward the specta-
tors. The cheers of the people were
spoptaneous and really cordial They

seemed a0 to Generals Cordin and Young
and thelr party, who bad a row of good
windows. The American officers admired
the splendidly-horsed cavalry more than
anyihing else. The show was over in a
fow sevonda Shouting and the successive
crashing» of bands played at intervals
between the squadrons of cavalry markad
the place of the King and Emperor down
the avenue.

Thelr Majesties later drove to the Ital-
lan Embassy for breakfast and then
ngain to the castie. The Secretary of the
United States Embassy, John Black Jack-
son, represented the United States, In
the abeence of the American Ambassador,
Andrew D. White, who is on a visit 1o
fwitzeriand. Emperor Willlam kept King
Victor Emmanue! up late last night at
Potsdam, and had him cut of bed at §
o'clock this moraing,
