MILWAUKEE. Wis.. Sept. 4. The WlsJ
consln Democratic state convention con-
cluded Its labors this afternoon by com-
pleting the state ticket A. F. Warden,
of Waukesha, was unanimously chosen
to succeed himself as chairman of the
state central committee. The convention
smashed many of the slates that had
"been prepared early in the day and etlll
later In a conference held at noon.

One of the sensations of ihe day was
an attempt to induce John W. Wattawa,
tho nominee for Lieutenant-Governo- r, to
withdraw from the ticket because of
certain rumors concerning him. Mr.
Wattawa refused absolutely to entertain
the proposition and the conferees set
about to fix up a slate for the remainder
of the ticket which, to their minds,
would be a. winner. In this they were
far from being successful, for with but
two exceptions more than one name

rent before the convention.
The biggest surprise of the day was

the turning down of a resolution, just
before the convention adjourned, indorsing
the National platform. While the dele-
gates gave a respectful hearing to Its
reading, it was not entertained for an
instant. Just before final adjournment
W. H. Rogers, of Madison, offered the
following resolution:

Wer the Democrats of Wisconsin in
convention assembled, reaffirm our alle-glen-

to the Democratic party and Us
policy fis enunciated in Its National plat-
form."

Scarcely had Mr. Rogers finished read-
ing the resolution when another delegate
arose to a point of order and stated that
early in the convention It was decided to
Tcfer all resolutions to the committee on
resolutions. Still-- another delegate made
a motion to adjourn. This was put and
adopted with almost a unanimous vote,
therr being not over two or three feeble
protests. The resolution, therefore, was
completely ignored. The convention then,
at 5:20, adjourned sine die.

The
petition prays that the state registers be
enjoined from further refusing to put the
names of himself and other qualified ne-
gro voters, on the registration list He
also asks that Ihe grandfather and un-
derstanding clauses of the new constitu-
tion be declared unconstitutional.

INTERNATIONAL BANK.

Great Imttltntlon to Operate la
Latin-Americ- an States.

NEW YORK, Sept 4. Plans were made
today at a meeting of the directors of the
Mexican Trust Company Bank for the
formation of an international banking in-

stitution, capitalized at $10,000,000. and de-
signed especially to operate in Latin-Americ-

countries. The scheme In-

volves the consolidation of the Mexican
Trust Company Bank and the Corpora
tion Trust Company. The combination Is
to be known as the International Bank &
Trust Company of America. The direct-
ors of both the merfrinc: corooratlons have
signed the consolidation agreement and
the stockholders of both companies havo
already signified their approval of the
plan.

Branches of the Mexican Trust Com-
pany Bank are established in the Mex
ican cities of Guadalajara, Pachuca.
Monterey, Tamplco, Augas Call entee, San
Luis Potosl and Puebla. It also has agen
cies at Chicago and New York. The com
pany will utilize the branches already es
tabllshed, and It is planned to establish
branches at 10 leading cities in Mexico.
Branches are to be located also In Ha
vana,. Buenos Ayres, Rio Janlero, Val
paralso and other South American and
Central American cities as the opportun-
ities develop.

The general clearing-bous- e for the vari
ous branches of the corporation will be
In New York. City. The company will
not do a local banking business, but its
special effort will be to facilitate the re
mjttance of exchange between all the
cities of the American hemisphere. The
purpose will be to revert to New York
a very large amount of Latin-Americ-

exchange that now goes to London, Ber-
lin and Paris.

MYSTERIOUS SHOOTING.

Mrs. Huntington Tried to Keep Lw
Officers From Her Estate.

NEW YORK. Sept 4. Mystery cur-roun- ds

a shooting affray on the Hunting-
ton estate at Throggs Neck, In which a
kitchen maid was probably fatally wound-
ed by a gardener's assistant Mrs. Collls
P. Huntington made every effort to
baffle the police and the Coroner .until
threatened with arrest The maid was
Elizabeth Connell, 24 years of age, and
the man under arrest charged with the
shooting is Daniel Hawkins, 43 years- old,
who lives on the estate with his wife and
seven children. Miss Connell now lies at
the point of death, suffering from three
wounds.

Hawkins is said to have walked into the
kitchen and without a word fired a bullet
into the girl's back. It pierced the lung.
He shot her twice more, both bullets-strikin-

the arm. Then he ran down to
the dock, and jumped into the Sound.
Mrs. Huntington's brother-in-la- Mr.
Holllngsworth, who was bathing at this
point rescued the man with the aid of
the coachman.

A physician was called in, and although
he said that tho girl had llttlo chance to
live, he ordered that no one be allowed
Inside the grounds. Accordingly guards
were posted, and when Police Captain
Walsh, of the Westchester Station, 'and
Cojoner O'Gorman arrived they were in-

formed that they could not come within
the gates. Coroner O'Gorman placed Mr.
Holllngpworth under arrest Finally the
Coroner was ushered into the presence of
Mrs. Huntington and he repeated his de
mand to be allowed to see the wounded
girl.

"You cannot see her," said Mrs. Hunt-
ington. "You might Just as well go
away, for I refuse to allow any ono to
see her."

"Madam," said the Coroner, "you are
aiding In the work of covering up a crime.
If you do not allow me to see this ydung
woman I will be compelled to order your
arrest"

Mrs. JHuntlngton then gave the required
permission. The cause of tho Fhootlng
was not learned. The dying girl could
give no reason for it, and Hawkins re-
fused to make a statement

THE RAILS SPREAD.
Northern Pacific Train "Wrecked In

Montana and Engineer Killed.
MISSOULA. Mont, Sept. 4. Overland

passenger train No. 3 on the Northern Pa-
cific, which left Minneapolis Monday
night was wrecked at Trout Creek
Station on the Idaho-Monta- line today.
Engineer'Owens "Sraa instantly, killed and
his fireman and a tramp stealing a ride,
were badly injured. Officially, it. Is said
the rails spread, permitting the engine and
four cars to topple over.

MISSOULA, MontTsept 4. Word from
the scene of the wreck at Schulder's Spur,
121 miles west of this city. Is to the effect
that, besides the death or Engineer Owens,
reported in the Aral account, Brakeman
Gelselman was killed. Fireman James
Lynn, Brakeman Clarence Grlgsby and
five passengers sustained Injuries more-- or
less severe. The engine was completely
wrecked, with three of tha eight cars
which went into the ditch.

Woman Earned to Death.

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MAKES A NIGHT ATTACK

FLEET AGAIN OPENS FIRE ON FORT
WRIGHT.

Cruisers sad Three Battle-Ship- s

in fiagageaeat Sappose to Cover
an Attempt oa Fisher's Island.

FISHERS ISLAND. N. Y., Sept 4.

Fort Wright .was again attacked tonight
and it would appear that Admiral Hlg-glns-

and Admiral Coghlan have brought
their fleets together for the purpose of
silencing, if possible, the guno of the fort
which Is admitted to be the most strongly
fortified on Long Island Sound. Admiral
Hlgglnson's maneuver tonight was an ex-

cellent one and brought out the finest
points of the game of war. He came
down upon the forts In two sections. The
cruisers were sent ahead with the appar-
ent purpose of having the fires concen-
trated upon them. He then crept Up with
his battle-ship- s and opened fire with the
purpose of crumbling the fort to pieces.

At 10:05 o'clock tonight a general alarm
rang out over Fort Wright and all the
troops were called to arms. A search-
light discovered the cruiser Brooklyn
speeding to the westward toward the
Race. At first It was supposed that the
cruiser was on her way to New York for
repairs, but she came so close to the
Island that a warning shot was fired and
to the surprise of the officers, she replied
vigorously. This action leads to the be-
lief that the reported accident to the
Brooklyn had been exaggerated by tho
naval officials for. the purpose of throw-
ing the defenders of the fort 6ft their
guard.

The firing had been on but a few mo-
ments when th Olympla - was sighted
closely following the Brooklyn and she,
too, .opened up with every available gun
on the forts. After these two vessels
passed through theRace, three battle-ship- s
were picked up by by the searchlights and
fears that a landing would be made caused
the officers to send the second relief with
a Gatllng gun down to the dock, the only
safe place where a landing could be made.
S10

battle-ship- s were soon recognized as
Kearsargc, Massachusetts and Ala-

bama and they were prdceedlng toward
the Race in the order named." As they
passed the forts they opend fire. Every
gUn at Fort Wright was now blazing
away, and Forts Terry and Mlchle were
also making a valiant attempt to put the
ships out of business. The range was
about 4000 yards.

The dense smoke, both from the guns
of the tattle-ship- s and the forts now en-
veloped the former. The ships soon took
advantage of this and scudded away
through the Race. At 11:15 the
emplacement announced that the ships
had anchored five miles off the Island to
the westward. The second relief was
hurriedly recalled five minutes later.

It Is the belief here that the maneuvers
of the five ships was for the purpose of
keeping the attention of the defenders to
the west end of the Island, while an at-
tempt will be made to land a party on the
east end. It Is confidently expected thatan attempt wrlll be made to land tonight
and every precaution has been taken to
repel the Invaders.

The shlpo were under an incessant fire
for one hour and five minutes. The
Olympla turned her searchlights on the
range-finde- rs etatlon and for some time
made It impossible for the men stationedthere to use their telescopes.

BROOKLYN'S ACCIDENT.

Admiral Coghlan Recommends That' Ship Be Docked.
WASHINGTON. Sept ctlng Secre-tary of the Navy Darling has received a

telegram from Rear-Admir- al J. B. Cogh-
lan, second in command of the North
Atlantic Station, giving a report of the
accident which befel the flagohlp, the
cruiser Brooklyn, in Buzzard's Bay yes-
terday. The report toys that while with-
drawing from the maneuvers the Brook-
lyn struck and ran over an uncharted ob-
struction. Examination showed that
about elx frames were bent Inward, inner
bottom platen bulged and compartment
taking some water, and other damage
done. The report concludes:

"Do not conrider that blame attaches toany person concerned. Recommend that
snip go to navyyara ror docking and ex-
amination. Have ordered Investigation
and informed Commander-in-Chie- f. Shall
proceed to Block Island and if he (Ad-
miral Hlgginson) cannot be found, will
go to Tomklnsvllle for orders."

Orders were sent forward to the Brook-
lyn to proceed to the New York navy-yar- d,

where the extent of the damage
could be ascertained definitely. Withouta better-define- d Idea of the character of
the Injuries, naval officials were not pre-
pared to give an estimate of the time
which the Brooklyn must be laid up or of
the cost of repairs, but It was thought
that she would be In dock anywhere from
three weeks to two months, and that the
cost of the accident probably woufd total
upwards of $50,000.

Buzzards' Bay was charted, not by the
naval hydrographlc office, but by the
coast and geodetic survey. The Brooklyn
was the largest vessel that had entered
the Bay In the memory of the oldest In-
habitant, and It was realized that an ele-
ment of risk attended .her appearance In
that locality. But naval offleir rrtnt
out that the maneuvers are Intended to
simulate actual war conditions, and pro-
duce beneficial results In the way of val-
uable Information to the Army and Navy,
and the appearance of a vessel like the
Brooklyn might well bo necessary In war
time.

The big cruiser already had an unenvia-
ble record for striking snags. While the
North Atlantic squadron was lying off
Cuba she struck a rock near Guahtanamo;
when hardly out of the builders hands
she struck In the Delaware River and
punched a big hole In her bottom, and
once again In the East River the vessel
encountered an unlooked-fo- r obstruction.
Her acoidcnt yesterday la the fourth In
the memory of naval officials.

MONTATJK POINT ATTACKED.

Fleet Sent LaadlHg Partr Ashore "to
Captare Signal Station.

,NEW LONDON. Conn., Sept 4. The
movement of the enemy's fleet to the
westward, coupled with delay In trans-mirai-

of messages by signal for certain
points interfered with by the enemy, in
part accounts for the meagerness of news
of general Interest received at Fort Trunw
bull, the Army headquarters. From 12:40
yesterday until the following was posted,
at 11:35 today, nothing official was given
out for publication:

"Fort Trumbull, Conn., Sept 4, 1902.
At 5:05 this morning Fort Mansfield re-
ported three battle-ship- s just off Block
Island going towards Newport Three of
the enemy's fleet at 5:30 were reported op-pose Great Bend, bombarding the signal
station at Montauk Point Signal station
reported to have changed position to point
where enemy's shells cannot reach them.
This morning at 6:45 three of the enemy's
fleet reported about 2000 yards out from
Montauk station, bombarding the field
battery In camp at that place. At 8:45 10
boatloads of marines are reported as hav-
ing landed at Montauk Point signal sta-
tion from two cruisers, about to attack
signal station there. The Kearsarge, Ala-
bama and Indiana or Massachusetts re-
ported maneuvering off Narragansett Pier,
about four miles out, at 9.55 A. M."

At noon Major-Gener- al MacArthur sent
the following dally report:

"Adjutant-Genera- l, Washington: Fort
Rodman was attacked at 8 A M. yester-
day by Brooklyn. Olympla, Puritan, May-
flower, Montgomery and Alleen. Fire
commander claims all ships except Purl-ta- n

put out of action. Landing party at-
tempted, and repulsed. Said ships re-
mained n vicinity of Fort Rodman all
day. Battle-ship- s returned to Block
Island after attack on Fort Wright, where
they remained until early this morning,
when they were reported off Narragah- -

sett Pier, about four mile out at sea.
Three of the enemy's fleet bombarded
Montauk Point and landed marines about
9 o'clock this morning, to capture signal
station there. All movements of enemy's
ships promptly .reported and Ills move-
ments covered during past 24 hours.

MUCH TRUTH IN THIS.

Attractions That Appearances Have
Over Solid Worth.

PORTLAND, Sept. 4. (To the Editor.)
The writer of the undersigned arucie is
a young man who has an unutterable
longing to get married; he Is making
enough for four people to live on in com-

fort yet darea not to launch forth on the
sea of matrimony, 'for the breakers are
running too high. What shall we, then,
do to be saved?

Tho author of the article entitled "The
Stenographer's Lot" appearing in this
morning's Oregonlan, Laplz (from the
Latin, lapis, a stone), evidently is one
that should be saved; let her give ear
and take warning e'er the storm clouds
break upon her.

Girts disdain to do housework because
they are too proud; they look upon It as
degrading work. They would rather
work for $25 per month as a clerk than
work as a domestic servant at a salary
equivalent to $40 per month. But that
Is not the worst The chances are that
she lives at home and pays no board and
with the $25 per month that she earns she
speedily proceeds to acquire luxurious
habits. She spends for dreas two or threo
times what she can reasonably afford or
rather what she can reasonably get along
with for the principle seems to be with
the girls, and a big per cent of men. too,
to spend all In making a show that can
bo scraped together. In order to appear
as richly apparelled aa their rich slstera
and brothers. Here goes $100 for musical
training on about 50 cents worth of mus-
ical ability, and other luxuries too num-
erous to be mentioned. No woman ex-

pects to save money except to buy a man-
dolin or a now hat or to buy some other
unessential thing. It is not enstomary
for them to save, and it Is hardly to be
expected; but nobody wants them to save
money, bless you! But there Is a great
objection to having the faculty ot spend-
ing money so largely developed without
any sense of the value of money. The
training of young women Is not- - such as
to teach thera the value of money. It is
a very difficult thing for anybody to learn
that Some people cannot learn It under
the moat rigorbus training. Let some
girl .work her way through school among
strangers, rolling late at night with des-

titution staring her in the face rising
up between her and her noble ambition to
educate heroelf; not even a sympathetic
face eaylng, "I am here to sustain you
er you fall"; let her start out In the
Spring with .15 cents In her pocket, to find
employment to return to school In the
Fay. Nobody wants a girl to face such
an ordeal, yet should I find such a girl,
tight-fiste- d and uncourtcous though I be
called, I wodld gladly discommode myself
to help her. She certainly would know
and appreciate the value of money. What
a man asks of a woman In financial mat-
ters I3 Juat a little common sense about
the value and uee of money, that 13 all.
Let her learn that a bright cheerful face,
a kindly disposition and common sense In
dress is more attractive to the world,
generally, and especially to those whose
attention she would attract, than fine
feathers, fine clothes and long sweeping
trails floundering among cigar .stubs and
what-not- s.

But that ia not 'the worst yet, either.
Thero Is a song "What Will You Do When
Wo Are Married?" and the answer la
something like, "I will lovo you 'and bo
true," which certainly is very desirable.
But what about those sour biscuits you
learned to cook down at Spltznagle &
Hoopcngarner's Continental Dry Goods
Stores, or those curtains that never look
clean and never hang artistically, or those
rooms which look as though a strong
wind had struck them. In order to get
things done decently on account of in
competency or unwillingness on the part
of the help (?) mate a man Is far too
often under tho obligation of getting a
hired girl at $30 or $40 (which Includes
board, of course). Then truly must aJ
man nave an amaing .iaiin ana a strong
courage, and content himself with "living
on Dora."

In short, these clerical occupations
teach women how to spend money lav-
ishly and unfit them as good housewives.
There is a chance for women as well as
men "to take a firm hold on life"; to dis-
cover what Is essentially highest and
truest and best. Men, by training, are
apt to have these virtues of domestic
economy better learned than women. And
who. I would like to repeat In thunder-
ing tones. If it were possible, will depreci-
ate those humble qualities exercised in
domestic economy? It is as much of a
virtue as sexual . morality. More girls
havo found ruin, more women have found
ruin, more men have found ruin, ruin, of
all tha.t is highest and noblest, because
they have not possessed thoss doriestlc
qualities of frugality and sobriety that
give to honest livelihood a true worth.
Forsaken women in the prime of womanly
qualities (except virtuo) confess they are
such, not because' they have been led
astray, not because they cannot And work,
not because of passion, but becauoe they
can "make a living easier thus than by
working." Thl Is not an Idle assertion,
but is an undeniable fact.

OREGON! AN fEW3 BUREAU, Wash-
ington, Sept 4. Secretary Hitchcock, who
has Just returned to Washington, was in-

terviewed today on the President's atti-
tude toward the trusts, an Interview all
the more Interesting as Mr. Hitchcock Is
understood to be president of the window
glass trust He is satisfied, he says, that
when the President's policy on the sub-
ject of legislation io control thiats is
fully understood he will have the indorse-
ment not only of the people at large but
of the more conservative, business Inter-
ests as well. When asked if he believed
leading financiers felt great antagonism
toward President Roosevelt, he replied:

"I would not use such a strong word as
antagonism. Undoubtedly there are peo-

ple who differ with' him, but they cannot
but absolutely Indorse and approve his
sterling honesty and sincerity of purpose.
The only difficulty Is that he has been
misunderstood. The people have had an
idea that he Intends to tear down and pull
to pieces these great financial Interests
and corporations; whereas, the speech he
made the other day explains the situa-
tion. He Illustrated his purpose admir-
ably when he said he did not regard it as
necessary to kill a patient in order to
make him welL The President, as I un-

derstand his, purpose, simply means to
enforce a etrlct compliance-- with the laws
as they stand. I do not think there Is the
slightest occasion for fear or anxiety for
the commercial interests of the country."

Asked It the leaders In the financial
world felt that way about It ho replied:

"That I cannot say, because I have not
"been In financial circles. It seems to me

that Is the way they ought to feel, if they
do not The President Is going to do his
duty as he sees it, and he sees it from
the very highest standard of citizenship.
