The congress also adopted a mollon fa-
voring the paymaent of members of Par-
lament In order to allow all section= of
the community be adequately ropre-
senited in the Houss of Commons.

The clzarmakers’ Mutual Assoclaucn in
troduced & resolution almed agaln:g “cap-
ftalistic corm S which was unani-
mpusly adopted, It was as follows:

“That In the opinlon of this cougTess
the growth of gigantic capitalistic usts,
with thelr enormoua power of controliing
production, is injurious to the advance-
ment of the working classes, and by sguch
combination the pricea of commodities are
ralsed, the stundard of comfort of the
people can be reduced. the workmen's
freedom endangered and national pros-
perity meneced.”

DUBLIN, Bept, 6,—At the public meet-

ing convened here today by the Lord

Mavor of Dublin to protest agminst the

recent proclamation of the crimes act in

five Irish countles, It was resolved to
hold & demongtration in Phoenix Park.

September 1. The vote on this pesolution

was received with shouts of “We ghall be

hlundgeoned, as in 1801." John Redmond,
leador of the Irish party in the House of

Commons, dencunced the proglamation as

& gross outrage, Issued at the whim of &

despot and c gang of absentee landlords,

“That prociamation s a lle¥’ sald Mr.
Redmond. *“In the whole civilised world
there Is no city so free from corime as
Dublin The only ‘woy to meetl thls prog-
lamation is to make the political situs-
tion in Ireland too hot for these men. Let
them create flerce agitaton and Dublin
will rise up &2 one man to Join the United
Irish League, and make it a8 powerful and
menacing to British misrule as the Land
League was N years sago.”

John Dillon, Nationalist enember of the
House of Commuons, spproved the propos-
als made by Mr. Redmond. He deacribed
the proclamation as audacity and ruffan-
fam, and declared there was more crime in
Belfast In one month than in Dublin In
fiva years. “But would Beifast be pro-
claimed 7'he askad. Mr. Dillon sald George
W. Wyndham, Chief Secretary for Ireland,
was siowly descending the path which had
led 80 many of hla predecessors to perdi-
tion. He declared the proclamation was
in the favor of that flunkeyism which in
Dublin and Cork hed simost succeedad In
prastituting and debasing Ireland's nation-
ality and manhood before the oppressors
&nd conguercors.

ALLOWED NO TRIFLING

COMMANDER M'CREA'S ENERGETIC
ACTION IN HAYTL

Took Upon Himself the Proteectlion
of Foreign Interests, and Did It

Well-Washington's Approval.

WABHINGTON, Sept. E—The Navy De-
partment has recelved from Commander
McCrea, of the Machies, a mall report
under date of Cape Haytien, August 16,
setting oot In detall the steps taken by
thst officer to prevent interference with
ths world's commerce ns a result of the
bitter Insurrectionary struggié now In
progress in Haytlan waters. Commander
MeCren was from the nature of the cese
obliged to act without opportunity to con-
gult the State or Navy Departments, but
it |s stated that his vigorous and efTective
measures are thoroughly approved, It ap-
pears from the Commander's report that
he took under his charge the commerce
of nearly all of the European countries,
in sddition to that of his own. His atti-
tude toward Admiral Killick, the ingar-
gent commander, revesled In the report, in
slgnificant as indicating the adoption of &
stronger policy than has been pursued
heretofors in the treatment of South and
Central American revolutions which in-
juriously affect the commerce of the
worid,

The report in part follows:

w15, 8. E. Machias, Cape Haytlen, Haytl,
Aug. 16, 1502—8ir: In order to Inform the
Insurgent gunboat of my determination re-
garding foreign Interests, and seeing the
verse] In the ofing Auvgust 10, I sent an
officer out 1o him with the following let-
ter:

*#sgir: I wish to glve you notice that I
am charged with the protection of Brit-
joh, French, German, [Itallan, Spanish,
Russinn and Cuban interests, as well as
those of the United States. You are also
informed that T am directed to prevent the
bombardment of this city without due no-
tioe: also to prevent any interference with
commerce, elther by the Interruption of
the telegraph cables or the stoppage of
steamers engaged in Innocent trade with a
friendly power. All Interference, except-
Ing with Haytien interests, I shall en-
dravor to prevent. Hoping there will be
no necrssity for extreme measures, and
also that a peaceful solution mey yel be
arranged to save the repubdlic from rulnm, I
am.' ete.

“In reply Admiral Killick sent me the
proclamation of the newly formed "Consell
Executil” at Gonaives, also a notification
to the Consular corps establishing a block-
nde of this port. and the following letter
which Is translated into Eoglish, namely:

“ ‘Commsnder: 1 received your note of
today, and hastsn to assure you that If It
becomen necesaary to batk with my guns
the milltary forces now opemting near
Cape Hayxtien, I would only do so after
giving due notiee to the Consular corps,
as demandad by usages of civiliand war-
fare, and even then the firtng wounld be on
the fort!fications, and not on the city.
Concerning the stoppage of vessels enter-
ing the harbor, 1 hasten to hand you the
| inclosed two documents, one bearing upon
| Informntion of the Consell Exeoutif at Go-
nalves, the other decreeing the port of
Cape Hartlen In & state of blockade. 1
beg you to communicate them to the Con-
wilar corpe rerlding In the city. I also
hope for & peacefu! solution of the diMm-
cnity. In case it shouid become necessary
for forelgners 1o evacuate the city, 1 shall
not fall to visit you and decide upon the
matter. I have the honor to bhe, ete.

“"He further told the bost officer that he
had that morning tried to “heave to' a
stramer not showling any colore by Aring
n blank cartridge, but she turned and ran
away. He said he wished then to send a
communication to the Americen Consul,
but afterward he learned that the ahip
was the Paloma, rarrying arms and am-
munition to Cape Haytlen. the delivery of
which he clalmed the right to prevent.
Upon reeriying his note I was boarded by
the confidential interpreter and clerk of
Genersl Nord Alexia who, in the Iatter's
name, ssked me If 1 was golng to capture
their Polnt-a-Plerrol. as he stopped a
steamer carrving munitions of war for the
provisiona! government. I declined to tell
kim what 1 would do, but esid: “T shall
now awalt instructions from Washington,'

“The Conusuls came on board and 1 de-
lhvered to them the notlce of blockade,
advising n formal! protest, which was duly
mode.”

Avgust 11, Commander McCrea mays, he
received the department's cable regarding
the effectivencss of the blockade. and
sinca an American schooner bad come In

reporting no blockade. he considered the
blockada abandoned. He therefore cabled
the department and also Inforced the Con-
sular corps officially that the blockade was
Ineffectual, and could not be re-estab-
lished without another notice. Recelving
notification August 1 from General Nord
Alexis that the Crete-a-Plerrot was at
Caginete, about nine miles distant, Com-
mander McCrea salled to that point. He
reached Caginete August 13 and found the
Crete-a-Plerrot In port. The pllot not be-
ing willing to carry the Américan com-
mander In, McCres sent Admiral Killick
a letter, at the same time inclosing the
protest signed by the Consular corps at
Cape Haytien. He Informed the Admiral
that his blockade was conaldered not ef-
fective, even an a de facto blockude, add-
ing: “And I am bere to t#fl you that the
United States dentes yon the right to visit
or search any American or other forelgn
vessel attempting entrance to the harbor
of Cape Haytlen.” Commander McCrea
continued: “Hoping, for the sake of har-
mony, that you will not obllge me to use
foree under my command, I shall be giad
to extend to you any courtesles customary
between United Btates sallors.”

It was my intention,” he says, "to go
in and have a talk, but the pilot 1 have
does not feel sure of the channel, and my
charts are old and unrellable.”

After about thres hours the Crete-a-
Plerrot came put and Admiral Killick sent
an officer to say he appreclated the con-
ditions and admitfed the ineffectiveness of
the blockade, which he now abandoned,
and would report to the Conseil Executif
at Gonalves. “1 then returned,” conclud-
e Commarnder McCrea, “Informed the
Consuls and Governor-General, cabling tha
department:

“ My efforts In this affalr have been
to prevent the trifiing with the world's
commerce as well as to hasten the declslon
of these slow-acting officl v

Germany Appreciates It,

WABHINGTON, Sept. 5—The German
Government has expresaed officlally ite ap-
preciation of Commander McCrea's efforts
in behalf of the emplire’s Interests in
southern waters In a letter to the Btate
Department. The letter, which Is signed
by Count von Quadt, First Secretary of
the Embassy, saye:

"I have recelved Inetructions from the
Imperial Government to express to the
United States Government lte warmest
thanks for Captaln MeCrea's prompt and
effective action in behalf of German citi-
zena whose interests were at stake. I tnke
specin]l pleasure In bringing this to Your
Excellency’s notice, and 1 will avall my-
self of this ocession to renew to Your
Excellency the aspurances of my distine-
guished constderntion.™

BARCELONA, Venezuela, Sept, L—A
correspondent of the Assoclated Press
visited Genernl Matos, the revolutiopary
lender, August 28, at his headquarters at
Zearaza., The forces have been ordered to
concentrate and march In the direction of
Alta Graela, whence the troops will move
Caracga.  Consequently about
12000 men recently left SBan Carlos, dis-
tant 160 miles from Alta Gracia, but they
cannot reach the latter place before a
fortnight has einpsed, and therefore the
decisive battle cannot take place for some
time to come.

He
says that Mr. Pond :loes not propose to
give meney o the poor, buat only pre-
visiona that vre cooked.
