DERBY. tonn., Sept. 22-Willlam Hop-
Young, for whom the palice of New
g':rl. have been searching in connection
with the murder of Mra Anna Neison
Pulitzer, has been found, and Is also said
o have made a confesslon regarding the
kiiling of Mre Pulitser. The prisoper
talked readily this morning, and with a
good dexl of Intelligence. He sald his
name wes Bert Edwards; that he was ¥
yéars of age, end formerly lived with his
siepfather, Henry Carruthers, and his
mother at 620 Sixth street, Portland, Or.
¥a left Portland on June 15 because of a
fight with his atepfather. and had since
then been roaming sbout the country.

In the gulse of a tramp he had been
wandering about the country for several
days, and weas srrested last evening by
the Derby police on suspicion. Although
Nis description corresponded closely with
that sent put by the New York officenm,
the prisoder at first stoutly denled any
connection with the murder, and even
when he was confronted with a man who
weos formerly o fellow workman, he still
dented hix Mentity. But this evening,
upon the arrival of & man with whom he
was intimately acqusainted, the prisoner
scknowledged that he was Willlam
Hooper Young, He cansented to go back
to New York without the formality of
requisition papers, and will be taken there
probably tomorrow morning.

It was to Max Levy, a physical culture
jnstructor, of Brooklyn, and _ Deiective
Bergeant Edward Hughes of New York,
that the prisoner admitted his ddentity.
During the iInterview with the offiosrs
which followed Young's admission of hls
$entity, he Is sald to have made®a con-
feasion regarding the crime. The exact
pature of this confession was not made
public tonight. It was ssld that Young
hind spoken of an accomplice, but one of
the officers when gquestionad about this
replied:

“If you say simply that a confeasion
has been made you will tell the whaole
story.""

From another reliable source, howewver,
came the information that Young did say
he had an accomplice. Shortly before 9
o'clock the officers withdrew from the
prisoner’'s cell and left him for the night,
the amnouncement Yeing made that the
man would mot be taken to New York

Ar soon as the Nld of the trunk was
Hfted It could be seen that the inside of
the receptacle was covered with blood.
The biade of the stiletto waa covored with
blood Its whole length. Tha woman's
skirts, underclothea, a couple of hand-
kerchiefs snd seversl small pleces of
Tags were found to be saturated with
blood. as was the bedciothing from
Young's room. Young's trousers, which
showed blood staine, were wot and ap-
peared as If Young, after the murder, had
washed his trousers and packed them
into the trunk without letting them dry.
The man's undershirt was also covered
with bioodstains It was remarked at
the time the pepper was found in the
trunk that the man now In custody of
the Derby, Conn., police, had red pepper
In his posseasion. Captain Titus says
that every article that Is missing from
Young's apartments wax found In the
trunk.

The body of Mrs. Anna Pulltzer was
shipped today from the Jerssy City
morgue (0 Perth Amboy, N. J., where
her parents live.

MORMONS NOT TO BLAME.

Police Say They Can In Xo Way Be
Connected With the Crime.

NEW YORK. Bept. 2.—The quest for
the supposed murderer of Mr=. Anna Pu-
litzer was ended tonight when news
reached pollce headquarters In thles city
that the man alleging himself 10 be (Bert
Edwards, of Portland, Or., and who was
arrested last night near Derby, Conn., had
admitted he was Willlam Hooper Young,
after he had been positively Identified by
Max Levy, a professor of physieal cul-
ture. In whoee establishment In Brookiyn
Young was nt one time employed. The
poliee announce that Young will be
brought to this city tomorrow morning,
his counssl in this cliy baving said that
he would walve extradition procesdings
which might delay his surrender to the
New York authorities for a day or two.

The articles of feminine apparel found
in the tronk brought from Chicago wers
positively identified as belonging to his
wife by Joseph Pulitzer, who was deep-

The many allusions made to Portland
by Young. the alleged murerer of Mrs
FPulitzer, since his capture wou!d lead to
the conclusion that he was well known
bere, and that he had at one time made
Portland his home. Such, however, s
not the case. While he was well known

in Portiand but & short time. He has an

aunt dled but a short time age. Whiie
here he was employed "In a well-known
business. house of the city, the proprietor
of which is acquainted with Young's fem-
Uiy, qnd says that they are fine peaple,

T report that his mother lives in
Portiand i& not true,” said he, yesterday,
“nor i his mother'es name Mrs, Dr. Wi
cox. His mother Is a very old, feeble
woman, and she lives far from the raii-

TROOPS TO THE SCENE

MINERS RESIST SHERIFFS, WHO
CALL ON GOVERNOR.

¥Mob Attacks Colliery at Archbold
and Two Men Are Shot Before
Order Is Restored.

BCRANTON, Pa, Bept. =1 — Bherift
Behadt, of Lackawanna County, tonight
telegraphed Governor Stone to send troops
to his assistance. The Bheriff had just
given o the newspapers a tion
announcing he would call the troops if the
wicesness ¢\ not cease, when -he re-
celved n series of telephone calls to quell
disturbances up the valley. He found on
invstigntion that the situation wis such
that he could not cope with it, and sent
A call for troops. Adjutant-Geaeral Stew-
art called the Bheriff by telephone, and
bhad a long talk with him. The Adjutant-
General suggested o posse of citizens be
called upon for assistance. While the
Bheriff was preparing to act upom this
suggestion he received more reports of
violence up and down the valley, and at
once sent another urgent telegram to the
Governor, calling for Immediate assist-
ance, and the Thirteenth Regiment, with
beadquarters here, was ordered out.

The worst of tonight's outbreaks oc-
curred at Archhold. A erowd of 20
pirikers, mostly foreigners, ransacked the
quarters occupled by the 40 men employed
At the Raymond Washery of the Omtario
& Western Company, while the men were
al work, and then meeting with the men
us they were returning, drove them back
to the refuge of the washery. The mob
then returned to the colllery proper,
drove out the engineers, fire pump-
men and guards and took pos of the
breaker. The plant of the Crescent Elee-
trit Light Company, which Is supplied
with stenm from the breaker, had Lo shut
down, and the whole region around was
left In darkness. In the attack on the
bresker, two men were shot, one & striker
@nd the other a workman. Thelr names
or condition could not be learncd.

Chiet Deputy Eheriff Miles McAndrew
was attacked and shot at by a mob at
Oliphant. The steam plpes of the Penn-
sylvania Coal Company's colliery at Old
Forge were blown up with dynamite to-
night. Two colored cooka at the colliery
were rescued by Deputy Bheriffs from a
crowd that was hastening to lynch them

Strikers Resist Arrest and OMcers
Call for Troops.

SHENANDOAH, Pa., Bept. 2 —Bherift
Beddal! and half & dogen deputies arrived
hare this afternoon and attempted to ar-
rest ihbe strikers who have been taking
coal from the mine breakers, The men
resisted arrest, and the Sheriff appeaied
to General Gobin for asuslstance. he
Genernl ordered the Second City t
tc the scene to protect the Sherifr in the
discharge of his duly. Meantime a mob
of about 0 people hagd @athered in the
vicinity of the breakers. With the pro-
tection which the presence of the troops
affardes, the Sherif's men arrested three
coal pickers, but the rest succeeded in es-
uplu;.' The prisoners were taken to tha
Pannsyivan'a Rallroad statlon, surrounded
by troops and followed by the mob, hiss-
Ing and Jeering, About the time they
were passing General Gobin's headquar-
ters, the First Baltalion of the Twelfth
Regiment came dashing up the street
with Colonel Clement at thelr head. The
batialion, as It approached the mob,
formed in company fromt, and the crowd
scatiered In every direction, It was the
intention to take the prisoners to the jall
at Pluisville, but wiffie they were nt the
station the strike leaders produced bal!l for
them, and they were released.

STRIKERS WILL XEVER YIELD,

Gompers Saysx Miners Are Prepared
to Hold Out for Months.

WASHINGTON, | Sept. 22—President
Gompers, of the Amerlcan Federation of
Labor, sald today that the striking miners
In the Pennsylvania coal flelds were pre-
piared to hnld out for months. He sald
ihe miners were disposed to make econces-
sions, Liut the presidents had had no over-
tures made to them, and that the men
“are rot going to yield.”

“The strikers,” he sald. “aro recelving
ali the supplies they need, and can con-
tinue thelr fight Indefinitely.

ARMY MEN PASS THE LIE

Dramatie Incldent at Meeting of
Spanish-American Veterans.
INDIANAPOLIS, Sept. 2—The removal
for alleged Incompetency of W. C. Liller,
as Adjutant-General of the Spanish-Amer-
ftean Veteruns, s suld to have destroyed

the only obstacle In.the way of a con-

centration of the Spanish War veterana
now meeting In Detroit and the Spanish
War veterans now meeting in Indlanap-
olls.
