All I shall ask for are
several minor changes In the pure food
law. More stringent regulations are
needed as to vinegar, condensed milk and
spices, in order to give the public better
protection. I shall ask the Legislature
for a law requiring squares or rolls of
butter to weigh 32 or 16 ounces. As to
whether I shall ask to have the standard
for milk raised from 3 to 3& per cent, I
have not yet decided."
