They Form a Pari of the Whole

Gambling System.
Troy Press,

One of the wholesome effects of reform
municipal adminlstration wae the smash-
ing of 30 nicksl-in-the-glot machines In

rooklyn police headquarters the other

ay. “They were worth, In the aggregate,

about $35.000, and were destroyed In com-
pllance with the statute In relation to
gambling paraphernalla. In Troy and
Rensselaer County the [llegal and de-
moralising slot machines flourish under
the Bilack-Howard-Conway regime, and
we hear of no purpase to enforce the law
in this respect. Occaslonally partles op-
crating them are “tipped’’ to move them
upstairs, but it would be an easy matter
to confiscate all those In use If District
Attorney Howard or the Conway police
authorities were 20 Inclined. The slot
maciines are among the vilest of *“'skin
games.” Fools who try to beat them get
left. TYet there are lots of youths and
men of small caliber or partly intoxicated
who are Induced to squander thelr
money in this manner. They should be
protected. But that there will be any-
thing effectun]l done to destroy these
swindling machines, Brooklyn fashion,
cannot reasonably be hoped for upon the
initiative of officlals while District At-
torney Howard and Mayor Conway re-
tidln thelr present offices.

Of course, an aggressive citizens’ com-
mittee, organlzed for the purpose, could
stop the slot machines and other scanda-
lous irregularities very quickly. Corrup-
tioniats are atraid of a few horest men,
banded together to locate, complaln of
and remedy eovils that are disgracing the
city—and ,gambling I8 not the worst of
them. But the best way is to elect offi-
clals of consplcuous ability and integrity,
who would stamp out gambling, grafting,
disorderly saloons, blackmalling, the
shameless assessment of subordinates and
other crimes common to county and mu-
nicipal ::.'lmlnuluunn under machine rule,
