Australia Appears as Big
Buyer in Portland.

IN CONSEQUENCE OF DROUTH

North Pacific Ports Also Secure All
of Australin’s Former Trade With
Sowtk Africa—High Price Pald
for Expori,

The sipment of a cargo of whent from
Portland to Australin i« one of the possi-
Bbilittes in the grain trade of this city
within the next few weeks, The deal bas
pot actually been completed, but buyers
in this Neld have been dickering with the
Antipodes, and it Is practieslly certain
1hat one. and perhaps several cargoes will
g0 forward. This will be the first busl-
ness of this nature that has been worked
since 1886, when the steamship Aswanly
was sent 1o Sydney with a cargo of flour
from Fortland., and It has been 10 years
gince any wheat business has been workedd
from Oregon for Australia, For years
Australia was guite a factor in supplying
the European market with wheat, but
the prolonged drouth In that country hns
not only put it cut of business as a ship-
per, but Is now in & falr way to get it
dn Hne with the importing couniries.

Australian buyers have already pur-
chased one cargo of Pacific Const wheat,
and it will go forward from SBam Francls-
‘o on the British ship Trafalgar for 8yd-
ney. As Oregon and Washinglon poris
have outstripped the Callfornia ports in
the South African business, they will in
all protability take the lead in the wheat
trade with that country as the direct re-
mult of the fallure of the crops In Aus-
tralla. Previous to these successive fali.
ures, the Dark Continent secured all of
its supplies from Australia, that country
lying close snough to Afriea to render
shipment much more advantageous than
§t would be from this part of the wonid,
“It 4= an {1l wind,” ete,, and, while the
Australian farmers soc starvation star-
dng them in the face as the result of these
repeated crop faullu-es, the farmers of
Oregon, Washington and Idaho are recely-
ing the highest prices for thelr wheat
wince 1888, when the Lelter boom was on.

That the Bquth African and Inctdentally
the Australlan trade s lnrgely pesponsible
for these prices Is snown by the fact that
the greater part of the wheat that has
deen soid durlng the past week has been
at prices in exeess of the export values,
Yesterday as high as 6% cents was bid
for Walla Walla wheat, and 2 cents for
bluestem, and the best figure that could
be securcd for the whesat for Buropean
&hlpment, based on the lowest freight
rate obtainable, wns 6 and 68 cents res-
pectively, ‘The exnorters blame the mills,
and the millers blame the exporters for
the fancy figures that are being pald, und
both admit that thers Is nothing in the
United Kingdom business that warrants
them. Bome of the Puget Bound mills
took on some good-sized flour orders for
the Orlend as well as South Africa, and
did not have all 6f the wheat that was
peceded In sight, so they were forced to
pay high fgures for 11, The African busl-
ness, instead of showing a falling off, is
&l holding up to the proportions reached
earller In the season, and, from present
indications, the shipments (Aour included)
will rench mnearly 5000 bushels, The
#hlpments already sent forward wsince
Jonuary have reached a total of 3, 000,000
bushels and there are ships under charter
for Bouth African londing at Portland
and Puget Scound ports with a capaclty
of fully 1,000,000 bushels, so that it will be
comparatively easy to swell the shipments
Lo 6000000 bushels by the end of the year.
As the exportable surplus of wheat and
flour from Toriland and Puget Sound for
the present sesison will be less than 30,-
000,000 bushels, It is apparent that about
one-sixth of it is golng out to South Af-
riea, and shipments to Australin may
make a material increase in the amount
that will be diverted from European
ports.

The fancy figures that have been pald
for wheat within the past week have had
the effect of checking the selling move-
ment. the fact that local prices are above
8 parity with the European market not
appealing to the farmers, who expect
whent to go stlil higher. Thelr indiffer-
ence about selling has caused a very dull
market for frelghte and, so far as known,
not & single =hip has been chartered to
Joad past the turn of the year. This s &
-remurkabie situation, when it is consld-
ered that in ordinary vears it 45 the cus-
(%om to charier ships in Octoner and No-
wember to load as far ahead as March
‘mnd April

The Bouth African business has alded In
rcausing heavier shipments than have ever
ybeen known so early in the season. Flour
{included, the shipments from Portiand
{and Puget Sound for October for all ports
rapproximate 400000 bushels, about eveniy
'divided between the two ports, with al-
f:nut i certainty that the November ship-
mente will be fully as heavy. Tonnage
fetocks In the two ports yesteriny were
almost exactly the same. There were 21

Taln vessels in ench port, and the regls.

tonnage of the Portland flect was
W36l tons compared with 40,49 tons for
Bhe fleet at the Puget Sound ports. All of
El.he Portland ships but two wers under
fcharter, but there were four dlsengaged
iships suitable for grain on Puget Sound.
E:ﬂ!‘ar as known, all of these ships have

covervidl by early purchases of wheat,
Pmt some of the Puget Sound vessels are
Fecslving slow dlspatch on mccount of
mmoarcity ¢f cars. There has been pome
lcomplaint on this =core at Portland, but
ithe O. R. & N. Company has pressed Into
rpervice everything In the yards thst can
'rmrry a load of grain, and s rushing the
Fwheat down 1o tidewater about ns fast
as it can be placed abosrd the ships In
weiting for It

In adiftlon to the wheat secursd for
shipment from San Franciseo to Australia,
and the reported engagements from this
port, there have been two or three ship-
ments of Canadian whoat to Auwstralln
by the steamers of the Canadian Pacifie
Iine. There Is not enough wheat 1in
Western Canada, however to meet a de-
mand of any econssquence and, as it could
not be shipped from Eastern Canada as
advantageously as from Oregon  and
Washington, the ports of these two states
are in a better position than any others
to supply the demand from this new and
unexpected quarter,

TO OREGON FOR TIMBER

Colorado and Southwest Must Come,
Says Collector Dunmne.

“In m¥ opinion the Deaver market will
have to come to the Northwest for its
long timbers” sald D. M. Dunne, Col-
lector of Internal Revenue, yesterday af-
terneon. Colone] Drinne has just returned
from an official trip to New Mexlco, and
during his visit he took the timber ques-
tion into consideration,

“Leaving out Oregon ond Tdaho on the
Bhort Line and Montann on the Northern
Poelfic, there Is scarcely a stick of tim-
ber In-the different states that I pamsed
through. Colorsdo and New Mexico will
certainly be large purchasers In the fu-
ture, and Texas s able to supply only ties
for Denver. Large timbers will have Lo
come from the Northwest. Willlam Len-
nox, one of the owners of the Gold King
and other mines in Colorado, told me that
the state would have to get all it long
timbers from this section.

“But 1 am glad to be back In Portiand

once again, During my trip I learned]

that there was no place like Oregon, and
the only question that troubled my mind
was the lack of interest that people take
In inducing Immigration. Here we have
a4 great country—just as great an area
for cultivation as Washington affords.
Yet on every traln Washington had five
immigrants while we had only one.

“Of our cllmate the people can say
nothing, and during my trip I often felt
like coming back to Portland. I had a
feeling of homesickness when 1 dropped
down to El Paso and beheld the effecis
of the drouth. Fruit and vegetables were
withering under a troplcal sun, and 1
thought of Oregon where the sun-blight
is never known, People complalned ‘»nd 1
advised them to come to our part of the
country, but I do not know If any of them
have started In our direction.”

Colone]l Dunne sald that from inquirics
which he had recelved he believes that
there will be a great immigration to the
Northwest next year. Many people, he
enys, will come from the Southwest, and
there will be thousands from the Middle
States. /s

Ing that Institution he came out to the
FPaclfic Const as a First Lieutenant of
Topographical Englneers, being stationed
at Vancouver Barracks, October 8§, of
Lthe next Year, 1856, he married at Astoria
Miss Ellen, daughter of Genernl John
Adalr. Another daughter subseguently
marricd Colonel W. H., Jordan, now Tre-
tired, and living In Portland. On the day
| of thelr marringe Lisutenant Mendell and

NEW TOWN SPRINGS UP

Sawmill on Gresham Road Center of
Settlement of Boring.

GRESHAM, Or,. Oct. 0.—A new town,
to be called Boring. has sprung up in the
very center of a belt of henvy timber on
the lime of the new rallway running
through (his place. It is located on Deep
Creck. about six miles southeast from
here, and is already a flourishing little
settlement. It Is in Clackamaa Counlty,
about four miles aiong the Powell’'s Val-
ley road, and about the same distance
on the Buoy road, southward from the
Junction of those two thoroughfares.

Two months ago the wilderness there
was unbroken, cxcept by the wagon road
through It. A first-class sawmill, capabie
of cutting 50,000 feet of lumber a day, i=
now in operation, sawing lumber for the
bulldings already golng up. It belongs to
0. H. Palmer. who has made heavy pur-
chasgs of timber land in that neighbor-
hood, ind has énough In reserve to keep
it golng for the next 10 years.

The track of the Oregon Water Power
& Rallway Company will pars directly
through the place, and one of the electrie
power statiens §8 now belng constructed
there. It Is the same plant that has been
in operation at Inman & Poulsen's mill,
and it will be entirely rebuollt and en-
larged as a part of the new rallway sys-
tem. The new bullding will be 18 fest
long, and 42 feet wide, [t will be buflt of
Iron, brick and wood, It will be on a
slight emunence, about 100 ynrds east of
the main track, from shich a Switeh will
run. Much of the material i» on the
ground, and wagon loads of machinery
are arriving every day. As much of the
old bullding as can be used is being hauled
cut, even to the brick which encased the
boilern and supported the engines, and
dyvnamos. Gravel for the concrete work
i belna hauled from the gravel pif at the
end of the Base Live road, and the new
sawmill Is preparing to cut the necessary
lumber, !

The sawmill and power plant will prove
mutuely, helpful. The mill and lumber
yards will be lighted by electricitr, while
the power plant will use sawdust and
slnbwood for fuel A “hog" to grind
#labweod will be put In operation by the
rallwe: company, and Mr. Palmer will
bulld a drykiln snd planing mill as =oon
as possibie uter the first rish of bullding
Is over,

The new town can already boart of 15

houses and the mill has orders for lum-
her for three meore, Some of them are
cheap affairs, but =severa! are good, Mr,
Palmer's own =es!denee, just finished, has
cost about §100, nnd one to be built by
the railway company for the manager of
the eclectric plant will cost as much or
moTe.
The townsite Is vwned by C. R. Root
amnd 0. H. Palmer and has been platted.
The town wnall be buillt with considerable
regularity. It has been planned to ercot
a union church. for which a block of land
has been doncted. Another block har
heen given for a sshodalhouse and one will
be erccted next year.  Mr. Root will be-
gin wark upon a store bullding, whizh he
will stock, and Mr. Palmer will open a
tincksmith shop. Other. enterprises are
being talked of.

Boring will be one of the principal sta-

tions of the 0. W, P. & R. Co., and the
nearcet o Crlent and Pleasant Home. It
wili not have a posteffice, as it will be

~erved by rural free delivery from Gresh-
am as soon as the-new routes are cstab-
Nahed from thix pince, Al prosent the
people get thelr mall from Powell Valley.
By next-Soring the town will be settled
down and well supplicd with evirything,
but just now it reminds one of an exrly
mining camp.

Scllwood and Milwaukie were once
provided with ferrics several years ago,
and although they were not free, they
were of greal advantage. Thelr discon-
tinuance wna severely felt. There has
been considerable agitation for the past
four vears of this free ferry movement,
and the Legislative delegation mostly con-
ceded that Sellwood was entitled to one,
but other matters prevented any definlte
nction being taken. The people of Sell-
wood and thome living opposite on the
West Bide of the Willamrtie River think
that now s the time to strike for a free
ferry, similar to the one provided for Al
bina,

HORSE CANNERY BURNED.

At that time they
notieed that. the dog was on the porch.
Sumiay, among the remaine of the fire the
charred body of the dog was found. It Is
thought that the dog sears someone In
the bullding and tried to drive him out,
and was either killed or so bllnded by the
amoke that ke could not find his way out.
