ST. ANDREWS, Scotland, Oct. 2.—An-
drew Carnegle was today formally rein-
stalled us rector of 8t Andrew's Univer-
#ity, in the presence of a large and bril-
llant assembiage over ,which Princlpal
Donaldson presided. The honurary degree
of doctor of laws was subsoquently con.
ferred by St. Andrew's on Mr. Carnegle,
Ambassadors Choste and White, Profes-
sor Alexander Graham Bell, of Washing-
ton, and Henry White, Secretary of the
United Etates Embassy in London.

Mr. Carnegie's restogial address conslsted
of an extensive study of the compurative
growth of nations in the paths of Indus-

| trial ascendancy, with a striking comment-
ary on thelr fature. In this speech, which
was replete with notable statistics and
Important economic prophecles, perhaps
the moft remarkable festure was an ap-
peal to Emperor Willlam to use his in-
fivence toward the eventunl creation of
the United States of Europe' under the
form of a politicu]l and Industrial unlon.
In this way slone, Mr. Carnegie declared,
czan Eugrope conquer the forelgn markels
or repel the Americen Invasion. France,
Germany and Russia, who had already
taken joint action against Japan, would
suflice to Insure a4 satisfactory union In

Europe,
"The Czar.” he contineed, “having tuken
the first step toward the peace of thes

zupported Patrick O'Brien's request for
a day, saying that as the Premler hid
declined the concesslon “on the mere re-
as o
Scotchman, gladly supported the reguest.

Mr. Balfour explained that he could
only give a day at Sir Henry's request on
the understanding that the motion took
the form of a volte of censure on the gov-
ernment., and that it was supported by
the opposition as a whole, The Liberal
lender, however, disclaimed any such In-
tentlon, He refused to Identify himsell
s0 completely with the Natlonallsts, wl-
though he strongly contended that the re-
quest of the Irlsh members shouid be
granted. Mr. Balfoar said:
