SUPREME COURT DECISIONS

Dealers Cannot Stand Pethlad State-

ment ot Boy That He la of Age
Statates Bind Party to Knotr

Facta Other Case.

Ignorance of the age of a person pur-

chasing liquor, Is no defense to a pros-

ecution for selling liquor to a minor,
even though the latter declared that he
was of ace.

Where, In pursuance of an agreement,

a vendor appoints one of the vendees

as his agent to settle a dispute as to the
quality of the goods sold, he is hound
by the settlement If It Is made In good

faith.
"Where a gift is made in apprehen-

sion of impending death, tho gift is
valid and will be upheld If tho circum-

stances indicate a present intention of
transferring title.

Where a warehouseman Issues a "ware-bou-

receipt, as security for a loan,
the holder has no claim upn grain held
by a receiver for the benefit of 'de-

positors, if tho evidence falls to show

that at the time the receipt was Issued
the warehouseman owned wheat then
stored in tho warehouse.

SALEM. Oct. 27. (Special.) The Su-

preme Court today handed down decisions
In six appealed cases, in five of which the
lower court was affirmed. The most im-
portant case from a public standpolnt-wa- s

that of Stato vs. Gully, it is
held that a saloonkeeper who sells liquor
to a minor cannot escape conviction un-

der a defense that he believes the pur-
chaser to be of age.

State of Oregon, respondent, vs. James
Gully, appellant, from Linn County,
George H. Burnett, Judge: affirmed. Opin-

ion by Chief Justice Moore.
Defendant was charged with selling

liquor to a minor and having pleaded not
guilty was tried and found guilty. --At the
trial the court Instructed the Jury, over
the objection of defendant, that defen-
dants Ignorance of the fact of the person
being a minor is no defense. The verdict
of the jury .contained the findings that
(1) the defendant sold whisky, an In-

toxicating liquor, to Hrelnhold Zimmer-
man, receiving therefor $3 75; (2) that
Zimmerman was then only 19 years of
age; (3) that before selling the whisky
Gully asked Zimmerman his age and tho
latter replied that he was 21 years old;
(4) that Gully honestly believed thai Zim-
merman was of age.

The conviction was had under section-191-

of Hill's Annotated Laws, which pro- -
t'Moc tVin f IF ont nrnn ,V.t11 coll anv
Intoxicating liquor to any minor In this
state 3uch person shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor and upon conviction
thereof shall be punished, etc.

The Supreme Court cites authorities
showing that there is an irreconcilable
conflict on the question whether a mis-
take of fact regarding a person's age con-
stitutes a defense, but that this court Is
committed to the doctrine that "the ven-
dor's belief, however honestly entertained,
that a purchaser of intoxicating liquor is
of lawful age, constitutes no defence.
. . . As statutes of this character bind
theparty to know ihe facts and to keep
them at his peril, neither the motives nor
the Intent of the defendant can relieve
him."

It Is also held that the act of 1S91. mak-
ing It a crime for a minor over 1G years
of age to deceive in order to secure liquor
does hot relieve a vendor of the conse-
quences of a mistake he may make re-
specting the age of the purchaser.

Balfour. Guthrie & Co., appellants, vs.
North Pacific Lumber Company, respond-
ents, from Multnomah County, J. B
Cleland, Judge: reversed and remanded.
Opinion by Justice Bean.

This is the oacond time this case has
been appealed to the Supreme Court by
plaintiff, and the .second time It has been
reversed. The action was brought for
reclamation on lumber purchased by Bal-
four, Guthrie & Co., a Portland firm,
from the North Pacific Lumber Company,
for shipment to Chile, on the joint ac-
count of plaintiffs and Williamson, Bal-
four & Co., of Valparaiso. The contracts
of sale contained a stipulation that "in
event of any dispute arising at port of
discharge in regard to quality, sellers to
appoint a representative on the spot to
attend to and fettle the same." The car-
goes were held at Portland until paid for,
and when they reached their destination
the buyers refused to accept a portion of
it, on the ground that it did not con-
form In quality to the contract.
Plaintiffs informed Mr. Williams, man-
ager of the North Pacific Comppny. of
the dispute regarding quality, whereupon
the latter advised plaintiffs by letter "we
will be satisfied with any settlement yo'i
may make for us In adjusting the matter
at point of destination." Balfour, Guth-
rie & Co. then cabled their Chilean firm
to settle the dispute, and it allowed the
purchasers a deduction on account of
poor quality amounting on one shipment
to $$5 75, and on the other to ?30S7 15. The
North Pacific Lumber Company refused
to abide by the settlement or to reim-
burse plaintiffs for the alleged loss, and
this action was brought to recover the
amount allowed In the .settlement. The
trial resulted in Judgment for defendant
and plaintiff appealed.

At the trial the court Instructed the jury
that unless the lumber failed In some ma-
terial particular to fulfill the terms of
the contract. In respect to quality, the
plaintiffs could not recover. The Supremo
Court holds that this Instruction was er-
ror, for-I- the settlement made by plain-
tiffs, acting as defendants' agents, was
made in good faith. It was blndlnjr urxin
defendant, even though it might after
ward appear that the quality of the lum-
ber was according to contract.

The court also holds that there was
some evidence of fraud in the settlement,
and that the court properly submitted the
case to tho Jury. Because of tho er-
roneous instruction the case is reversed.

. William Dcneff, administrator of Ed-
ward Graupner estate, appellant, vs. Ed-
ward Helms, administrator of the H. V.
Helmo estate, respondent, from Jackson
County, H. K. Hanna, Judge; affirmed.
Opinion by Justice Wolverton.

The rule of law laid down In this case
is that "If a donor, being in ill health
nnd apprehensive of death, and' in view
of such condition and apprehension, de-

livers property to a third person abso-
lutely, thereby jelinqulshing- - all right to
the possession and dominion over it, for
the use of the doneo under such circum-
stances as to indicate a present intention
of transferring, title to the latter, the
gift is valid and will be upheld."

Nancy Carter, appellant, vs. Miles NS.

Wakeman. respondent, from Jackson
County, H. K. Hahna, Judge; affirmed.
Opinion by Justice Wolverton.

This was an action at law to recover
damages resulting from the alleged ob-
struction of an easement claimed by
plaintiff." The plaintiff failed In the lower
court because of insufficiency of the com- -

plaint, and this decision is sustained un-
der the following'' rule of law:

"To constitute an appropriation, there
must be an approprlator 'with the intent
to appropriate to some beneficent use.
This must be followed by a diversion and
application to the use within a reason-
able time." The complaint contained no
sufficient allegation of these essentials
to show an easement

State of Oregon, respondent, vs. "Will-la- m

Sally, appellant, from Baker County,
Robert Eakln, Judge; affirmed. Opinion
by Justice Bean.

The defendant was found guilty of steal-
ing a eteer belonging to E. H. Powers, In
October, J90L The appeal to the Supreme
Court was based upon various allegations
of errr In the court below. In deciding
the case the court lays down no new rules
of law, but finds that no errors occurred
prejudicial to the defendant.

FORESTER SUDWORTH'S RECOM-

MENDATIONS.

aiakes Extended Personal Investiga-tlon- s

and la Convinced Temporary
Should Be Blade Permanent.

BAKER CITY, dr., Oct 27. George B.
Sudworth, assistant forester of the Bureau
of Forestry of United States Depart-
ment j3t Agriculture, accompanied by A.
J. Johnson, forestry expert for Oregon,
arrived in this elty today, ' a six
weeks', tour of Inspection of the
Mountain forest reserve, contemplated In
the recent temporary executive order
withdrawing the greater portion of the
timber lands of Eastern Oregon en-
try or sale. Mr. Sudworth says that the

of the Government In establishing
the proposed reserve is to protect the set-
tlers, and especially the mining, industry,
in the years to come. His examination
of the country covered by the, proposed
reserve has convinced him of the wisdom
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of making the temporary order perma-
nent, and he will so- report. He stated
that the regulations of the Government
would prevent the shipping of lumber
manufactured from reserve timber out of
the state, but that there be no re-

strictions put upon the cutting of timber
for home consumption. From the survey
made Mr. Sudworth he is decidedly of
the opinion that the limited supply of
timber in Eastern Oregon demands that
the Government protect the future
development of the country by conserving
the timber and holding for the benefit
of industries, such as farming, railroad-

-building, mining, home manufac-
tories, etc. In the opinion of Mr. Sud-
worth, unless some restriction Js put
the destruction of timber in this part of
Oregon within a few mining and
agricultural pursuits will be greatly crip-
pled for want of timber.

(It Is to be observed that Forester Sud-
worth Is connected with the Department
of Agriculture, while public lands and
forest reserves fall under the Jurisdiction
of the Department of the Interior.)

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UPHOLDS LOWER COURT.

Military Men Are Amenable to Action
by the Civil Courts.

SAN FRANCISCO. Oct. 27. A decision
of unusual Interest was rendered by the
United States Circuit Court of Appeals to-
day, when It decided that the military men
of the United States Army are amenable
in the civil courts of the country for" of-
fenses other than those committed solely
In violation of Army rules. The decision
was 'delivered in the case of Lieutenant
John M. Neall, a Presidio officer, convicted
of forgery' In 1S9S before a jury and sen-
tenced to serve tw? years in prison.

Neall's attorney appealed, claiming that

as Ncall and all the parties concerned in
his alleged offense were of the United
States Army, Neall's trial should have
been before ai court-martia- l, under the
articles of war. After an exhaustive ar-
gument dealing with the constitutional
utterances on the subject the. Court of
Appeals denies the petition for a reversal
of the decision and upholds completely the
Judgment of the lower court.

SENSATION IS SPRUNG

WALLA' WALLA CITY WATER SAID
"'TO COME FROM DITCHES.

Mayor Hunt Makes Declaration In
Council Meeting Town Has Ex-

pended 20,000.

WALLA WALLA, Oct 27. A sensation
was'sprung today by Mayor Gilbert Hunt,
who declared before a special session of.
the City Council that the supposed source
of water at Thomas Springs, now being
developed for municipal purposes, came
from Irrigation ditches and npt from an
underground flow. About $20,000 in cash
has been jjpent by the city in development
work at the springs, east of the town.
Ten thousand- - dollars went for the pur-
chase of tho springs and site from Joseph
Thomas, an attorney. Engineer George
Worley, in charge of the development, has
expended $12,000. Worley professes ig-

norance of the flow of water from the
ditches

Mayor Hunt, who assumed office last
June, after the water site had been pur-
chased, said he was made aware of tho
present condition of affairs upon personal
Investigation. It is understood Thomas
showed the Mayor where the, pipes had
been laid connecting the springs with tho
ditch water. "A dead chicken might pol-

lute the whole water system of the City
of. Walla Walla," declared Hunt The de-

velopment of Thomas 8prlngs was sup-

posed to give a flow of 4.000t000 gallons
per day.

Thomas made the statement that he will
prosecute for trespass anyone who

to investigate the affair, as the
pipe and Irrigation ditches are Bald to be
on his property. It Is alleged he is angry,
because the sensation was "sprung" at
this time.

Mayor Hunt attempted to lay blame on
no one. vThe Council will make personal
investigation next "Wednesday.
