SALUTES AT SEA.

Courtesles 'l'h-'t Must Be Observed
.I'w Ship Captalns.

London Standard.

In the days before cannon, and Indeed
until comparatively recent times, a vessel
made its salutation by lowering Its flag.
This 1s the oldest and most honorable
greeting which a ship can give, and It
ranks before the booming of guns, how-
ever many. This salute has alwaya been
demanded by English seamen, and its ¢x-
actlon has burned the hearts and the
powder of generationa of naval commanii.
ere. For a forelgn ghlp, whether merchant
or martial, to enter an English port with-
out velling topsalle or lowering its na-
tlonal flag was to court the chances of
war, though the profoundest peace eox-
Isted. Without warning or argument the
ghore defenses or a man-of-war sent a
round shot across the hows or between
the mantz of the insolent Intruder, and
if the offending flng came not down In-
stenter the forelgner was brought to her
gensges by  belng raked through and
through. Buch was the reception accorded
by Johmn Hawkins to the Bpanioh Admiral
who in time of peace salled Into Plymouth
Sound without velllng his topsalls or
striking his flag. The Dutch vehemently
resisted the Britlsh demand, and It wos
not until 1672 that they finally ngreed to
strike the English colors in homc waters.
The same honor was formally assented to
by France In 1™, although it had been
long exacted by Britain.

“I'l tell you how 1 eame to be there on
the 17th of June, 1825, =aid Mr, Hrazer.
"My father was n Mason and had a part
In the parade, and I went with him In his
chalse, 1 remember my uncle, Caled But-
ler, was one of the most prominent Ma-
gona, and earrled a golden box In which
there wna n lock of General Washington's
hair, 1 was only 4 years old, and, hoy-
Hke, [ pald more nttention to the crowil
than I did to the ceremonles.

“"Lafayette? Well, he lobked to me ke
& polits and refined man, just as a French-
man should be. As for Webster, he wns
solld and Intellectual in apgearance. 1 had
seem him before, for that matter. What
I recollect particularly is the fact that a
number af soldlera of the Revolution were
there, and among” the number was my
{ather's uncle, who wae In the battle of
Bunker HiIL

"By the way, my grandmother's father,
Captain Henry Farwell, was at

hreast, mind you, with hix face to the foe.
The commanding officer, belleving he wag
mortally wounded, ordersd him removid
to the roadside, but he ralsed himsslf on
bis elbow and cried: ‘I am not dead: T will
five to =ee my country free!” And he
dlidn’t die untll 33 years afterward. He-
fore that he had beon in the colonial con-
tingent in the war between BEngland and
France, and wsa at the tnking of Cape
Breton."
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
