Averages which have been compiled from
scores, in the Northwest League place
Ward of Butte at the head of the batters,
with a percentage of .334. Portland does

not get a place until the eighth line, where
Zelgler figures with .296. Then Portland
made no mark down to Van Buren's .276.

Weed got only .260, Murdock 246,- - Anderson
.245, iluller .242, Stovall .241, L. Mahaffey
--221, and little Sammy Vigne.ux got the
same mark.

On base-runni- Portland made up for
poor batting by getting two of the 10

leaders. On sacrifices it got two' out of
lour. On fielding it shoved up in'splendld
ehape. "Weed heads the first basemen.
Anderson, although third in the list, is
easily the champion second baseman, so
far as chances offered go. Weed takes
third place on the third bag, and Jakey
Deisel, the man who went after every-
thing, drew the same number for short.
Stanley headed the catchers. With SOS

chances offered, he made only 17 errors.
Vigneux stood sixth in the line, with 24
errors against C33 chances. In the out-

field Portland's closest man was Van
Buren, who stood fifth, with an average
ot .948. Considering the chances that
"Rube" accepted, the percentage may be
considered very high, for he went after
everything that came his way. It was?

the same with Muller, who ranked as
eighth, and the swift-foote- d Murdock,
whose' foul-lin- e runs, landed him in the
10th position.

Portland's pitchers were not particularly
bright stars. ' Engel was the notcher, and
lie stood seventh. Kostal followed him,
and VVltbeck. the man of college curves,
registered as No. 14. Salisbury, of Port-
land and Butte, and Werner and Mahaf-fe- y,

the twirlers who were not boxmcn,
ore in the list of undlscoverables. Hlckey
was the best batting pitcher of the league.
Witbeck and Engle were Portland's cham-p.o-

on the .167 mark, while Kostal found
a place near the bottom.

The averages do not show that a pitch-
er's luck turns witn his change of resi-
dence. Kostal was released by Spokane,
came to Portland and made good, although'
he let himself be hit hard and did not
prove to be a fielding pitcher. Drink-wat- er

did not become a star rustler after
lie left Ticoma, nor did Carter after he
decided that the atmosphere of Spokane
was more healthful than that of Butte.
Salisbury was not as successful with Butte
as he was with Portland, and Harmon
broke even with Seattle and Tacoma.

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BASEBALL BOARD MEETS

ROW BETWEEN AMERICAN ASSOCI-
ATION AND WESTERN LEAGUE.

Delegates Reach No Agreement
Stumbling-Bloc- k l Over Di-

vision ot Territory.

.NEW YORK. Oct. 28. The National
Baseball Board of Arbitration resumed
.its session tpday. The board had before
it representatives of the Western League
and American Association, trying to find
an amicable solution of the difficulties.
Late tonight it was announced that the
board had taken an adjournment until to-
morrow without having found any defi-
nite plan of settlement. A fair and prop-
er adjustment of the territory seems to
be the stumbling-bloc- k. It Is expected
that the American Association, with cities
like Louisville, Columbus and Indianapolis,
believes that the Western League should
withdraw its. teams , from both Kansas
City and Milwaukee. These are two of the
best cities of the circuit of either organ-
ization. Last year both had rival clubs,
and financial disaster was the result to
all hands. The Western League people are
not overanxious to get out of either Kan-
sas City or Milwaukee. The matter may
be adjusted by the American Association
takmg one of the cities and the Western
League the other. Each organization
would then take in additional a city to
complete the circuit. President Brice, of
Columbus, and President Watkins, of In-
dianapolis, are taking part in the confer-
ence on behalf of the American Associa-
tion, while T. H. Van Brunt, of St. Joseph,
and M. H. Sexton, of Rock Island, arc
taking care of the interests of the Western
League.

Tonight President Powers, of the Na-
tional Association, said that while nothr
Ing definite had been done, the outlook
for a settlement was good.

SPOKANE CLUB CHANGES HANDS.

GreenTire of Baseball, and Sells to
W. V. Garrett.

SPOKANE, Wash., Oct. 28. (Special.)

NO GAME TODAY.

Scheduled Match Between Academy
and Medics Is Off.

The game of football that was to have
been played on Multnomah Field this
afternoon between the elevens of Port-
land Academy and the Oregon Medical
College has beeji called off by the fac-
ulty of the Academy on the grounds that
the athletes at the Medical School are not
under the charge of the faculty. A great
wall of Indignation has arisen in the
camp of the Medics, and It is openly
hinted that there is no other cause for
the cancelling of the game than cold feet
on the part of the Academy.

Thus far this season these two teams
have remained undefeated, and the ques-
tion of which is the local champion Is
up to them. It Is generally conceded that
the elevens are about of equal strength,
ami thus today's match would have
proved doubly interesting on account of
the good playing that would be exhibited,
and also because It would settle the cham-
pionship question.

The reason for the action on the part of
the Academy faculty Is given In the rules
and regulations governing Portland Acad-
emy athletics, which expressly state that
no Academy team shall participate In any
atletlc event with a team from another
institution where the athletics are not
under faculty control. That is , to say,
the faculty shall require all students on
their teams to be taking a full course
and doing work above passing grade.
It is stated that the athletics at the Med-
ical School are entirely' without faculty
supervision.

The medical students, on the other
hand, hold that there is every evidence
of a backing-dow- n on the part of the
Academy team. "It Is a very strange
thing," they say, "that this ruling should
have been found all at once after we
made a favorable showing against the
Pacific University team. At the time we
played the Hill Military Academy, the
first time our team ever lined up to-

gether, and we made a "poor showing, they
were eager and anxious for a game.
There seemed to be no restriction at that
time. Now that they have beaten the
Hills worse than we did they are anxious
for that score to show the comparative
strength and are not willing to play off
the championship. Our team has been
Improving steadily and tomorrow we
would have put in the field the strongest
aggregation that has been together. The
Academy boya know this and know that
they stand no show. They can run up
large scores on the kid teams, but they
are afraid to go against the Medics."

Another place where they claim the
argument Is weak Is the fact that they
are to play the Albany team. This team
does not come under the faculty ruling
they talk of, and the Medics hold that
there Is no excuse for playing that team
and then refusing thema game.

The Academy team says that they are
perfectly willing to meet the Medics If
the faculty will only let them, and that
they would rather play this team thar.
any other, for a victory over them would
mean more than one over any olher foot-
ball aggregation In the city. As the mat-
ter stands, the game fo off, and It Is
hardly likely that It will be again sched-
uled for any future date this season.

PORTER AT FRENCH BANQUET.

Ambassador Speaks of Friendly Re-
lations With America.

PARIS, Oct. 28. Ambassador Porter
was present and made a speech tonight
at a banquet of French officials, who
have been connected with all foreign ex-
positions. The dinner was given in the
Hotel Continental and many prominent
persons were present. M. Trlllout, Min-
ister of Commerce, presided. Ambassa-
dor Porter made a felicitous reference
to the cordial friendship which has long
existed between France and the United
States. He said France should take a
leading part in the St. Louis Exposition,
as the Louisiana Purchase was the most
Important negotiation ever consummat-
ed between the two countries. Th'e Am-
bassador's remarks were received warm-
ly.

In the address of the French officials,
reference was made to the opportunity
afforded by the St. Louis Exposition to
reach the people .of South America as well
as those of North America.

NOTED INDIAN CHIEF. DEAD

Head of the JJlntah Utes Expires at"'' " 'the A" ge of 'lOi.
PRICE, Utah, Octl 28. News has Just

reached here that old Tabbey, Chief of
the Uintah Utes. for as far back as the
memory of the oldest Inhabitant runs,
died one day last week near White Rock
Agency, aged 104 years. He was in early
days the sepclal friend of Brlgham
Young, nnd did much in his time to pre-
serve peace between his people and the
whites. He had been blind for a number
of years. His squaw died 25 years ago,
and he had never taken another. His
personal effects were burled with him In
his grave, and after his body had been
put beneath the 'ground, 40 horses belong-
ing to him were led and. driven to the
scene and shot over his grave.

Noted Philadelphia Physician.
PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 28. Dr. Daniel

E. Hughes, chief assistant physician of
the Philadelphia Almshouse, died today of
tubercular peritonitis, the germs of which
disease he Is believed to have contracted
from a patient in the hospital. Dr.
Hughes had an international reputation
as an alienist. He devoted his life' to a
study of insanity and amelioration of the
condition of the criminal and pauper In-

sane.
The public agitation resulting from Dr.

Hughes' peculiar ailment started an in-

vestigation which will probably result In
an attempt to Improve the sanitary condi-
tions at the almshouse.

Colonel Norman Smith.

Smith, formerly of the Eighteenth Regi-
ment, National Guard of Pennsylvania,
veteran of the Civil and Spanish-America- n

Wars, and for many years one of the
most prominent figures In military cir-
cles of Pennsylvania, died today ot
paralysis.

Bell, author, educator and a noted
Shakespearean scholar, and a nephew of
Alex Graham Bell, died at the Bell home-
stead In this city today of heart failure.

Each
of these, bureaus In the past has got out
cards advising the public that It is the
safest means for sending money, and the
competition had reached the stage of
posting cards of "don't" warnings. Here-
after the policy will be to work together
In the Interest of all branches of the ser-

BLOW; TO NEWS THIEVES

ILLINOIS COURT ESTABLISHES A
NOTABLE PRECEDENT.

Rjlght of Does Not Cease With
Publication, as Contended by

.. Parasite.

CHICAGO, Oct. 28. An important prin-
ciple of law was established today when
Judges Baker, Grosscup and Bunn, of the
United States Court o.f Appeals, handed
down an opinion ta the effect that the
Western .Union Telegraph Company has a
right of property in the news which It
gathers, and that such right does not
renSA Tvhpn fho TKitrc a filiVillnVifir nrl .Vfk
tickers rented to its patrons. In laying
down this principle, the Court of Appeals J

affirms two decisions of the lower court
and forever enjoins the National Tele-- j

grdph News Company, the Illinois News
Company, and other 'defendants, from us-
ing the quotations In question. The court
says:

"The business of appellee Is that of a
carrier of Informatlop. The gist of Its
service to the patron Is that by such car-
riage the patron acquires knowledge of
the matter communicated earlier than
those not thus served. The ticker, with
Its printed tape, Is. an Implement of means
only to this commercial end which the
patron or the patron's patron may utilize
to the end Intended, but may not appro-
priate to some end not Intended and apply
If such application result In Injury to or
total destruction of the service. In short,
the "law being clearly Inadequate to that
purpose, equity should see to It that the
one who Is served and the one who serves
each gets what the engagement between
them calls for, and that neither to the
injury of the other shall appropriate
more..

"The Immediate business of appellee
brought to our attention cannot arouse

'any great solicitude. It relates to the
gathering and distributing of news not
looked upon perhaps in all quarters as
essential to the public welfare. But 'the
questions raised are of much wider sig-
nificance. They Involve, among others,
that modern enterprise one of the dis-
tinctive achievements of our day which,
combining the genius and the accumula-
tions of men with the forces of electric-
ity, scours the earth's surface each day
for what the day has brought forth;
that whatever befalls the zone .of man
ehall come, almost Instantaneously, Into
the consciousness of mankind. By -- such
agencies as these the world Is made to
face itself unceasingly In the glass, and Is
put to. those tests that bring increasing
helpfulness and beauty into the heart of
our race.

"Is service like this to be outlawed? Is
the enterprise of the great news agencies
or the great telegraph and cable lines to
be denied appeal to the courts, against
the Inroads ot the parasite, for no other
reason than that the law fashioned hith-
erto to fit the relations of authors and
the public cannot be made to fit th rela-
tions ot the public and this dissimilar
class of servants? Are we to fall our
plain duty for mere lack of precedent?
We choose rather to make precedent one
from which Is eliminated as Immaterial
the law grown up around authority and
we see no better way to start this prece-
dent upon a career than by affirming the
order appealed from."

NEW RULES AT YALE.

Stndents From Other Colleges Need
Not Make Up Their Greek.

"NEW HAVEN, Conn., Oct. 28 It was
announced today that In future It will be
possible for a student to come to Yaye
University after receiving the degree of
bachelor of arts from another college,
without having studied Greek, .and re-
ceive the Yale degree, of bachelor, of arts
without being obliged to make up his
Greek. Such a student may enter the
senior class and get his diploma from
Yale at the" end of the year. It will also
be possible for students of Yale Univer-
sity who have received the degree of
bachelor ot arts from another college,
without studying Greek, to come here and
receive the degree of master of arts with-
out being obliged to make up their Greek.
Until he present time these things have
"not been permitted.

Builders' Association Convenes.
