Cresceus Trots Two Miles
in 4:17 Flat.

ELEVEN SECONDS OFF RECORD

Lant Mile Is Faster Than the First-Pri- nce

Alert Chips Three-Quarte- rs

of a. Second Oil Pacing
Record for Geldings.

MEMPHIS, Tenn., Oct. 3L Cresceus
this afternoon was sent against the world's
two-mi- le trotting record of 4:284, held by
Onward Sliver, and without apparent ef-

fort completed the circuit twice without a
break In 4:17 flat, chipping 11& seconds off
the former record. Both the horse and Mr.
Ketcham, who drove him, received an ova-
tion from the large crowd present.

Cresceus appeared shortly after 3 o'clock,
and after scoring twice Ketcham nodded,
for the word. Accompanied by a runner,
Cresceus went to the quarter In 0:33. At
the half the timers hung out 1:051: while
the three-quarte- rs pole was passed In 1:39.
Straightening out for the wire, Ketcham
eent Cresceus- along at a lively slip, the
mile being reeled off in 2:10t. At the mile
and a quarter Cresceus seemed to Increase
Iila speed. The polo was passed in 2:41,
and the mile and a half in 3:13. The last
three-quart- er pole was passed in 3:43, and
Ithe two miles was covered In 4:17. Cres-
ceus trotted the last mile faster than the
flrst.

Another brilliant performance was that
of Prince Alert, who went against the pac-
ing record for geldings of 2:001. Driven
!fay Demarest, the horse moved away like
clockwork, reaching the quarter In 0:29,
ithe half in 0:59. the three-quarte- rs in 1:2

$500,000 FOR '04 FAIR.
Germany Decides to Appropriate

This Amount to Exhibit.
BERLIN, Oot 31. The German Govern-

ment has decided after a long delay to
make an adequate representation at St.
Louis. Home Secretary Posadowsky,
within whose jurisdiction .the business
comes, has shownt recentlya strong off-
icial and personal interest in the fair.

The cabinet at his request has inserted,
it Is understood, an Item of $300,000 in the
budget to defray the expenses of the Ger-
man official exhibits at the fair. The
Government quite expects the Agrarians
to object to the appropriation, and as it
will have to deal with a hostile majority,
said $500,000 seemed the utmost desirable
amount, and even this sum may be di-

minished In the final revision of the 'bud-
