MITCHELL STILL ON THE STAHD

Y

MacVengh Done With Him, and
Other ARorneys Take Up the Ex-
aminstion—=Yonaunlon Men File
Application for Hearlng.

SCRANTON, Pa., Nov. 18—While a con.
giderable amount of Information for the
enlightenment of the commissiopers wes
brought out, the day was a rather quiet
one, compired with those which have pre-
peded 1.  The arbitrators are growing
restiess In consequence of the leng cross-
cxamination, which apparently does pot
bring out the facts as quickly ns the com-
mission would like to have them pre-
sented. Several times during the course
of 1oiny's presion Chalrman Gray remind-
ed the attorneys of the value of time, and
suggested that cross-examinstion be Him-
fted to mew fentures of those questions
that have alrendy been gone over. The
lawyers assured the commission that they,
oo, were anxious to expedite matters,
and would dn everything possible to
hurry along without Injuring thelr own
case. Mr. Mitchell has been on the stand
since last Friday momning, and is show-
Ing signs of weariness from the strain
of four days’ croms-examination. Thus far
his attorney, C, 8, Darrow, and David
Wilcox, for the Delaware & Hudson,
Wayne MacVeagh, for the Erie, Francls
1. Gowen, for the Lehigh Valley, and W.
W. Roms, for the Delaware, Lackawanna
& Western Company, have examined [he
miners’ president. The commissioners to-
day for the first time e¢ntered Into the
discussion with the lawyers and the wit-
ness over disputes which arose from time
to time.

Mr. " MacVeagh, who began hils cross-
examination of Mr. Mitchell on SBaturday,
concluded at 11 o'clock today. The dla-
tingulsiiod attorney centered most of his
encrgies in trying to brenk down the
miners’ rensons for ssking for a yearly
agrocment with the companies on hours

the unlon. Mr. MacVeagh's principal aim

throughout his questioning of Ar. Mitch-
¢ll was v show that the Mineworkers'
Unlon, because of alleged acts of Intiml-
dation, vislence and the use of the boy-
cott by It= members, proved [teelf uniit
o be a party to a contract. Mr Mitchell
would not admit., nor ever® assume for the

sake of i(llustrating points, that a relgn
of terror existed in the anthracite finlds
during the last #x months. The recogni-

tion of Lhe unlon & looked upon a& tho
most Important question before the com.
mission. and it §s quite cvident from the
trend of proccedings thus far that the
companicz will gppore it to thelr utmost
abllity.

Mr. Gowen anid Mr. Ross questioned Mr.
Mitchell princlpally regarding conditions
existing ot the collieries of the companiea
they™ represent. These quesiions were
more or less technleal, Mr, Mitchell's
answers o 2 rile differed very lUtile from
the repsons glven in his preliminary state-
ment to the commission [or Improved con-
ditlons for the mineworkers,

Interest in the proccedings is not wan-
ing. The large crowd which was wedged
in the courtroom an the preceding days of
the henring was In evidense. Nelther s
there a fa'ling off in the attendance of nt-
torneys, of whom thers areé almost two
score present nit each session.

The
witness suld that he would not assame
that the acts of violence are true.

“1t." =ald he, "Formst City, which has
been referred to, would be an example
of all towns and cities in the anthracite
ficld, it would indicate that we were a
very luw-ablding, religlomws people.’ -

**The question.” Mr. MacVeagh sald, “is
whether or not you have taken the proper
methods to provent a repetition of violent
scts when they have occurred.” He did
pot care, he sald, by whom these were
committed. .

“What I am trying to show.,” he con-
tinued., “Is that there Is a growing spirit
of violenee and disregard of law Iin thelr
organizstion, and that your Influence
over them {s Insufficient to keep them
law-ablding and peaceable as you desire
them to be”

TUnder thias arralgnment of the unlon

ol

Indulged In an argument over the pro-
priety of nny one criticising ncts and de-
clslons of courts, Mr. MacVeagh thought
it was wrong to follow such a course, and
that it tende to breed anarchy., M-
Mitchell setd he was pleased to say the
courts as a rhle are falr, but he re-
greited that in the course of his expari-
ence he had found some Judzes igainst
labor. He referred to Judée Juckeon, of
West Virginia, who, he sald, had made a
great many serlous reflections on men
who gave up their lUves o the cuuse of
labor. He added that there were no an-
archists In the trade ualons

r. Mitchel! sald no local jn his unlon
had ever expelled 2 man from the unlon
for belonging to the Natonal Guard, snd
that no Natlonal Irbor unlon of any kind
had ever done such.a thing. A Lltte
union in New York State, he sald, had
taken such action, and it had been her-
alded over the country. He was not 10—
sponsible for what some other organiza-
tions &!d. Mr. MacVeagh concluded hils
crome-crpmination at this peint,

Ag soon as Mr. MacVeagh had finished,
«Judge Gray announced that the commls-
slon did not wish to limit the lberty of
any one sppearing In this case as répre-
senting others, but tkhey belleved they
had obtained aa much Information axs they
are likely to get on the subjects touchsd
upon. Judge Gray announced, however,
that If there wes any new line of exami-
nation the commission would not objeoct
to hearing the testimony.

Examinatious to De Brief,

Ex-Congiessman Wolverton, represent-
ing the Philadeiphla & Reading Coal &
Iron Company, informed the commission
that fature examipations would be very
brief. Francis R. Gowen, represeating
the Lehigh Valley Coal Company.
iowed Mr MacVeagh and questioned
Mr. Mitchell reganding his comparisan of
wages pald In the bltuminous felds ps
against those pald In the anthracite fields.
The guestion of weighlag conl wes alse
taken up.

For the first time during the sceslon the
members of the commisslon then entercd
into a general cross-exaomipation of the
witness on points which the previous
testimony had not brought out.

Replying to Biskop Spalding, Mr. Mitch-

ell =1ld that oporators could form a
coalitlon and stop the mining of conl
throughout the United States.

*“They could do the same os we could,™
said he, “and cspecinlly now, when the
coal fields of the country are paszing in-
to the hands of a fow men.™

Commissioner Watkine thought the law
would prevent the operators dolng that
by reason of their incorporation, bhuat Mr
Mitchell sxid they had the right to shul
down thel: mincs.

Judge Gray asked the witness i his
goclety did not depend, after all, on the
old sconomle truth that all grgat forces
which tend to unlift and cnrry on sacial
advancement and cleilization depend upon
the average desire of the Individual to
better his own copditicn and to work fo
wiges and upon the dosire of 3 man who
has property to utiilze it and get an in-
come from it

“]1 think that probably s true,” was
Mr. Mitchell’'s response,
Judge Gray—If you can Imagine all

men censing to work at once, the whole
social machine would stop.

Mr. Mitchell—You

Commissioner Wright askod:

“Po you conelder it justifiable for the
employers In a certaln district In order
to resist the demandz of the labor union,
to paraivze that indus=try or any group of
Industries?t

*No, 1 do not think it I= proper,* Mr.
Mitchell replied,

“Would the same answer be made If I
should sulstitute ‘unlons’ Instead of ‘em-
ployers™ *

“1 think in elther ca=e answered Mr,
Mlitehell, “some other avenue of adjust-
ment than the paralysis of the Industry
should be sought."™

Mr. Mitchell, nanswerlng the commis-
sloners, sald the United Meworkers did
not incorporate because the step was not
necessiry. An organization to become
financielly responsible, he sald, must have
a large furyd and thix the working people
did not huve. He znld thnt employers
who object to treating or contracting
with the vrfon beecsuse it Is not lncor-
porated would oppose treating with it
anyhow,

Mecognition of the Union.

Commissioner Wright ecked Mr, Mitch-
¢ll what ke meant by recognition of the
unlon and the witness replicd:

“Jt meins that the employers
make agreoments reguiating
Iabor, wages, ete., with the
that the unlon as such would
eponsible for a rigid
those agreements.” .

The cross-examination was next taken
up by W, W, Ross, of New York, counsel
for the Deiawnre, Lacknwnnnpa & West-
iern, wino had just begun to quesition the
witness when the mooch recess hour ar-
rived,

In the afternoon Mr. Ros=' jine of ox-
amination was for some time directed
toward testing Mr. Mitehell's knowledge
of bituminous mineworking, the number
of men employed, the wages pald and o
comparison of these with the wages
pald in the antlhiracite fleids. Resurding
the number of hours the men work In
the hard coal reglons. Mr. Mitebell sald
that when the breaker runz 1 hours
the men usuilly work seven,
nine hours. When the breaker runz less
thke mcn work in proportion. On the
average, however, the men worked more
hours than the hreakers.

"As n matter of fact” sild Mr, Roun,
“has not your organization stopped the
miners from waorking on the days when
the breskers were |dlo?”

Mr. Mitchell ndmitted that In this
district the rule is that the men r=hall
not prepare coal on ldle days. Thin, he
sald, vus for the purposo of preventing
faveritism.,

“Fou have spoken of the existence of |

favoritismn,” Mr. Ross sald, “and you re.
ferred w the excessive systom of dook-
ing. Do they exi=t In other mincs?"

“That I8 my In®ormation.” wus the ro-
ply.

Mr. Mitchell retained his complete com-
pusure, The gquestion met with 4 ready
refxponae.

“The fear that my influenco,” saldl he,
“is not sufficient to deter men from the
commission of crime is a contradiction
of the clalms often mada about me."” He
was free to say thal some men may
have been deterred from polng to work
because of violence, but the strike (tself
Iost more In public opinion by reason of
that than It could possibly galn.

The cross-examiner and the witness
then plunged into a splrited colloguy
over the question of whether one man has
a right to prevent another man from
melling hiz labor. The best answor Mr.
MacVengh could draw from the miners'
chief wes that he dld not approve of any
one committing an unlawful act.

Mr. MacVeagh read a statement re-
garding the right to strike as belonging
to thesperponal freadom of warkingmen.
He also tock the view that in the cxer.
cising of that freedom those who ocease
to work must not interfere with the 1lib-
erty of others who wish to work.

Do Not Want Anarchy.

“We do not want anarchy." &ald Mr.
Mitchell. “and that i anzrchy, pure and
slmple—the right of every man to do ab-
molutely as he pleases, regardless of its
efflocts on soclety.”

“This is the jangunge of very carefully
disguised anarchy,” Mr. MacVeagh re-
marked, “because It le the lunguage of
Archbishop Ireland.™

“Archbishop Ireland expected it to be
wesd in that sense. 1 might say Arch-
bishop ‘Ireland I8 a member of a com-
mittee of which 1 am a member, which
has declared for a trade union ldea.”™

Answering a further guestion, Mr.
Mitchell declnred that if Archibishiop Ire-
land's statement meant that men have
no right to pleket, he disagreed with
it Mz, Mitchell added that he dil
not kaow Lhat the Archbishop was re-

mutters,

The attorney. and the witness wandered
“from the rules of cross-examinatica and
e

in reply to annther qQuestion by Mr,
Ross, Mr. Mitehell declared that the rule
of . the-lzeal unlons wot to prepars coai
when the Dbreakers woere Wile 413 not
have for Its oblect the restriction of
the output.

“If these miners should be pormitted

to work.” ashed Mr. Ross, “on these Idie
days, the output would have been greater,
would it not?™ \

“] don't Enow whether your compeay
winted mur&cml than the miners pro-
duced or not"

“We have wanted for several years all
the coal we could get., We have never
been able really to supply our orders.'”

Not the Usnzl Information,

“That information.” Mr, 3litchell
answered, "1s much different from what
I usually got from the men you repre-
eenl, because they sald thelr sales were
Hmited entirely by the competition of
bituminous ecal.”

“We are not discussing competition at
present,” Mr, Ross remarked. “During
thils era of prosperity we worked zll the
miners we could ta advantage.”

“l1 =ay,” sald Mr. Mitchell, further
snswering, “that Information Is con-
trary to statements made by the presi.
dent of your company.”

At the request of counse!l Mr. Mitchell
here gave a hilstory of his connestion wiva
organized labor. He sald that he secured
a recogoition of the union and a change
of some 10 hours to elght In the SBtate of
Illinols in the Spring of 188, There was
no strike.

“We did what we are trying to do bere—

we asked the operators to meet us, and we
agreed on an advance of I8 per cent and
& 10-hour day.” ’

After some important testimony as to
the comparison of woges, the soclal feat-
ures of the coal regions wan taken up, and
Mr, Mitchell sald ke could not see other
reasons In child labor than that the faml-

He then relterated his former
statement that the minimum wage should

Mr. Mitchell edid that the company had
some employed who had visited Philadel-
phin once in ¥ years, and that they there-
by had an important event in their lves
to relate to their grandchildren,

At this palnt Mr. Rosa took oceaslon to
call attention to the fact that his com-
pany owned 24 houses, which were rented
to the miners on an average of §6 a month.
“So you see.”” remarked Mr. Ross, “'we
have pot very many houses for the num-
ber of employes, upward of 12,000,

“You charge enough for the ones you.do
have,” was Mr. Mitchell's dry response,
which caused merriment among the min-
ert In the courtroom.

After securing an ecxpression from the
miners that the company pald to stock-
holders 26 per cent on thelr capltal stoek,
l Mr. Roess Inguired {f e was not incor-

rect.

“T think the figures wers that,” said Mr.
Mitcheil. ‘“Thers are a good many melh-
ols for putting profits away In a rafiroad,”
he added.

Replying to further Inguirles, Mr. Miteh-
«1l =ald there had been very fow fallures
of conl compantes, either in the anthra-
cite or bltuminous felds, although Mr.
Roas contended that from an investment
stundpoint it I8 regarded as a hazardous
business.

In the course of much questionlng on
the subjcct of the demand for an eight-
hour dey, Mr. Mitchell said that at the
present time he and his clerks were work-
ing more then eight hours, but that was
gn incldent to ' preparing” data for the
commission, but usunlly the clerks In his
office worked cight hours,
¢ Oiving as a reason -for the miners pre-
ferring to e paid by welght rather than
by men=ure, Mr, Mitchell sald that per-
sons buying coal wantad it weighed, as do
sellers of coal,

“What benefit is there,” asked Mr. Ross,
“to the miner by belng pald by the ton
instend of by the car?™

Mr. Mitchell sald that there had been
general discontent among the miners be-
cause of disagreements arizing in* the
docking, not only for impuritles, but on
avcount of the “topping.”

“You do not know,” said Mr. Ross, “‘that

WAY FOUR DAYS,

Camp Broken and Roosevelt on Way
to Memphils to Greet Vice-
* Governmor Wright.

SMEDES, Miss., Nov, 18. — President
Roosevelt’s bear hunt (n Mississippl is
ended, and he has not had even a shot at
A bear. The last day of the chase was
simply.a repetition of the three preceding
days, so far as hls luck was concerned.
Try as the hunters would, they could not
get a bear within range of the President’s
rifle. The dogs caught a fresh trall this
morning, and the President and Hoke
Colller followed it half a dozen mliles to
the Blg Sunflower River. The bear
crossed a mile below the ford they went
to, and, belleving it waa making for the
canebrake on the other side, they en-
eavored to head it off. When they got
nto the brake, however, they were dis-
guested to find that the bear had doubled
on his track und crossed the river still
farther down. It was then 1 o'clock, and,
es arrangements had been made to break
camp at 2:30, the President was reluctant-
Iy compelied tn abandon further pursuit
of the elusive quarry.

While the Preeldent was out after bear
Major Helm, Dr, Lung and Secretary
Cortelyou "had a more successful deer
drive on this alde of the Great Sunflower
River. They jumped up a buck and a
doe. Major Helm killed the Ilatter from
his horse at about 4 yarda

Although the President has falled to kill
& bear on the expedition, he has enjoyed
hiz outing and spenks in high pralse of
the haspliality that has been accorded
him. He philosophically attributes hls il
fortune to the traditional ,hunter's luck
and says the next time he goes after
bear ke will arrange to stay long enough
for the luck to change.

The camp outfit
was londed Into six mHk wagons, the bads
amnd sides of which were formed of the

GENERAL WRIGHT REACHES HOME.

His Memphis Nelghbors Glve Ilim
Enthusiastie Greeting.

MEMPHIS, Tenn., Nov. 15.—The home-
coming of General Luke E. Wright, afler
a three years' sbsence In the Philippines,
was made memorable tohight by the citl-
zens of Memphis. Cannon boormned a sa-
Iute of iT guns, bonfires weore lighted on
the principal thoroughfares, and the
streets were Hned with people, who shout-
ed an enthusiastic weleome to the Vice-
Governor. The® tealn bearing General
Wright and pérty arrived a fow minutes
after § o'clock. A committes of ropresent-
atlve citizens met the General and his
party, which wan composed of himself, hia
wife and Frederick Helskell, private sec-
reiary 1o the Vice-Governor.

After n few minutes spent in hantlshak-
ing, the committee escorted the party to
carriages, and the atart was made to the
Gaynso Hotel. The line swung into Main
stroct, where four companies of state
miiltla wera in walting as an escort of
honor. When the parade down Maln
street began a cannon’s boom announced
tag the people that General Wright had
arfived. Immediately bonfires  were
Eindled on street eorners and red fire wan
ignited, Maln street had been guyly dec-
ornted for the occasion, and amid the
glare of fire and myriads of clectrie lights

and the popping of torpedoes and fire- |

crackera the parade passed In review.

FOR NEW POSTAGE RATES

Recommendations of Third Assistant
Postmaster-Generanl.

WASBHINGTON, Nov. S —Edward C.
Madden, Third Assisrant Posimaster-Gen-
eral, in Els annual report just made pub-
fle, recommends the ¢stablishm.nt of the
following new postage rites:

A new rate of 4 centn a pound on all
publications not admitted to the second-
class mall except dally, triweckly, seml-
wenkly and weekly newspapers In the
pencrally understood sense of the word
“newepaper,” This mate Is to be pald
on the bulk welght without régand to the
number of pleces, the anme as Is now the
case under the pound rate.

The consolidetion of the third and
fourth classea of mail matter, and that the
postuge thereon be at the rete of 1 e#nt
for each two ounces or fraction thereof,
to be prepald by stamps affixed.

Congress also is azked to authorize the
Postmaster-Gencral to accept, under sult-
able regulations, melling of large quan-
tities of Identical plecez of printed matter
and sranll articles of merchandize without
the reccssty of affixing stamps to the in-
dividual pleces.

The recommendation for the 4-cents-a-
pound rate !s an outgrowth of the investi-
gation Into the jabuzes of the narcond-
clees mall privileges. Mr. Mndden says
that many of the cheaper class of period-
fcals would be given away.if the law
would permit.
