LONDOXN, Nov. 25—Excellent progress
is belng made in setting the frames of the
Shamrock II1, and everything Ia ready for
running the lend keel. It I8 learned that
the same plan of bringing the midship
frames down outside the lead of the keel
as uadopted In the case of Shamrock II
will be followed in the new challenger.
Willlam Fife conslders that -clinging
jead ballast Inside the frames in this fash-
fon permits the use of lighter frames
than when the lead 8 boited outside In
the usual manner. In order to obriate
the possiblility of warping the stee! frames
by the heat of a large amount of mnlten
Jend, the pallast will be run in In quanti-
ties of about a ton dally. The quantity of
Jead to be used I8 larger than that of any
previous challenger, giving further proot
that the new boat will have an exception-
ally large displacement,
‘From the setting of the frames of the
Ehamrock Il it = apparent that another
novelty is to be introduced. Instead of a
level draught, the whole length of the
challenger will have a very declded Arnw-
ing. considerably more naft than at the
forward end of the lead,

Tts
officlal lecation as given for the guldance
of mariners is: *'Bearing three and one-
quarter miles north of Fort Tompkins
Hght" It is maintained to guide vessels
clear of the reef on which {t Is hullt to
the Hudson Riveér and Into Newark Bay
through Kill von Kull. From sunset
1o sunrise it shows a flashing white light
every six seconds, and vwisible thirteen
and one-half miles. The fog signal i a
blower siren, giving blasts of three seec-
onds duration, separated by sllent inter-
vals of three seconds. Should the blower
elren be disabled, a bell 18 struck by ma-
chinery one blow every 15 geconds.

For 1T years Mra. Kate Whalker has
lived In the lighthouse, and for 14 years
the care and maintenance of the light has
bt'on in her careful and competent hands,
When she came to this country a green
German peasant girl, 21 years ago, she
Hved'In a boarding-house at Sandy Hook.
There she met Walker, an nssistant keep-
er of the Sandy Hook lght, and married
him. They Ilved at that light station
for years, and then Walker was pro-
moted to be a keeper and glven charge
of the Robbins Reef light. That was 17
Years ago.

Illm. Walker Is one of the few women
ighthouse keepers in the employ of the
(io\:ernmi-nl. and the only one in New
York harbor. When her husband died
three years after he was made a keaeper
ehe was glven his place. '

“Now this lght, It 1Is like one of my
children to me. It must be tended and
cared for, and I am responsible. Every
night when the punset Eun is fired down
at Fort Hamilton and Fort Waodsworth
I ught It. I have a nautical almanae, too,
and kesp my clock regulated, ap that I
can always be on time. Every five hours
the clockwork must be wound to keep
the light revolving. 1T usually wind it up
every three hours, just to be sure. Every
night T stay up until 12 or 1 o'clock to see
that everything Is golng right; then I go
to bed, If the night is clear and qulet, and
leave my son In charge. He {8 the assist-
ant keeper. Many times, though. I wake
up and go up to the light to see If all Is
right. My son Is a good boy, but I am
responsible. I am always up In tlme to
put out the light at sunrise.

“One year Is like another, bacause there
Is alwnys so much work to do, REvery
day I polieh the brass work and clean the
Inmps, and once a month I elean the
lonses of the light; that Is a two days’
Job. 1In the Winter there Is more to do
for the ice freezes on the windows around
the light, and they have to be rubbed with
Elycerine every hour. On snowy. sleety
nights the windows must be kept clear
outside and inside. One bitter Winter,
when the bay was so full of ice that no
boat could come out to us, the winding
machinery broke down. and  for two
nights ] had to turn the light all night by
hand. My son helped me, but he was a
little fellow, and could not do much. An-
other night. when the mnachine that
sirikes the fog-bell wns out of order, 1
had to striks the bell by hand all night.
That was harder than when the light had
to be turned.

The British steamship Afridi arrived
yesterday from Eastern ports with a
large collection of rare animals for the
Bronx Zoologieal Park. It brought also a
cholee snake story, belonging to Captain
Golding, the hero of which was a python
# feet long and wicked in proportion.

The snake one night got out of his cage,
ciimbed the companion ladder to the
bridge, and tonk command of the vessel
Men and officers trembled below, and all
windows, doors and hatches Immediately
flaw shut. Captain Golding, armed with &
broadax, and the mate with n bull's-eve
lantern, finally subdued the python after
A two hours’ bhattle, and his remalns, In
wriggling sections from two to four feet
long, were left soattered around the deck,

“The python wns notoriously viclous,"”
sald Caplain Golding, *“'and it took 10 men
at Singapore to transfer it from the cage
on the dock to the one which had been
bullt for it on the ship. The night after
we left Singapore was dnrk and still,
About 10 o'clock a terrific nolse and com-
motlion broke out among the animals on
deck, and the offlcer of the watch, who
hurried over to mee what the trouble was,
got & sight of the python's blg ugly head
and glittering eyes just reaching over the
top rung of the starboard companlon lad-
dor leading to the bridge. He darted down
the port ladder and yeled to the crew,
who tumbled below. The Chinese conk wis
carrying & bowl of rice forward, but when
he caught a glimpse of the python work-
ing himself up the ladder he dropped
everything, ran for the galley and locked
himself in,

“1 tried to get the blght of a rope around
him, but the prthon colled himaelt up
llke a blg spring, and I gave It up. The
only man who had nsrve enough to stay
on the deck was the mate. He got a bull's.
eya lantern, while I got a broadax and
sparred for an opening, It was half an
hour before I got a chance, but then I
cut him clean through the middle,

“Thot wps only the beginning of my
trouble, for each sectlon was about twice
as lively ar the whole snake had been be-
fore, 1 finally got In a blow about three
feet from the hedad, and that finlshed the
part that wons giving me the moat trouble,
Altogether, when [ got through. thers
were 12 sections Iying around the bridse.*
